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                                  Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

December 7, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on December 7, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the November 16, 2015 Business Meeting and the Memorandum from the Executive Session held on November 16, 2015.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Lawson was unable to attend the meetings on November 16th.
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had an Indemnification Agreement with US Aggregates to construct a conveyor system over CR W 690 N.  Attorney Clutter stated that he had reviewed the agreement and had no issues with it and it requires one signature.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to sign the agreement.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then presented an agreement with Rieth-Riley Construction for asphalt resurfacing in Union Township.  They were the low bidder at $589,800.66.  The agreement is for all three signatures.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The Rieth-Riley contract will be taken from lines 1121.0068.430.423.0.7053 and 1157.0061.420.422.0.7001.  Clutter then presented a Supplemental Agreement with USI Consultants for Boone County Bridge #314.  The original contract did not have the construction inspection included in it so this amendment will include it not to exceed $104,800.  This contract is for all three signatures.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This contract will be taken from line 1135.0000.430.423.0.7914.  Attorney Clutter then presented a contract for the dispatch center at the Jail with Motorola. It is a three year contract in the amount of $316,671.76.  Clutter stated that he had made some minor revisions to the contract.  This requires one signature.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to sign the contract.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The next contract presented by Clutter was with Stanley Security for miscellaneous upgrades at the Jail.  The total amount is $130,000.  This is for one signature.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to sign the contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Per Mike Miller, Facilities Manager, the contract for Stanley Security will be paid from line 1138.0000.440.443.0.9214.  The last contract is with Comfort Systems USA and is for the HVAC at the Highway.  It is a preventative maintenance contract and it is for three years and the cost is $1498 annually and it requires one signature.  This will be paid from line 1138.0000.440.443.0.9120.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to execute the contract.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENTS FOR 2016

President Applegate read the appointments for consideration for the Boards for the upcoming year.  The Commissioners agreed to make their final decision at the next Commissioners’ meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF PROCLAMATION FOR BI-CENTENNIAL
The year 2016 marks the Bi-Centennial of the State of Indiana and the Commissioners will be reading a Proclamation and raising a Bi-Centennial flag at noon on December 11, 2015.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Proclamation.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  (See Appendix #1)
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST BY RECORDER TO CLOSE OFFICE FOR TRAINING
Boone County Recorder, Nikki Baldwin, was present to request that she be allowed to close her office on Friday, December 18, 2015 from 11:00 am until 2:00 pm.  Mrs. Baldwin explained that this is per Indiana Code 36-2-7.5-10.  This is required twice a year and Mrs. Baldwin stated that they do this in June and December and incorporate their Christmas dinner during the December meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Charles Campbell and Kristy Spencer, Lebanon Planning Office, were present to request that the Commissioners transfer three different property tax certificates to the City of Lebanon.  The properties are vacant and dilapidated and the City has been mowing, boarding and securing these homes for a few years now.  The City has been awarded funds from the State of Indiana to use to acquire Blighted Properties with the sole purpose of demolishing the structures and revitalizing the neighborhoods.  The three parcels are 501 S Coombs, 1410 S Meridian Street and 1407 S Meridian Street.  The City would not own the properties.  They have requested that the Lebanon Development Corporation will be the actual homeowner of the properties.  Attorney Clutter will handle the legal aspect of the project.  The only liens on the properties are taxes to the County and to the City due to upkeep and mowing.  
Ms. Rachel Hanson, EMA, was present and requested that the Commissioners approve two grants.  One is in the amount of $14,623 for radio communication and upgrades.  The other one is for $14,500 for portable tower and preparedness supplies.  President Applegate is the authorized signer.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
Please see Appendix #2 for Staff Reports.  Sheriff Mike Nielsen was present to present his staff report.  Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, was present and presented a Utility Agreement for D & R Excavating, Inc. for a bore on 300 South.  Mr. Parks recommended a $5,000 bond with this Utility Agreement.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve with a $5,000 bond.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks requested permission to sell some of their surplus equipment at an auction.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve selling surplus equipment at an auction, subject to Attorney Clutter’s review and approval of the auctioneer.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented six Key Requests for the Prosecutor’s Office.  Commissioner Lawson                   made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #3 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   Attorney Clutter presented four invoices for Security Pro for the new Annex at 220 West Washington Street.  Those invoices were in the amounts of $927.89, $2,628, $1,825 and $2,000.  An invoice from nacr for the new Annex was presented in the amount of $3,398 and one from Guardian Relocation Indy in the amount of $7,900. These will go through the Bank of NY.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the invoices.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
