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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

October 7, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on October 7, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 16, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had Performance Bonds from Stonegate Section 12A for the Commissioners review.  One was for Storm Sewers in the amount of $62,812.20, Pavement, Asphalt and Stone in the amount of $73,150 and one for Lime Stabilization and temporary Cul-de-sac in the amount of $26,257.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Performance Bonds.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented a letter he had received from Attorney Matt Price, representing Green Cycle, requesting that the Commissioners support them with a letter to INDOT requesting that they have a full access drive from 400 South and that access not be closed without another full access.  Mr. John Repenning, Green Cycle, was present and requested this letter of support.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the letter of support and to authorize President Wolfe to sign for the Commissioners.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter and Mrs. Lasley-Maue will draft the letter for Commissioner Wolfe’s signature.
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO COMMON CONSTRUCTION WAGE HEARING FOR ZIONSVILLE 
Commissioner Wolfe stated that they had received an email from Barnes & Thornburg requesting that the Commissioners make an appointment to the Common Wage Construction Board for an upcoming project in Zionsville.  Mr. Brandon Toney has filled this position in the past and has agreed to do so again.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to appoint Mr. Brandon Toney to the Common Construction Wage Hearing Board for the upcoming Zionsville project.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF SHRED-IT CONTRACT
Attorney Clutter stated that he had sent back the contract with Shred-It and requested multiple changes in their terms.  The contract was returned accepting all the changes with the exception of the fuel surcharge.  Major Mike Nielsen checked with his office to see if they have been receiving fuel surcharges for Shred-It and they have not.  After much discussion it was decided that Attorney Clutter would re-contact Shred-It and request again that it either be capped, deleted or the County would investigate other avenues for our shredding needs.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL TO ALLOW SGT. JOE RADY TO RETAIN SERVICE WEAPON
Major Mike Nielsen, Boone County Sheriff’s Department, was present to request that Sgt. Joe Rady be allowed to retain his service revolver after his retirement.  The normal amount of time required to keep your service revolver is 20 years; however, with Sgt. Rady having been Lebanon Police Chief and worked for the County for 15 years they would like to allow him to retire with his weapon.  The weapon is a Smith and Wesson 645 PBR 7386 which is an older weapon which the County would not put that weapon back out for use.  Its value is minimal and they are requesting that it be declared surplus so that Sgt. Rady could keep it.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he did not have an issue with the request but would like for there to be something placed in Sgt. Rady’s file indicating why the exception was made to allow him to do this without having the 20 years in.  Commissioner Applegate made the motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION 2013-08 TO AMEND DECLARATORY RESOLUTION AND RDC ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PLAN
At the request of Attorney Clutter, this was tabled until the next Commissioners’ meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF RECOGNITION OF BOONE COUNTY SURVEYOR, KEN HEDGE, BEING NAMED INDIANA OUTSTANDING SURVEYOR BY THE ASSOCIATION OF INDIANA COUNTIES
President Wolfe stated that he wanted to recognize and congratulate Boone County’s own Surveyor Ken Hedge for being named Indiana’s Outstanding Surveyor by the Association of Indiana Counties.  
IN THE MATTER OF REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF AMENDED HEALTH FEE SCHEDULE
Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present to request that the Commissioners approve Ordinance 2013-03 which would amend the Health Department’s fee schedule.  The fee schedule changes were approved on September 23rd by the Health Board.  
The Vital Record fees remain unchanged.  The recommended changes are the TB Test (plus cost) from $10 to $20 with a maximum of $40.  The VFC Vaccine, injection fee of $20.  Private purchased vaccine, cost plus injection fee of $20 and the Educational Instructor Fee would be $30 per ½ hour per instructor.  All injection fees will be $20 with a $40 maximum.  These changes would be effective January 1, 2014.  Ms. Murphy stated that the vaccines that they receive from the Government for the Vaccines for Children program, they are not allowed to withhold vaccines due to their inability to pay.  The injection fee is also waived for children on Medicaid.  This applies for children who are on commercial insurance that do not qualify for the government program and for adults.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Ordinance 2013-03.  Commission Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
The staff reports were sent out to the Agenda and Minutes list the week before the meeting.  See Appendix #1 for staff reports.  
Highway Supervisor Rick Carney was present and presented an INDOT agreement relinquishing the Right-of-Way on Perry Worth Road.  This is for the slip ramp and is 0.28 miles.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the agreement.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Carney informed the Commissioners that his office was hit by lightning and it blew out a circuit board.  The cost of replacing will be approximately $1600.  This will come out of the CCD repair line.  
Mr. Carney stated that INDOT has announced another call for projects due on November 1, 2013.  Submittals have to be in to them by 5:00 pm on December 13, 2013.  There are no restrictions on these, per Carney.  This would be for construction in 2017.  There is supposed to be another call for projects in the spring.  Commissioner Applegate asked Mr. Carney if he had one in mind and he responded that he did and he referred to it as the Whitestown Bypass.  The projected cost for our local share would be approximately $2.8 million and we would have to have the money by 2016.  The environmental has been done on this but not finalized, per Carney.  

Mr. Craig Parks, American Structurepoint, was present to answer questions as they are the ones that put the estimate together.  Much discussion followed with Commissioner Applegate making a motion to approve the project to go before the Council for funding.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Mr. Carney requested a volunteer from the Commissioners to serve on the Common Wage Hearing for Boone County Bridge #13.  With a little prodding, Commissioner Lawson volunteered to serve.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to appoint Commissioner Lawson to the Common Wage Hearing for Bridge #13.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mr. Carney had two Utility Agreements; one from Mr. Alan Lyon and one from Brighthouse Networks.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve both Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS

Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   The Mapleview monthly report was presented and Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve it.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The Treasurer’s monthly report was presented and Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF MAIL
