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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

December 21, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on December 21, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant and County Attorney, Bob Clutter.
The meeting was called to order by Board President Marc Applegate at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 7, 2015 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
Attorney Clutter, was present and noted that he had an agreement with Tyco Simplex Grinnel for monitoring of the alarm systems at the Jail for the Commissioners’ consideration for $1472 
annually.    Attorney Clutter advised that he had made some changes in the contract and was recommending the Commissioners’ approve it.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the agreement with the changes made by Attorney Clutter and to authorize President Applegate to execute the document.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be paid from budget line 1000.0380.430.423.0.0052.

Mr. Mike Miller, Boone County Facilities Manager, was present and informed the Commissioners that they were very close to doing a final acceptance with Energy Savings Group on the Geothermal project at the Jail.  It was discussed and decided that they will hold the final payment until their meeting with ESG .  The Commissioners were requested to sign a form stating that they were accepting the lighting and solar upgrades.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter then presented the agreement with Indiana Family and Social Services Administration for the prisoners to be able to use Medicaid while incarcerated in our facility.  The Commissioners previously approved the agreement as it pertains to the Sheriff’s Department and now we have the agreement for the Commissioners.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to sign the agreement.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Mr. Clutter then presented Resolution 2015-14 which is a Resolution with Hamilton County authorizing the transfer of two transport vans for transporting prisoners.  To purchase these vehicles new it would cost the County around $65,000 each (with equipment) and we are getting them for $13,000.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be paid out of budget line 1138.0000.440.445.0.9173.
IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY USI ON THE PASER ROAD CONDITIONS STUDY
Mr. Greg Wendling, USI, was present to present the findings by USI and to explain how the roads are rated.  This is an assessment only but will be a great tool for the County, per Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer.  Mr. Wendling informed the Commissioners that Paser is a system for visually evaluating road conditions.  Roads are rated 1 – 10 with 10 being a brand new road; 9 being really, really good; and on down to 2 and 1 which are in very poor condition.  This summer USI had a two man crew who drove every paved road in Boone County, took notes and detailed all 404 miles of hard surface roads in the County.  The report shows that the majority of our roads are in fair condition.  If we find alligator cracking in a road, we have to give it a 3 or lower, per Mr. Wendling.  How much would it take to do the Paser recommendations on all the 1, 2, 3 and 4’s?  The amount is $42 million.  The Paser recommendations for your roads which were rated at 5, 6 and 7 would cost $1.6 million, contracted price.  President Applegate stated that this is going to take a long time to digest all of this and besides that ‘we don’t have $42 million’.  Commissioner Wolfe thanked Mr. Wendling for the maps that they included.  Commissioner Lawson stated that he hears a lot that paved roads are less expensive to maintain than gravel roads.  Engineer Parks stated that is not true, it is much less expensive to maintain the gravel roads than the paved roads.  

IN THE MATTER OF MAKING APPOINTMENTS FOR 2016

Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the appointment of Mike Miller to Boone County Facilities Manager and also the Safety Officer.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the appointment of Bob Clutter for the county Attorney for 2016.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to appoint Mike Spidel to Boone County Veterans officer for next year.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the appointment of Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF HONORING ADA HAWKINS
President Applegate stated that they were honoring Ms. Ada Hawkins, long time County employee, who worked over 35 years at the County Home.  Applegate stated that he remembers when they were looking for a new Matron and new Supervisor for the Home, they interviewed three couples for the position; but he was so impressed with Ada’s sincere concern for those residents at the Home.  Applegate stated that he felt that Ada had done a great job and was very glad they had chosen her and Bob.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he would like to say that he got more involved with Ada and got to know her better during probably the toughest time in the history of Mapleview.  Wolfe commented that over the last couple of years with the things that they had to do, Ada’s graciousness and concern for the residents has been overwhelming.  Even though she wasn’t excited about the things we had to do, she was very helpful and very supportive in trying to get things done correctly so Wolfe thanked her for that.  President Applegate then had Ms. Hawkins come to the front where he presented her with a framed picture of Mapleview engraved with her name and her employment dates.  The County says ‘thank you Ada’.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
There was no other business in today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Highway Engineer, Craig Parks, presented Utility permits from Morton Farms on 200 East north of 850 North and Parks recommended approval with no bond.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Parks presented Utility Agreement from Viehe Crop Service and recommended approval with no bond.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The next Utility permit request was from Frontier which Parks recommended with no bond.  This is on CR 600 W under Serum Plant Road.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve with no bond.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The last Utility Agreement was for Frontier Communications for 4456 N CR 600 W.  Parks recommended approval with a $2,000 bond.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mr. Parks requested approval of new driveway permits which were provided to the Commissioners several weeks ago.  Commissioner Wolfe questioned the bonds on a drive way.  Mr. Parks stated that was to protect the County’s existing facilities.  They will be working within our right-of-ways and they will be tying in to our roadway.  A bond will not always be required.

This will be effective January 1, 2016.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Mr. Parks advised that he will be meeting soon with Sheriff Nielsen regarding the Off Road Vehicle Registration application form.  Owners will be required to provide their DNR permit and their proof of insurance.  This is following the Ordinance which has already been approved.
Crack sealing project is complete.  We did receive the completion of the environmental document for County Road 300 and 400 South, the connector project to Whitestown bypass, which means that we can move into the right of way acquisition stage, per Mr. Parks.  They already have a contract for the acquisition services.  

Mr. Parks stated that he hopes to have a recommendation at the Commissioners’ meeting in January for the Jamison Street bridge.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented claims to come out of the 2014 COIT bond.  The first claim is to ESG for $80,000 for the geothermal project.  This is the next to the last payment to them.  The next invoice is to SJCA for the CR 400 S and CR 300 S connector road in the amount of $351.  The last invoice is to American Structurepointe for the same project in the amount of $19,594.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk and Treasurer’s Reports for the month.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve each report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for the Health Department.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present and informed the Commissioners that she would like to comment on the letter that they had received regarding the public retrieving records from her Department.  Ms. Murphy stated that she was actually the one working the window the day the complainant came into the office and she was unhappy regarding the fee and the process which we have in place.  Ms. Murphy stated that she tried to explain that to her but it was not well received.  Ms. Murphy stated that they do comply with the Public Access law and they do have a certain amount of time to retrieve the information requested. Murphy stated that this was not just a search; a certificate is also issued.  It apparently was not quick enough for this lady.  Ms. Murphy stated that their fees are in line with other County Health Departments.   
Attorney Clutter mentioned an email which was received from Judge Petit expressing their need for additional space in their office.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they have set up a building committee and they have met once and we walked through the areas that were vacated in the Courthouse and hopefully we will be meeting again shortly after the first of the year.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they will definitely address those issues when they have their next meeting.
