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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

July 18, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on July 18, 2016.  Those present were Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  Commissioner Marc Applegate was unable to attend today’s meeting.
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the July 5, 2016 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had an Agreement with GUTS for the Auditor’s Office to contract for Gretchen Smith to do some consulting work to help out during budget time this year and anything else that they might need assistance with.  The hourly rate will be $85.00 an hour with a not to exceed 80 hours per month.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  This will be paid from the Auditor’s budget from a line which is yet to be created.
Attorney Clutter then presented an EMA Sub Grant Agreement for 50% reimbursements for the 2015 salaries.  The amount of reimbursement would be $29,482.63.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Attorney Clutter then presented two Maintenance Bonds and two Performance Bonds.  The first Performance Bond is for Prairie Industrial Park Section 2, Lot 14, for storm sewers in the amount of $12,523.50.  The second one is for Whitestown Crossing, storm sewers $161,574.00.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  The two Maintenance Bonds, which we still have inspections to do and are not ready to release the Performance Bonds yet, are Clark Meadow Section 4 for $41,340.00 for subsurface drains and storm sewers and the second one is for Stonegate Section 12 C in the amount of $28,164.00.  This is also for storm sewers, curbs and asphalt.  Both of the Maintenance Bonds are for 3 years.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve both Maintenance Bonds.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented the RFP for the Leasing Agent for the Key Bank Building.  (See Appendix #1)  Attorney Clutter stated that he can change the due date later than the August 15th deadline if the Commissioners would prefer.  It was decided that the due date and opening date would be September 6, 2016.  Bids will be due on September 6, 2016 by 8:00 am and will be open in the Commissioners meeting on that same day at 9:30 am.
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Services, was present and requested to remove the Commissioners and the Councilmember’s names from the cover page of the Employee Handbook.  The other request was to add Appendix B, the Materiality policy to the handbook.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF BACK TO THE FIFTIES – CARMEN OTTINGER
Mrs. Carmen Ottinger, Back to the Fifties, was present to request the use of the County property again this year for the Back to the Fifties.  The only change would be that they are requesting use of the Key Bank Building parking lots and Commissioner Wolfe stated that they could not commit to those just yet until they figure out the parking commitments that we now have with the tenants.  Mrs. Ottinger did request to hang an arts show sign on the outside of the Courthouse on the North side balcony.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve with the exception of the Key Bank parking lots.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVING CONTRACT WITH LEBANON UTILITIES FOR KEY BANK BUILDING
Attorney Clutter presented an agreement with the Lebanon Utilities for the Key Bank building.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to sign.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF GOV PAY AGREEMENT

Mr. Michael Nance, Community Corrections, was present to request that the Commissioners approve the agreement so that their office could start using Gov Pay to collect user fees.  Attorney Clutter stated that he had reviewed the agreement and was fine with it.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT OF DEPARTMENT HEAD TO BOONE COUNTY EMPLOYEE INSURANCE COMMITTEE

Commissioner Applegate had requested that the Commissioners appoint a Department Head from the County to be on the employee insurance committee.  Five individuals emailed their interest in being on this committee and the Commissioners felt that the only fair way was to treat it kind of like the Caucasus have been done in the past and we did a couple of email voting and the name that came out with the most votes at the end was Ken Hedge.  Mr. Hedge will be the new member to the committee.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO BOONE COUNTY HOSPITAL ASSOCATION
The term for Margaret Walters was ready to expire for the appointment to the Boone County Hospital Association and they had requested that she be reappointed to the position.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF GO GOLD
This was pulled from the Agenda as they were not ready.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MAXIMUS CONTRACT
This was also pulled from the Agenda pending some legal negotiations.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF INCENTIVE REQUEST FOR PROJECT BEACH

Ms. Molly Whitehead, Executive Director of the Boone County EDC, was present and informed those present that the project referred to as Project Beach was actually Mobi, down in Zionsville.  Pending incentive approval, Mobi is considering expanding in the North West Tech Park.  Mobi established their operations in Zionsville almost 6 years ago and they projected about 60 employees; they actually employ well over 300 at this point and with this potential expansion, plan to employ another 520 additional employees.  They are considering over an $11 million capital investment and the wages are well above the average wages for Boone County plus benefits.  The company is looking at the North West Tech Park in Zionsville and also out of state.  The Boone RDC has already approved the request.  The company is requesting the first year $55,000; year two, $60,000; and year three $65,000; for a total of $180,000.  Boone County’s return over 10 years would be property tax around $380,000.  This does not include the possible COIT that would come in also.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that Mobi has already met and exceeded all of their projections and they are an outstanding performer and they are a great community partner.  Wolfe stated this is ‘500’ new jobs at high pay.  Attorney Clutter pointed out that when Mobi first came to Boone, the RDC awarded them an incentive and they have been a phenomenal employer and congratulated Ms. Whitehead on their being in Boone.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
The Commissioners received an email from Liz Knox, Boone County Youth Orchestra, requesting use of the Courthouse Rotunda on September 15th at 7:00 pm.  She will establish the security through the Sheriff’s Department.  There was some discussion regarding the fact that the Back to the Fifties will be moving some of their things in on that evening but Mrs. Ottinger stated that they could work that out.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented a small booklet which was published back in 1976 by several local ladies which highlights the beautiful quilt hanging in the Rotunda.  The quilt was donated to the County and it was suggested that we consider reprinting these for the upcoming Bicentennial.  The Commissioners requested that Mrs. Lasley-Maue get some quotes and also a fee for an online version for the website.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

(See Appendix #2) for the Staff Reports for today’s meeting.  Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, was present and presented three Utility Agreements.  The first one was with Citizen Energy Group.  Mr. Parks recommended a $20,000 bond.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  The second Utility Agreement was with PBS and Mr. Parks recommended no bond for this.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  The last Agreement was with Courtyards of Zionsville.  Mr. Parks recommended no bond for this agreement.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Mr. Parks stated that earlier the Commissioners accepted a Maintenance Bond for Section 12 C of Stonegate, which included the roads and he informed the Commissioners that he is ok with releasing the Performance Bond that they provided for the curbs and roadway items if the Commissioners want to do so.  The Performance Bond, per Parks, is $49,500,000. Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve releasing the Performance Bond for the curbs and roadway items for Stonegate Section 12 C.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Mr. Parks stated that he has compiled a list for INDOT’s 50/50 grant program which he would like to submit.  Mr. Parks informed the Commissioners that he is submitting more than $2 million and he presented the Commissioners with a letter for their signatures.  Three of the roads are in Eagle/Union Township and they have been working together with the County and they have agreed to reimburse the County for the match.  They have been great to work with; we gave them a list of roads in their area and they selected the roads to turn in.  The roads are 700 East, 500 South and Hunt Club Road.  These will be a hot mix overlay and will be contracted out.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the letter to INDOT.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Mr. Parks informed the Commissioners that on the 300S/400S project, Parcel #7 property owners got a new estimate for the fence and it is a true estimate.  The appraisers looked at the estimate and felt that it was logical; it was $2,960 and Mr. Parks recommended that they settle with the property owners of Parcel #7.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Parcel #5, their 30 days has expired and they have been trying to obtain an appraisal to come back with a counter offer.  Today he just received an email stating they are claiming damages and other things and are asking for a significant increase so Mr. Parks requested permission for he and Attorney Clutter to proceed with the Condemnation if they can’t reach an agreement real soon.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for Circuit Court.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s monthly report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s Monthly Report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.    
Commissioner Wolfe stated that he did not believe that any of the Council has a key to the Annex and he requested that we submit a request for Steve Jacob to be given a key. Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that they had received an email from Lamar and Lamar requesting a Supplementary Accident Application form be filled out and there was a time constraint so Attorney Clutter signed for the County.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL
