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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

August 1, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on August 1, 2016.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:08 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the July 18, 2016 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Applegate was not in attendance at the July 18th meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had three Performance Bonds to be approved for release.  The first is for the Manor of Clark Meadows in the amount of $114,295.04.  The second was for Stonegate Section 11 in the amount of $183,590 and the last one was for Stonegate Section 12C in the amount of $49,957.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to release all three Performance Bonds.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF UPDATE ON BOONE COUNTY TOBACCO FREE
Mrs. Angie Dickerson, Boone County Tobacco Free, was present to update the Commissioners on the progress of her efforts and to thank them for their ongoing support of the program.  Mrs. Dickerson introduced Gracie Dickerson, a Western Boone student and one of the teen youth involved in the program, who is very passionate about ending the use of tobacco.  Miss Dickerson gave a very enlightening program about the ways that the tobacco industry is targeting the younger generation; even presenting a tube of lipstick and a magic marker, which secretly are both pipes.  Dickerson stated that she was able to go online and order both of these, even though she is under the age of 18.  A recent fact which she shared is that every 7 seconds one person dies in the United States from tobacco use.  The effects of nicotine and its continued use were also presented in the presentation.  The Boone County Health Department/Boone County Tobacco Free offers clinics to help individuals stop smoking.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF EMA GRANT AGREEMENT

This was actually approved at the last meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR COURTHOUSE RENOVATIONS
Mr. Mike Miller, Boone County Facilities Manager, was present and stated that they are currently completing moving the Elections Department from the basement to the first floor of the Courthouse.  The third floor file room has been ‘bursting at the seams’ for some time, per Miller, and they are looking at moving the file room down to the basement where the Election Department used to be.  Miller has gotten quotes for a mobile shelving system for that area and the quote is for $39,400.  This is material and installation.  This system will give the Clerk’s Office a 13% increase in filing capacity.  Some of the work would have to be done at night due to the hammer drilling and other loud noise equipment.  The actual moving of the files would probably be done over a weekend.  (See Appendix #1)  Miller stated that the ‘Shelving Guys’ quote was 30% less than the lowest other quote he received.  Miller informed the Commissioners that it takes 4 – 6 weeks to order the material and receive it and three or four days for the installation.  This would be paid from the 2016 COIT bond.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

In the last Commissioners’ meeting they requested information on reprinting the Boone County Bicentennial Sampler to distribute during the Bicentennial.  The printing was more than the Commissioners felt that they wanted to go and did not feel that they should spend tax dollars on this.  It was suggested that if they could find someone to sponsor this, it would be a great idea.  To scan this to a PDF the cost would be $5 to $35 and we could put it on our website.  There was some concern to Copyrights; however, Mrs. Lasley-Maue contacted two of the individuals who originally put it together and they stated there was no copyright on it.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve up to $35 to have the booklet scanned.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Wolfe questioned if the Reporter could give us permission to copy the photos.  Mr. Rod Rose will check into this.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

(See Appendix #2) for Staff Reports for today’s meeting.  Boone County Highway Engineer, Craig Parks, was present and had two Utility Agreements.  One was with Zionsville Parks and Mr. Parks’ recommendation was to approve with no bond.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The second Utility Agreement was with Giant Eagle.  Mr. Parks also recommended approval with no bond.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Parks stated that at the last meeting Performance Bonds for Stonegate Section 12C was released and the amount was incorrect.  The revised amount is $90,853.  Parks informed the Commissioners that the chip and seal that they are putting down currently is rough and they will be coming back and putting down a finer stone on top of it.  Some are asking why we are hitting the roads that we are; it is because we are taking the roads that are in fair condition and extending their life.  They plan on treating approximately 40 miles.  Parks informed the Commissioners that on August 12th they will be closing the Highway Department on Fridays due to being short staffed after that date.  They will have this schedule until Labor Day.  If there is an emergency, upon calling the Highway Department they will receive a message to contact dispatch at the Jail and the Highway Department will have individuals on call to take care of anything that comes up.   
Commissioner Wolfe reminded those in attendance of the Drug Symposium scheduled this Thursday, August 4th from 9:00 am till 3:00 pm at the Boone County 4-H Grounds.  Wolfe stated that they have over 120 registered to attend and would encourage anyone interested to register.

IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for the Clerk’s Office.  Commissioner Lawson                   made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the report.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #3 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
