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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

December 1, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on December 1, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Kathy Clawson filling in for Karen Lasley-Maue, Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the November 17, 2014 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues; however, the COIT bonds that have been approved are going on sale on Wednesday and we have the Standard and Poor’s rating back and due to the County’s fiscal responsibility and financial strength, we received an AA rating from Standard and Poor’s.  
Sheriff Mike Nielsen stated that his contract expires at the end of this year and there was a panel put together to review the long term contract which takes place on January 1st and the Sheriff, after emailing the contract to the Commissioners, just wanted to make sure that everyone was on the same page.  Per Clutter, the Council has already allocated the funding for this contract.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Sheriff’s contract, pending President Lawson and Attorney Clutter’s review, and to authorize President Lawson to execute the contract.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Attorney Clutter presented a Request for Qualifications for a guaranteed energy savings contract with ESG.  This is primarily for the Jail’s geothermal system plus some other metrics which may be included.  They are still investigating the possibilities.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the RFQ being advertised in the newspaper.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM KELLY COOK AND JOHN MESSENGER FOR USE OF THE COURTHOUSE ROTUNDA ON DECEMBER 13, 2004
Ms. Kelly Cook, Lebanon Parks Department, was present and informed the Commissioners that they were planning their annual Christmas Parade in the Park.  Ms. Cook stated that they are planning to have entertainment in the Courthouse and make it a bigger event.  Nothing will be sold in the Courthouse, they are just trying to make it a bigger event and bring more people downtown.  Ms. Cook stated that she was aware of the security requirements and that would be taken care of.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM LISA BRUDER FOR SPECIAL USE OF THE COURTHOUSE
Ms. Bruder cancelled.
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM ZONTA
No one was present for this request.
IN THE MATTER OF AWARDING OF TRUCK BID

IN THE MATTER OF AWARDING BID FOR 220 WEST WASHINGTON STREET RENOVATIONS
This will be placed on the Agenda at a later date, as they are still working on negotiations. 
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVING NACR MASTER SALES AGREEMENT
Mr. John Stansell, GUTS, stated this is for the County’s phone system maintenance.  The County has been using G3 for several years but they were purchased about a year ago and nacr is the parent company now and they want a formal contract.  Attorney Clutter stated that he had made some changes in the contract of which they were fine with the changes.  There were a couple in which they responded to him by email and he was fine with their explanations.  Per Clutter, this requires one signature.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and authorized President Lawson to sign the contract.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This contract will be paid out of line 1121.0753.430.4230.09032.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVING SUB GRANT AGREEMENT – MIKE MARTIN
Ms. Rachel Hanson, EMA, was present and presented a Sub Grant Agreement for $8485.21.  This will go toward the purchase of 8 I-pads, a portable shelter, a remote control video camera and some public outreach materials.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Sub Grant Agreement.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF LEASE AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF LEBANON FOR SHOOTING RANGE AND K-9 FACILITY
Attorney Clutter presented the Lease Agreement with the City of Lebanon for the Shooting Range and the K-9 Facility.   Per Lebanon’s request, the agreement will be changed from 20 years to 30 years.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the agreement with the amendment to 30 years.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF APPROVAL OF ORDINANCE 2014-04
Attorney Clutter reminded the Commissioners that this was the Ordinance that would require a new legal description when multiple parcels are combined.  After meeting with Ken Hedge, Surveyor, and Jim Swift, Certified Land Surveyor, Attorney Clutter made changes to read that Boone County Ordinance may require the combination of separately adjoining parcels into one when they are owned by an individual or entity.  It was also changed to be a ‘Unified Legal Description’.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Attorney Clutter stated that he had reviewed the Purchase Agreement for Security Pros for the camera security system and that he doesn’t have any issues with the Agreement.  This is in the amount of $386,128.93.  The bonds will be sold on Wednesday and Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve, pending the selling of the bonds, and to authorize President Lawson to sign.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  There will be a maintenance fee for the five years and it was questioned if those fees were included in the bond sale and Commissioner Wolfe stated that they were not included in that.  Sheriff Nielsen stated that the first years maintenance is included in the bond amount.  
Mrs. Diana Freeman was present and wanted to thank the Commissioners for their efforts and work on clearing the right- of- way on 200 West.  Late this fall the trees were removed, the fence was moved back earlier and the road was widened.  Mrs. Freeman stated things have changed dramatically and she wanted to publicly thank the Commissioners and others who worked to make it happen.

IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

See Staff Reports (Appendix #1) Sheriff Mike Nielsen stated that their two new vehicles will be on the road in the next couple of weeks.  They are continuing to work with Security Pros along with the IT Department.  Their cell phones have been upgraded to IPhone 6s now and the total cost for the 18 phone upgrades was only $430 with the trade ins.  The No Shave November was a great success with the Department raising just shy of $2,000 for the Boone County Cancer Society.  Corporal Burcham did a great job in getting this project going.  Sgt. Heck has been temporarily assigned from the Court Security Division into the Jail staff for the next 90 days.  There are reasons for that but the Courthouse will be covered with either part-time or over-time funds.  Nielsen stated that a couple of weeks ago he promoted Captain Tony Harris to his Chief Deputy and he will hold the rank of Major and they are continuing to work on the command structure and hope to have that all put into place in the next week or so.  Several contracts are coming up and he will be working with Attorney Clutter on those.  
Mr. Rick Carney, Highway Supervisor, stated that only one bidder for the Highway dump trucks actually bid by the specs and that was Peterbilt.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to award the dump truck bid to Peterbilt.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Carney informed the Commissioners that the bids for the Highway material were acceptable.  Marathon Ashland for some reason did not receive the request for bids this year and it is acceptable under Indiana Code 5-22-17-4, per Attorney Clutter, to extend their current contract for one year.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to extend the Marathon Ashland contract for another year.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the other highway material bids for 2015.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented a Utility Agreement for Frontier Communications.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Carney informed the Commissioners that they now have the base and binder on the asphalt down on Bridge #220.  They will lay the surface and put the guard rail up latter part of this week and first of next week.  Carney stated that he received a phone call last week from F. L. Fox asking if we would be interested in 40 pallets of sand bags, which he gladly accepted.  

IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    Attorney Clutter presented the County Home Report.
