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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

July 15, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on July 15, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:26 a.m. following the Drainage Board meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 17, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Applegate was not present at that meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the Budget Meetings held on June 24, 2013 and June 27, 2013.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from both meetings held on July 1, 2013.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting. 
IN THE MATTER OF CHANGES IN HEALTH CARE REFORM
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, was present and informed the Commissioners that the IRS had delayed enactment of some of the provisions of the Affordable Care Act to January 1, 2015.  Specifically that has to do with the 30 hours per week.  Mr. Dunlap recommended that they leave the handbook intact and not make any changes.  Mr. Dunlap informed the Commissioners that Senator Donley and a Republican Senator from Maine have introduced legislation to make it 40 hours for full time employment.  Mr. Dunlap presented further information in Appendix #1.  
IN THE MATTER OF SIGNING CONTRACT WITH BUTLER, FAIRMAN & SEUFERT, INC.  
Attorney Bob Clutter presented the contract with Butler, Fairman & Seufert, Inc. for Boone County Bridge #220.  Clutter stated that he had not had time to review the whole contract but if the Commissioners wanted to approve it subject to Attorney Clutter’s review, they could.  The amount in the contract is $245,000.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the contract with Butler, Fairman & Seufert, Inc. for Boone Bridge #220 based on Attorney Clutter’s review and approval of the contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Later on in the meeting, Attorney Clutter finished his review of this contract and gave his approval.  The Commissioners signed the contract.
IN THE MATTER OF REYNOLD’S DRAINAGE ISSUE
Mr. Don Reynolds, 11083 E 400 N, was present to address an issue that they are having with surface water.  Mr. Reynolds attended the Drainage Board meeting prior to this Commissioners’ Meeting and discussed his situation in detail.  Mr. Carney, per Mr. Reynolds, has agreed to trench all along 1100 on their side and the only thing that they will need after that is new piping to go under 1100 to take care of the surface water.  Reynolds stated that so far no one has verbally agreed to replace the piping. Commissioner Lawson suggested to Mr. Reynolds that he remove some of the fence that is closest to the road as that might help on the drainage also. Lambs are working on some drainage issues out there currently and they have agreed to allow Mr. Reynolds to tie into their tile.  Mr. Reynolds requested that the trenching be done before Lambs are finished, as he doesn’t know how long it will take them.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that you have to have somewhere for the water to go so if Lamb’s are not done, it is not going to help to go ahead with what we are going to do necessarily.  Mr. Carney stated that it is not the Highway’s practice to drain individuals’ property; the road is not being affected at all.  The only reason they are doing this is to help get the water off of their property and that is not the Highway’s responsibility.  It appears that Carney’s predecessor made a commitment and the Commissioners felt that should be upheld.  
IN THE MATTER OF AWARDING THE DUMP TRUCK BIDS
Mr. Carney reported that of the bids that were received for the dump trucks, International did not meet the specs and were the lowest bidder at $230,530.  Peterbilt, Kenworth and Stoops Freightliner all met the specs.  Peterbilt’s bid was $232,140; Kenworth’s bid was $267,576; and Freightliners bid was $237,020.  Mr. Carney recommended that the Commissioners accept the bid from Peterbilt.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to accept the bid from Peterbilt.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM LOCAL ATTORNEY’S FOR ID BADGES
This matter has been taken care of and no one attended the meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Sheriff Ken Campbell was present and informed the Commissioners that they were continuing to review all areas of security for the Courthouse and felt that Ordinance 1995-02 needed to be updated.  This Ordinance prohibits weapons, alcoholic beverages and so on in the Courthouse.  Campbell has requested that Attorney Clutter review this Ordinance to see if it needs to be revised to be brought up to code.  Sheriff Campbell also requested permission to change signs on the doors to bring them up to code.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to allow the signs be updated.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Highway Supervisor Rick Carney was present and presented the INDOT LPA contract for the bridge inspection.  Attorney Clutter stated that they couldn’t change this if they wanted to as you do not change State contracts.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the LPA contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented a contract for the traffic signal at 400 East and Albert S. White Drive and St Rd 267.  Clutter wanted time to review this before the Commissioners signed it.  Attorney Clutter presented a standard sales disclosure form for Right-of-Way acquisition on the Hickrod project for Boone Bridge #13.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to sign for the Commissioners.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  President Wolfe informed the Commissioners that he had received a request from Joe Lewien of INDOT this week regarding 400 South.  Kimberly Peters, Project Manager, presented this to federal highway for the temporary ramp alterations and for the overall scope of the project and the federal highway would like for us to write a letter of support for the overall project, especially for the off ramp to Perry Worth.  They want to propose an off ramp to get cars off of the interstate.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the letter of support with all three signatures.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. Attorney Clutter received a copy of letter of transmittal from Butler Fairman rescinding the offer to Whitestown regarding the 400 South project.  This was for a quarter acre in the amount of $2600 on the corner of 400 South and Cty Rd 575.  President Wolfe stated that he and Rick Carney had discussed with INDOT the affect that the project could have on Green Cycle because of their location.  INDOT is looking at the possibility of cutting them a right in right out driveway at the East edge of their property which would outlet onto Albert S. White.  
Mr. Mike Miller, Courthouse Maintenance Supervisor, informed the Commissioners that all of the offices at the former Camp Street location have moved and are settling in in their new locations.  The Camp Street property is almost completely cleaned out and he is planning on working on the garage this week and thought that he might be able to turn the building over to Bambi McQuade-Jones next week.  They are running a computer line over to Key Bank today, and they are looking at the air conditioning in the IT Room in the basement of the Courthouse.  Their air tripped out a couple of weeks ago and they have a small portable back up unit in there but he doesn’t want to continue to use the portable one.  He is looking to replace the original one which will probably be between $10,000 and $12,000.  Miller thinks he can purchase that with his current budget.  Mr. Miller stated that he met with Sheriff Campbell and Mike Vaughan at the Jail last week and they went over some maintenance issues there and they were extremely busy while he was there.  They are currently looking at maintenance of the air at the Jail and also looking at a full service contract for the air maintenance.  Miller will continue to meet with the maintenance team at the Jail and make the transition as smooth as possible.  Miller will take over as Facilities Manager on August 1, 2013.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented two key requests.  One was for Circuit Court and one was for Maintenance.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve both key requests.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the Clerk’s Monthly report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
