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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

June 6, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on June 6, 2016.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 25, 2016 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Memorandum from the Executive Session held on May 25, 2016.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Applegate was unable to attend the meetings that day.
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had four Performance Bonds and one Maintenance Bond for the Commissioners’ consideration.  The first one was a Performance Bond for Harvest Park Section II in the amount of $51,772.14 and another one for them for $355,120.44.  The third one was a Performance Bond for Clark Meadows Section 5 in the amount of $183,877.64 and another one for Clark Meadows Section 5 in the amount of $33,963.65.  These are all Pulte Homes.    The Maintenance Bond was for Walker Farms, Section 15, Beazer Homes in the amount of $39,349.60, which was a three year bond.  The Performance Bond was also presented for release.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Bonds.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter then informed the Commissioners of a memo sent out by the Department of Local Government Finance.  This memo states that all contracts which exceed $50,000 a year are required to be entered into Gateway.  They expect compliance by July 1, 2016.  Clutter stated that the Auditor’s Office is responsible for Gateway entries so he suggested that they be the ones responsible for entering those contracts.  Some of those contracts might require redaction, per Clutter.  Attorney Clutter stated that he would work with Mrs. Lasley-Maue to review the contracts to see which ones should be entered.  
IN THE MATTER OF BID OPENINGS FOR CRACK SEAL AND MICRO/SURFACE
Attorney Clutter presented the one and only bid for the crack sealing and micro/surface project.  Pavement Solutions, Inc. was the only bidder and it appears to be in order, per Clutter.  Their bid was for $530,749.79.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to take the bid under advisement.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE CONTRACT APPROVAL
Mr. Alan McCloskey, Consolidated Union, was present to discuss the suggestions for the county employee health insurance plan for the year 2017.  A new Insurance committee made up of Boone County elected officials and a couple of employees have made the following recommendations:  that the Buy Up plan be eliminated and that they put in the Working Spouse Rule which simply states that if your spouse has the option of getting insurance through their employer, they must apply and receive or apply and be denied for some reason.  Proof would have to be presented to confirm your application and/or denial.  This would leave the Core Plan or the HSA.  The Core Plan has a little bit higher deductible and the out of pocket is a little bit higher.  Office visit copays for the Core Plan goes up $5.00 and drug copays remain the same.  There would be no premium increase to the employees if they stay on the Core Plan and there would be a decrease in premium if you go from the Buy Up Plan to the Core Plan.  The Deductible goes from $250 to $500.  Your other option besides the Core Plan is the high deductible HSA Plan.  The HSA Plan has a $2500 deductible and then everything is paid 100%.
Mr. McCloskey explained to those in attendance that the County pays about 94% of the premiums and the employees pay 6%.  President Wolfe opened the floor for discussion by employees.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the contract with the new changes and to authorize President Wolfe to sign the contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The Committee is considering suggesting that the Commissioners approve moving to the HSA high deductible plan only effective January 1, 2017.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF 2017 OPERATING GRANT FOR BOONE COUNTY SENIOR SERVICES
Attorney Clutter presented the 2017 operating grant application for BCSSI.  They are applying for $217,212 in Federal and $80,118 for State.  This would be Resolution 2016-06.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the document.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF UTILITY AGREEMENT FOR JAMES MARSHALL
Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, was present, along with Mr. James Marshall, to discuss the Utility Agreement for 6475 S 275 E, Lebanon.  After much discussion, Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve if Mr. Marshall provided a $20,000 bond.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF UTILITY AGREEMENT FOR CHRIS CARNELL
Mr. Parks was present along with Mr. Carnell to discuss the request of a Utility Agreement for 9655 E 400S in Zionsville.  After much discussion the Commissioners and Mr. Carnell agreed that any relocation cost of utilities in the future would be at Mr. Carnell’s expense.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve with the agreement that Mr. Carnell would incur any future expenses for relocation of utilities and provide a $5,000 bond.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC HEARING FOR JAMISON STREET BRIDGE
President Wolfe opened the Public Hearing for the Jamison Street Bridge.  Mr. Brian Meunier, Christopher Burke, was present to discuss the options available to the Commissioners.  The first option is to remove the bridge and not replace it, costing under $200,000.  The second option is to remove the bridge and replace it with a beam bridge and the last option is to remove it and replace with a 3 sided pre cast structure.  The second and third option will run close to $1 million.  There was no public comment so President Wolfe closed the Public Hearing.  Mr. Parks will approach the County Council and see what funding he can obtain.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERING AGREEMENT WITH APPIAN FOR THE RONALD REAGAN PARKWAY
Attorney Clutter presented a contract with Appian regarding the Ronald Reagan Parkway.  Hendricks County already has a contract with them regarding the Parkway and Mr. Parks felt that it would be a great asset for Boone to also have them for this project.  The cost to the County is about $3,000 a month (which is a reduction in price due to Hendricks County already being in contract with them on this project) and will be paid from the Highway Department’s line 1176.0533.430.431.0.0004.  This is a three year agreement and may be canceled at any time.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to sign the contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CHANGE OF EEO POLICY FOR COUNTY EMPLOYEE HANDBOOK
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, was present and presented a revised EEO policy in compliance with Title VI.  This is adding provisions for income disposition and noted English proficiency.  It is recommended by INDOT that this be added to your employee handbook.  After some discussion this policy is stating that you will not discriminate against an individual who cannot speak English proficiently.  It was also pointed out that an individual must be able to communicate and perform their duties and if they cannot do that then that is another issue.  President Wolfe questioned that if this is recommended by INDOT, then does that mean they are going to expect to see this language in the future for funding and Attorney Clutter responded that is exactly right.  Wolfe responded by saying that recommended translates to required?  Clutter stated that they are recommending it for now but it will be required sometime in the future.  (See Appendix #1)  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Attorney Clutter presented a request from Mary Lou Miller to allow her ‘Princess Camp’ participants to parade through the Courthouse either Thursday, June 9th or Friday June 10th.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

See Appendix #2 for today’s Staff Reports.   Mr. Craig Parks presented a Utility Agreement with US Aggregates.  Mr. Parks recommended approval with a $20,000 bond.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve with a $20,000 bond.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks presented a Utility Agreement with Vectren.  Mr. Parks recommended approval of this UA.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks informed the Commissioners that they are required to prepare an annual operations report and turn it in to LTAP and he presented it to the Commissioners for their approval and signature.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks then explained that this report takes a significant amount of effort to put together and they have found out from talking to other counties that there is a data base system out there that that is made specifically for Indiana Highway Departments.  Parks went into detail what benefits this system would be for their department and stated that the license is $6,000 and then there would be an annual maintenance fee of $1500.  This would be paid out of the IT budget from line 1138.0000.440.445.0.9021.  Parks stated that the company has agreed to make the first payment due in January 2017.  Parks has conferred with the IT Department and they believe it to be compatible with our system.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to sign if the Council approves the funding for it.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Parks then presented a change order for Boone Bridge #13 which is a negative change order of $19,471.61; change order #8.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks reminded the Commissioners of the two parcels on the Whitestown bypass which they had discussed Eminent Domain.  One requested additional time and the other one counter offered but they were still over the limit of our allowable negotiations.   Mr. Parks requested the Commissioners’ permission to proceed on Eminent Domain on those two parcels.  The Commissioners stated that they want to be fair with the property owners but the parcels are appraised and they are offered a fair amount and the County is bound legally by what they can offer.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to proceed with the Eminent Domain process.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is on parcels #13 and #14.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for the Auditor’s Office and the Prosecutor’s                       Office.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate                   seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  See Appendix #3 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL
