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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

March 3, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on March 3, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the February 18, 2014 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a Performance Bond for Maple Grove Commercial Road for storm sewers and erosion control in the amount of $159,789.70.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Performance Bond.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then presented a Maintenance Bond for Maple Grove Section 2 for storm sewers and erosion control in the amount of $32,211.63.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Maintenance Bond.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVING ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE JDAI

Judge Jeff Edens and Kari Ragsdale were present to request that the Commissioners approve an Ordinance to allow them to use some of their Grant money to help fund an alternative to Juvenile Detention.  Attorney Clutter also stated that back in 2007 there was a Resolution establishing a Community Corrections Advisory Board.  The Ordinance 2014-01 amends that Resolution in that it designates the Advisory Board the power to include the responsibilities of the JDAI.   Judge Edens stated that this will help allow them to have alternatives to Juvenile Detention.  The goal is to reduce Detention.  This will also allow the County to save money as it costs $100 a day for Detention and only $10 a day for home monitoring.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Ordinance 2014-01.  Commissioner Wolfe asked if there would be a need for additional employees which Judge Edens replied that down the road it could mean that.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Judge Edens requested that one of the Commissioners sit on the Advisory Board for Community Corrections.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVING THIRD AMENDMENT FOR INMATE HEALTH CARE
Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that they had approved this previously at one of their meetings; however, the contract was not available due to the Sheriff requesting the LPN hours be extended from 28 to 40 hours per week.  The contract has now been amended to reflect that and it is before the Commissioners for their signatures.  The monthly payment will be $14,786.86.  The overall increase is $2,790 per month.    Sheriff Campbell stated that he does have the money and that it will be paid from line 1121 005-3000.02.  The Commissioners executed the contract.  Attorney Clutter stated that the increase for the LPN hours will start in February as that is when the actual hours increased.  Commissioner Wolfe made the motion to approve the Inmate Health Care amendment.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM CURT EMANUEL FOR PHONE REPAIR AT THE EXTENSION OFFICE
Mr. Curt Emanuel, Boone County Extension Director, was present and requested permission to have someone come out and make changes on the phone in the Extension Office.  Their phone system is not connected to the County’s and they have to have different repair services than the rest of the County so they are required to request permission before they have any work done.  They are not able to change the voice messages on their phone so they need that changed.  Mr. John Stansell, GUTS, was present and stated that to connect their phone system with the County’s they would have to run fiber from the 4-H Grounds to downtown and that would be quite expensive.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to have IT work with Mr. Emanuel and try to work the phone issue out.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF 200 WEST RIGHT-OF-WAY
Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that Commissioner Lawson, Jim Swift and himself met with Ms. Judith Thomas Sheer to discuss the placement of the fence at her property on 200 West that is actually in the Right-of-Way.  The County had offered to have the Highway Department move the fence at no expense to Ms. Sheer to accommodate the Highway equipment being able to turn around in that area.  The fence that is North of the Freeman’s property needs to be removed from the Right-of-Way.  There will be an area South of that where her property will still encroach the Right-of-Way but there isn’t any traffic in that area.  There is still one home owner there but the fence does not obstruct their use of the property.  Attorney Clutter presented an Encroachment License to allow Ms. Thomas Sheer to have a portion of her fence in the 200 West Right-of-Way.  This does allow her to leave that part of her fence intact but it does not convey her any rights or easement and certainly they are not deeding her any portion of the property, per Attorney Clutter.  You are also not vacating the Right-of-Way in case sometime in the future you need to use that.  Clutter also drafted a Right of Entry which allows the Highway Department to go onto her land to move that one portion of the fence back a little bit.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.   Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  .
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVING SIGN PLACEMENT FOR POSH FASHION SHOW ON MARCH 6
Mrs. Carol Toole, Posh, had requested that they be allowed to place signs on the Courthouse lawn on the North and South side of the Courthouse for the fashion show that they are having on Thursday, March 6th.  The Commissioners discussed this request and felt that the signs needed to be 12 square feet or less and that Mrs. Toole would have to get with Mike Miller as to where to place the signs.  The signs may be placed today, Monday 3rd and need to be removed after the 
Fashion show on March 6th.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve with the above stipulations.  Commission Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Commissioner Wolfe explained that the County Coroner, Shon Hough, had been given an old truck from the Area Plan Commission.  The vehicle has continued to be an issue with repairs and Mr. Hough found a vehicle that the Lebanon Police had traded in to Jaggers was able to get the newer vehicle for the older truck and $500.  This will come out of Mr. Hough’s maintenance budget.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the purchase.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, was present and presented the cover sheet for the Commissioners signatures for the bridge inspection report.  Mr. Carney then expressed the desire to not renew their contract with Appian.  They are lobbyists for the County which costs the County and Carney stated that he could use that money for more pressing issues at the Highway.  Appian has found money for the County in the past but lately that money does not seem to be available.  Commissioner Applegate stated that if Mr. Carney did not feel that they were an asset then he was fine with not renewing the agreement with them.  Commissioner Wolfe made the motion to discontinue the services of Appian.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue will prepare a letter to Appian on the Commissioners’ letterhead for Mr. Carney to send.  Mr. Carney then presented one Utility Agreement for Bart Archer.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Utility Agreement.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Carney requested that the payments for the purchases of Right-of-Ways be placed on the Pre Pay Ordinance.  This sometimes holds up the progress of moving ahead on some projects.  Attorney Clutter stated that he could amend the Pre Pay Ordinance.  Clutter stated that he will have the Ordinance amended and ready for their next meeting.  There was much discussion as to how Attorney Clutter would word the Ordinance to allow that this be added to the Pre Pay Ordinance.

Mr. Carney stated that with the excessive winter that we have had; overloaded vehicles being driven on County roads are tearing up the roads.  Mr. Carney also stated that he would like to start enforcing the Frost Law which has been on the books and in effect since 1965.    The period of time for the regulations for the Ordinance starts January 1st and ends May 1st.  This Ordinance restricts vehicles with a total weight of over 24,000 lbs on County roads that during this time period.  There are necessary exceptions to this such as school buses, propane delivery trucks, farm equipment, etc.  No one is automatically exempt; you must apply for the exemption and contact the Boone County Highway Department in writing for consideration by March 10, 2014.  Those being considered exempt will be given a document that they will need to carry in their vehicle should they be stopped by law enforcement.  The fine for violating this Ordinance is $100 and enforcement will begin on March 10th.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the County Home’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the report.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
