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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

October 3, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on October 3, 2016.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 19, 2016 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Lawson was not present at that meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF HIGHWAY CHANGES
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, was present to request the Commissioners’ approval on a couple of changes to the Employee Handbook for the Highway Department.  The first change would be for vacation benefits and this is adding a section to the Handbook which speaks to the Highway Department where they will change from days to hours for vacation, sick time and personal time.  This is based on the fact that they have an 8 hour schedule for 9 months out of the year and then a 10 hour day during the summer months.  Their minimum would be a two hour usage.  The other change would be to add wordage regarding the FMLA under the Maternity Benefits for two weeks of full pay and four weeks of half pay.  This would put this in two places in the Handbook.  This was requested by the Auditor’s Office.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OFAPPROVAL OF LEASING AGENT FOR KEY BANK BUILDING
The Commissioners decided to table this until a later meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF AGREEMENT WITH SIHO
Ms. Teresa Price, Auditor’s Office, was present with documents from SIHO for the Commissioners’ approval and execution.  The first document is a 2016 Transitional Reinsurance Fee Processing Request Form.  The second form is a Request for Excess Loss Indemnity Coverage.  Attorney Clutter has reviewed the forms and they require one signature.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to sign the documents.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF COUNTY HOLIDAY SCHEDULE
President Wolfe presented the proposed County Holiday Schedule for 2017.  The question was for Veteran’s Day, per the request of the Treasurer’s Office, the Holiday closing will be on Monday, November 13.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Holiday Schedule for 2017.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  (See Appendix #1)
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Attorney Clutter presented a Sharp Customer Care Maintenance Agreement, which would direct Sharp to bill us on a monthly basis.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Ms. Kelly Cook, City of Lebanon, was present to request use of the Courthouse Rotunda for the annual Christmas Parade on December 3rd.  This is their third year and they would need the Rotunda from approximately 3:00 pm until 8:00 pm.  President Wolfe questioned security for the event and she stated that she will work with Sheriff Nielsen on that.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
(See Appendix #2) for today’s Staff Reports.  Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, presented two Utility Agreements.  The first one was for Tri-County Telephone Company.  They have already submitted a $5,000 bond and Mr. Parks recommends approval.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The second Utility Agreement was for Viehe Crop Service with no bond.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks presented the INDOT matching grant for $1 million.  Attorney Clutter had approved it and it requires one signature.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks presented a ‘letter of credit’ for Courtyards of Zionsville in lieu of a Performance Bond.  This is for $575,744.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks then presented the Property Lease Form for Gradex for the county owned property which they used for staging when working on Indianapolis Avenue for the City.  There were two different areas which Gradex used; one behind the Jail and the other was Lot 2 at the Highway Department.  Mr. Parks requested that the Commissioners give himself and Sheriff Mike Nielsen the authority to sign those release forms.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented Key Requests for the Prosecutor’s Office and the Auditor’s                     Office.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate                   seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #3 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   A claim was presented to come out of the 2014 COIT Bond for $31,060.86 for Right of Way acquisition for the Connector project.  It was decided that this was not the correct line to pay this from and so the landowner would not have to wait longer for payment, Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the claim coming from the correct budget line.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The correct line was determined to be 5900.0000.460.415.0.7040.
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL
