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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

May 25, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a special business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on May 25, 2016.  Those present were Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  Commissioner Marc Applegate was unable to attend today’s meeting.
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 13, 2016  Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that the only thing he had was that Joe LePage from the City of Lebanon was present to update the Commissioners on the Mel Kenyon Classic, which is next week.  Mr. LePage informed the Commissioners that the race is to be held on June 4th and 5th.  They have been granted permission to close the local streets, as well as St Rd 39, which will be a 7:00 am to 7:00 pm closure on both Saturday and Sunday.  Attorney Clutter stated that the spectators will be on the outside of the square and not on the inside by County property.  They have set up quite an elaborate safety barricade around the track so that if a car does go astray, it should be retained on the track.  Per Mr. LePage, the only individuals on the inside of the track will be track officials and emergency responders.  Commissioner Lawson questioned if there was a charge for the race and Mr. LePage responded by saying that to view the race it was free, but if you want to go into the food area, there is a fee.  The drivers of the cars range in age from 5 to ?.  There are eleven classifications for the race, from the smallest of drivers to the fastest go carts.  The action on the track is basically 10:00 am to 5:00 pm.  Time trials are Saturday and the race is Sunday.  Per Mr. LePage, Mr. Mel Kenyon, former driver, will be present to present the winners with their winnings.  The food trucks will be there on Saturday only and will be open around 4:00 pm.  They are working on getting more food providers for Sunday, and they encourage dining at the local restaurants as well.  Mr. LePage assured the Commissioners that any issue that would happen on the track will be covered by the Racing League and any issue that would come up off the track will be covered by the “Heart of Lebanon”.  
IN THE MATTER OF GROUP HEALTH INSURANCE
Mr. Alan McCloskey, Consolidated Union, was present to discuss the annual review and renewal of the employee health insurance.  Mr. McCloskey reminded the Commissioners that in 2008 they were with Anthem at $2.3 million and in 2009 Anthem was going to give you a 27% increase which would take you a little over $3 million.  That year the Commissioners made the decision to go with Consolidated Union and we started the wellness program through Witham Health Services and it has proven to be very strong.  After 7 years, the County has a 98% participation in that program which has helped to reduce the claims for the County.  McCloskey stated that the County’s plan went out to 9 carriers and the best price was by Reliance.  The County’s fixed cost is going down 5.5%.  The budget amount of this coming year would be $3.8 million, which is $300,000 more than last year.  Your current carrier wanted to go up 21%, which was based on losses.  The County has 3 cases which they are watching and with 418 individuals on the plan, three isn’t bad.  McCloskey stated that Reliance is willing to negotiate once they have the findings on the prognosis statements on the three cases.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  McCloskey stated that once they have the insurance committee meeting they may know more about the possibility of that $3.8 million going down some.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF GUTS CONTRACT FOR TAX SALE
Boone County Treasurer, Debbie Ottinger, was present to request that the Commissioners approve the contract with GUTS for the tax sale.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and authorized President Wolfe to execute the document.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION 2016-05, APPROVING ISSUANCE OF BONDS FOR ANSON REFINANCING
Attorney Clutter presented Resolution 2016-05, approving the issuance of bonds for the Anson refinancing; which is not to exceed $11.5 million.  Clutter advised that the net savings in interest to Duke would be just under $1 million.  Clutter reminded the Commissioners that Duke is still responsible for the bond payments.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF CONTRACT WITH DLZ FOR KEY BANK BUILDING INSPECTION
Mr. Elliott Allen, DLZ, was present with the contract for DLZ to review the existing conditions of the Key Bank Building.  The contract is in the amount of $6300.00.  Mr. Allen stated once they have the go ahead to start they should have a written report back to the Commissioners in about 3 weeks.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  .
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC HEARING FOR VACATING COUNTY ROAD 1175 WEST, ORDINANCE 2016-02
President Jeff Wolfe opened the Public Hearing for vacating County Road 1175 West.  Attorney Clutter stated that he and Craig Parks met with Mr. Dykes about a month ago and were presented a petition to vacate County Road 1175 West between 800 North and 900 North.  Clutter stated that it is really not even a gravel road with one bridge on it.  There are four adjacent property owners and they have all signed the petition to have it vacated.  Those four property owners are:  Kevin Larsh, Sylvia Davis, Kent Thomas and John Dykes.  Mr. Dykes was present and stated that the road was never used anymore and in fact there had been some miscellaneous activities in and associated with that road.  Dykes stated that Mr. Thomas lives on one end of the road and his farm is on the other end so he would like to be able to continue to have access to his farm.  Attorney Clutter stated that Mr. Dykes has agreed that they would assume all liability and responsibility for the bridge that crosses the creek.  Any maintenance or removal of the bridge, they have agreed that they will consult with and receive approval of the Drainage Board and Surveyor.  Commissioner Wolfe thanked Mr. Dykes for his effort on the vacating of the road.  Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, stated that this all came about due to the bi-annual bridge inspection as this bridge came up as one that needed to removed and Mr. Dykes approached us about just vacating the road.  With no other comments, President Wolfe closed the Public Hearing.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve Ordinance 2016-02, vacation of 1175 West between 800 and 900 North.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO LEBANON PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD
President Wolfe read a portion of a letter from the Lebanon Public Library Board requesting that Aaron Wilhoite be re-appointed to another term on the Board.  Commissioner Wolfe questioned if anyone in the audience would have an interest in the appointment and seeing none, Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the request and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the document.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. Aaron Smith questioned the amount of the contract with DLZ which President Wolfe indicated was approximately $6500.  Mr. Smith also inquired how long the Library Board term was for and he was informed that it was a four year term.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Boone County Highway Engineer, Craig Parks, was present with several Utility Agreements for review by the Commissioners.  The following Utility Agreements were approved:

Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve each of the above Utility Agreements with the appropriate bonds and agreements.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  

Two Utility Agreements were tabled until the next Commissioners’ meeting.  Those were Christopher Scott Homes and James Marshall.
Mr. Parks informed the Commissioners that the study that was performed on the possible four way stop at Kissell and Hunt Club Road indicated that it does not qualify for a four way stop.

Parks stated that he had put out an RFQ for several bridge projects and he expected those to come in later this week.  Parks indicated that he had attended a meeting yesterday at INDOT for House Bill 1001 and the 50/50 grant program.  They are pushing that you need to have an asset management plan, which we already have.  There will be a call for projects being released May 31st  with up to $1 million matching  grants.  With this we must use one of three funds; Special distribution which we just received, Rainy Day fund and the last is a new increase in Wheel Tax.  
The Ronald Reagan Parkway, per Parks, five firms have submitted applications for the engineering and they will be interviewed on June 6th.  Those groups are Lochmueller Group, USI, American Structurepointe, United Consulting and Butler Fairman.  
Engineer Parks reminded the Commissioners that the Public Hearing for the Jamison Street bridge in on June 6th.  

Commissioner Lawson stated that he had a concerned citizen contact him and expressed his thoughts that the gravel roads were outstanding this year, compared to last year and he was very appreciative of the efforts.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.
