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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

July 7, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on July 7, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 24, 2014 Special Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had two bonds for the Commissioners’ approval today.  Attorney Clutter presented a Performance Bond for Maple Grove Section 1 for release.  It was for erosion control in the amount of $61,406.50 and storm drains in the amount of $233,440.80.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to release the Performance Bonds.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then presented a Performance Bond for Perry Industrial Park, Section 2, Lot 20 for Valenti Held.  The Performance Bond is for erosion control in the amount of $22,000.00.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF EMPG SALARY GRANT
Ms. Rachel Hanson, EMA, was present to request that the Commissioners approve and sign the grant for the EMA salaries for last year.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF ADDENDUM TO RE-ASSESSMENT CONTRACT
Attorney Clutter presented an Addendum to the Re-Assessment contract with GUTS.  This Addendum is due to using the DLGF form.  Both Attorney Clutter and Eric Goodnight have reviewed the Addendum and they both are ok with the form.  Mr. Goodnight did inform the Commissioners that the dates did change somewhat due to the legislators.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION 2014-02 ON THE JAMESTOWN PROJECT
Commissioner Wolfe informed those present that Jamestown approve last week the rezoning of the land in question for Fukai and the step was taken to go through the RDC for a Declaratory Resolution for the EDA, which will help us create the TIF District, and now the company has tabled their decision for about another week.  This Resolution is just the next step in solidifying the cooperation between Jamestown and the County.  The Jamestown Council has already passed it and now it is before us.   Clutter stated that basically the Resolution states that there is a joint project that the Jamestown Town Board and the Board of Commissioners agree to work together on.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF PC’S BEING DECLARED SURPLUS
The Commissioners were presented with a list of computers that were approximately 3 – 4 years old and are no longer of any use to the County.  (See Appendix #1)  These will be given to non-profits.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the list as surplus.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO COMMON CONSTRUCTION WAGE HEARING IN ZIONSVILLE

Commissioner Applegate stated that he would be happy to do this and if he is not able to that Mr. Chip Cravens is willing to do it.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to appoint Commissioner Marc Applegate or his designee.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OPENING BIDS FOR BOONE COUNTY BRIDGE #13

Attorney Clutter opened the one and only bid for Boone County Bridge #13.  The bid was from Trisler Construction out of Indianapolis.  Their bid was in the amount of $411,234.62.  Attorney Clutter stated that their bid appeared to be in order.  It was suggested that Mr. Carney, Highway Supervisor, review the bid before the final approval is given.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the bid from Trisler, pending the final review and approval from Mr. Carney.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Commissioner Wolfe informed those present that the Russell and Hitch auction is coming up this month and requested input from the other two Commissioners on how they felt about making an effort to purchase the parking lot for the County.  The Commissioners have discussed trying to purchase this lot several times in the past and have never been able to do so.  Wolfe stated that he thought they could probably make about 50 – 60 parking spaces in that lot, which is very much needed.  After much discussion it was decided that the least they should do is check into it and see if the Council would have an interest in supporting the purchase of this if they could get it at a decent price.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he would be happy to take this to the Council in their meeting tomorrow and seek their support.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue requested that the Commissioners set a date for their budget hearings with the groups that are in the Commissioners’ budget.  After some discussion, it was decided to have those hearings on July 14, 2014 at 9:00 a.m.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue will set up a schedule and notify those involved.  It was requested that she inform them that they need to condense their presentation down to 5 minutes, cut their budget requests by 10% per the County Council and to send any documentation ahead of time to the office so that the Commissioners can receive it for early review.  The Commissioners will hold a Workshop the same day at 1:00 p.m. to complete their budget for 2015.  
The Commissioners’ Office has been approached by an insurance company to call on each County Office and was told that they would have to obtain approval from the Commissioners.  After agreeing to either come to this meeting or email the Commissioners for approval, they again called the Commissioners’ Office stating that they had received approval from a County employee to call on the employees.  They were informed that they could not do that without the approval of the Commissioners.  After some discussion, the Commissioners requested that an email be sent to all Department Heads asking for their assistance in not allowing anyone access to their employees for the purpose of solicitation without prior approval from the Commissioners.
Mr. George Piper and Mr. Steve Horton, Lebanon Historic Preservation Commission, were present to discuss their concern with the windows at the Elk’s building.  They were requesting that the Commissioners retain as much historical integrity as possible.   
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, was present and presented two Utility Agreements for TDS.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve both Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then presented a Memorandum from Ron Francis and Jim Deahl from Butler Fairman confirming the Commissioners’ willingness to increase their offer of settlement for Maderia Partners on the Bridge #220 project.  The County would be paying for the trees only.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the increase of $5715 which would make the total offer $19,915.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #3 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
