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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

September 19, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on September 19, 2016.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  Commissioner Donnie Lawson was unable to attend today’s meeting.
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:15 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 6, 2016 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Memorandum from the Executive Session held on September 6, 2016.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a Performance Bond for Clark Meadows Section #4 in the amount of $210,785.39 for release.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to release the Performance Bond.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.
IN THE MATTER OF ROAD CLOSURE REQUEST FROM TOM DULL
Mr. Tom Dull, Dull’s Tree Farm, was present to request permission to close 175 West from 900 North to 950 North, and a small portion of 900 North on October 8 for a 5K run.  The request was for 8:45 am to 11:30 am.  Mr. Dull has discussed this with Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer and Sheriff Mike Nielsen, Boone County Sheriff and neither of them have an issue with the closing.  Mr. Dull stated that they currently have 1,000 registered and they anticipate up to another 1,000.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the road closure.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Mr. Dull will obtain the barricades and place them himself.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF COUNTY HOLIDAY SCHEDULE FOR 2017
Commissioner Marc Applegate stated that he had not had a chance to review the schedule and requested that it be tabled until the next meeting.  This will be discussed at a later meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF ‘ON THE SQUARE ROSARY’ FOR OCTOBER 15
The ‘Public Square Rosary Crusade’ is scheduled for Saturday, October 15th at 12:00 noon.  The request was permission to gather on the West side of the square on the sidewalk for this annual event.  The Commissioners felt that if they are only on the sidewalk and not on the grass or County property, they really do not need permission from the Commissioners.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue will notify them.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. Sean Horan, GUTS, was present and requested that the Commissioners approve a renewal contract with Pictometry.  Attorney Clutter stated that he made a couple of minor changes.  The amount is for $2200.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the contract.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  This will be paid from budget line number 1121.0753.430.423.0.9031.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Highway Engineer, Mr. Craig Parks, was present with Utility Agreements for approval.  Four permits were for Frontier up in Thorntown on an expansion project and they have already given us a $10,000 Maintenance Bond.  Mr. Parks recommended approval.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  The other Utility Agreement was with Sean McManus.  This is a gravel road and Mr. Parks recommended approval with no bond.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Mr. Parks then presented an LPA Consulting Contract with American Structurepoint for the Whitestown Connector project.  This job will go to bid in February of 2017 but part of INDOT protocol is that we have to have a construction inspection contract signed and in place.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  (See Appendix #1 for Staff Reports)  Mr. Parks stated that they are getting ready to start the Thoroughfare Plan and he would like to formalize a Steering Committee member and with Commissioner Wolfe being the liaison with the Highway Department, he was looking for a formal recommendation from the Commissioners.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to recommend Commissioner Wolfe as the representative from the Commissioners’ as the Steering Committee member.   Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Parks presented a Maintenance Bond for Brookhaven Section 8 in the amount of $30,529 for acceptance.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk and Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate          made a motion to approve both reports.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    Attorney Clutter presented two claims for approval which will be paid from the 2014 Bond.  One is to SJCA for the 300/400 Connector Rd in the amount of $3900 and one is for BIS for deposit for the audio and visual equipment for the Connie Lamar Room in the amount of $30,769.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve both claims.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.
