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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

April 7, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on April 7, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. following a specially called Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the March 17, 2014 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Minutes regarding the special meeting which was held on March 24, 2014.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF GIS AGREEMENT WITH HAOYUN SU (REPORTER AT THE INDIANAPOLIS STAR)

Boone County Surveyor, Ken Hedge, was present to present a GIS agreement request from Haoyun Su, with the Indianapolis Star.  According to Surveyor Hedge, they were requesting this data for election purposes and have signed the agreement promising not to give or sell the data to anyone.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OFAPPROVAL OF AGREEMENT WITH FOX CONTRACTORS CORP.
The Commissioners were presented with an agreement with Fox Contractors to deliver fill dirt at the Jail for the shooting range.  There is no fee to the County for this fill dirt.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the agreement and to authorize President Lawson to sign on behalf of the Board.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The County also received a certificate of insurance from them.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF JDAI GRANT
Judge Jeff Edens and Kari Ragsdale were present to request that the Commissioners approve a grant for $20,670 for the alternative initiative of juvenile detention.  Attorney Clutter stated that he has reviewed this and has no issues with it.  Commissioner Applegate has volunteered to serve on the Board for this.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   

IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION REQUEST BY AARON SMITH

Mr. Aaron Smith, Lebanon, again presented the Commissioners with a Resolution requesting that the County Commissioners pass the Resolution to remove the 1,000 acres of unincorporated Center Township farm land from the City of Lebanon I-65 and St Rd 39 interchange planned use plan.  It was discussed that the County cannot prevent Lebanon, Thorntown, Zionsville, Whitestown or any Boone County town from annexing land if they so choose.  The only one that can prevent that is the land owners themselves.  The request was tabled.
Others speaking on this topic were Holly Catron, Joan Hysong, Joyce Douglas, Mayor Huck Lewis and Charles Campbell.  Mayor Lewis informed those present that this is only a plan, which may never come to fruition.  The City will be having a meeting for all interested parties on Monday, April 21 at 7:00 pm.  
Mr. Charles Campbell, stated that he has been with the City of Lebanon for 12 years and that the City and the County have the best relationship that they have ever had. 
The Commissioners reminded those in attendance that this is a City project and not a County project and the County cannot keep the City from planning.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Attorney Clutter presented a request from Boone County Senior Services to approve an INDOT contract invoice voucher.  Clutter stated that this is part of the transportation grants that they apply for and he has reviewed it and has no problem with it.  There is no dollar amount on this and Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve based on Attorney Clutter’s approval of that language and authorize President Lawson to sign for the Board.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Miss Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, informed the Commissioners that this week is National Public Health Week and she presented each Commissioner with an annual report from Boone County.  
Boone County Surveyor, Ken Hedge, was present and requested the Commissioners’ help in finding a way to pre pay a tile company for some tile that he needs to purchase.  The County does not have an account with them and they want cash upon delivery.  Attorney Clutter stated that the only way to add it to the Pre-Pay Ordinance would be for him to amend the Ordinance and have the Commissioners approve it at their next meeting.  It was decided that the time frame would not help him and it was suggested to him to put it on a County charge card.  
Mr. Rick Carney, Highway Supervisor, was present and introduced Nick Parr, his newly appointed Road Foreman.  The Commissioners congratulated Mr. Parr and thanked him for coming.  Carney stated that the Commissioners had selected American Structurepointe in their selection process on the 400 South connector project.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he and Rick Carney had met with Whitestown approximately 2 weeks ago and they are willing to contribute 50% of our match and also purchase the right-of-ways for this project. This amount from Whitestown will be just shy of $900,000.  Commissioner Wolfe requested that the Commissioners direct Attorney Clutter to create a letter to the Whitestown Town Council to confirm with them that this is their intent.  Wolfe also stated that Whitestown has an interest in doing this on the 650 South project.  The 650 South project is converting that road from a blacktop road to a major thoroughfare; with two twelve foot driving lanes and four to eight foot shoulders.  It would run from the TA Truck Stop over to St Rd 267.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to direct Attorney Clutter to create a letter of intent to be sent to Whitestown for their commitment.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented five Utility Agreements; one with TPI, one with Weihe, one with Greencycle and two with Boone County REMC.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve all five Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mr. Carney presented five rights of entry for the Boone County Bridge #220 project.  Parcels #1, #2, #3, #5 and #6 were presented to the Commissioners for approval.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Lawson to sign on behalf of the Board.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Attorney Clutter then presented a sales disclosure form on behalf of the purchaser for the Mike and Amy Droese property.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Lawson to sign on behalf of the Board.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
President Lawson questioned if the Board wanted to continue with the enforcement of the Frost Law or lift the restrictions.  Carney stated that currently, things have settled down and if the Commissioners want to lift the restrictions, it would probably be fine.  After much discussion, it was decided to allow the time to run out on the May 1st deadline date.

IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for Probation.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   Attorney Clutter presented the County Home Report.
