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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

May 5, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on May 5, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 21, 2014 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0 
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF RENEWAL CONTRACT WITH RAPISCAN
Attorney Clutter presented a renewal contract with Rapiscan.  This is the company that services and maintains the metal detectors at the Jail.  Attorney Clutter stated that he had reviewed the agreement and it is basically the same as last year’s and requires only one signature.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the agreement and to authorize President Lawson to sign on behalf of the Commissioners.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is paid from line 4926.0000.440.445.0.0066.

IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST TO AMEND NSF ORDINANCE
Boone County Recorder, Nikki Baldwin, was present to request that the Commissioners consider amending the County Ordinance to allow other offices other than the Clerk’s and Prosecutor’s Office to charge for NSF fees.  The current Ordinance only lists the Clerk and the Prosecutor.  Attorney Clutter will draft an amended Ordinance to allow other offices to charge for this.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF SHARP LEASE AGREEMENT FOR JAIL
Mr. John Stansell, GUTS, presented a lease agreement and a maintenance agreement for the Jail.  The lease agreement is with Putnam Industries and the maintenance agreement is with Sharp.  It has been months in the making due to requested changes by Attorney Clutter; however, it has finally been approved by him.  Attorney Clutter stated that this calls for one signature.   Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the lease agreement and the maintenance agreement.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mr. Stansell also presented a list of old PC’s which they requested be declared surplus so that they may donate them to charity.  (See Appendix #1)  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to declare the list of PC’s surplus and authorize IT to donate them to charity.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION FOR PROPOSED K-9 FACILITY
Sgt. Ben Phelps with the Lebanon Police Department was present and made a presentation requesting to lease 1.6 acres of the farm land behind the Boone County Jail for K-9 training and a facility for training, bathing the dogs as well as multiple other uses.  (See Appendix #2)  The building is 30’ x 30’ and has already been purchased by the Lebanon Police Department.  The building will have a concrete floor along with electricity, water and sewer.  The building will have a 10’ x 30’ concrete pad on the east side of the building for a 4-run kennel.  The perimeter of the 1.6 acres will be fenced in with a minimum 6’ fence with vehicle and walk way access.  Lebanon currently has 3 K-9s, Zionsville has 1 and the County has 1.  Phelps stated that the City of Lebanon would pay for the insurance, utilities and also be responsible for the maintenance of the building and grounds.  The Commissioners reminded Sgt. Phelps that they would need to comply with the necessary permits and zoning.  The Commissioners stated that should this facility not be used at any time, the City would be responsible for demolishing it and returning it back to its normal state.  Sgt. Phelps agreed to that.  Attorney Clutter stated that if the Commissioners so desired he could draft a preliminary lease agreement between the City and the County for this 1.6 acres.  The renter needs to be notified as to the taking of this ground.  Commissioner Wolfe asked Sgt. Phelps if they could wait until after the planting season and he replied that they could.  Wolfe also requested that Sgt. Phelps bring a full proposal and final plans to the Commissioners for their approval.  
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF LIABILITY INSURANCE FOR BOONE COUNTY HEALTH DIRECTOR
Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present and informed the Commissioners that Dr. Herschell Services needs to have more insurance coverage with the County.  The additional coverage would be approximately $2900 a year.  The Health Board is in full support and she was present requesting the support of the Commissioners.  Ms. Murphy stated that she is on the Council’s Agenda next week to request a Reapprop to cover the expense.  After discussion if was felt that possibly this should go under the Commissioner’s budget.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Ms. Murphy will inform Mrs. Lasley-Maue the final total and they will try to work it out to where this comes out of the Commissioners’ budget.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

President Lawson stated that they had received a request to make an appointment to a Common Construction Wage Board Hearing for Zionsville.  This will be held on May 27th.  Commissioner Applegate volunteered.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to appoint Commissioner Applegate as their appointment.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mr. Jess Brockway, Lebanon, was present to request that he be allowed to continue to put soy bean oil mixture base on his country road.  Mr. Carney had informed Mr. Brockway that they were not using that anymore and that they were now using calcium chloride.  Mr. Brockway stated that he pays for this himself and he wants to continue to use the soy bean oil.  Mr. Carney explained that the soy bean oil mixture hardens and when they grade it up it takes them more time, equipment and labor to grade it.  Mr. Brockway’s area in front of his house was not supposed to have been graded up this last year as he put it down and had requested that it not be touched.  The County had a new employee running the grader and he accidently graded it so Mr. Carney had agreed to replace it this year but he wants to replace it with calcium chloride and not soy bean mixture.   Mr. Brockway requested that the County put the soy bean oil mixture back down for him this year.  The Commissioners felt that if there was an agreement made with him and it was not followed through with, even though it was a mistake, the County should make good on the agreement.  The County will pay for his soy bean dust control this one time.  This is a one-time deal.  This is the only time this will happen.  Mr. Brockway was pleased with the results.  Mr. Carney stated that in the future he will go by the letter of the permit; which indicates that as of October 1 the County will grade up any and all roads without exception.  On roads that have been treated by the landowner that develops holes, they will be given 3 – 5 days to fix and if they do not do so within that amount of time, the Highway Department will come out and grade the roads to take care of the holes.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to have the Highway Department reimburse Mr. Brockway for soy bean dust control, this one time only and to allow Mr. Carney to use calcium chloride and follow the dust control permit to the letter.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

See Appendix #3 for Staff Reports.  Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Superintendent, stated that he had one Utility Agreement with Brighthouse Network.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Utility Agreement.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. Mr. Carney reminded Commissioner Lawson that they had a Common Wage Hearing on May 27th. 
Carney also presented an agreement with USI for Boone County Bridge #314.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the agreement with USI for Boone County Bridge #314.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
Mr. Carney requested approval for the LPA agreement for the 400S/300 S Connector Road east of Whitestown.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the LPA Agreement once Attorney Clutter had reviewed it and approved it.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Mr. Carney requested to use Stephen J. Christian and Associates for the 400 S/ 300 S connector road east of Whitestown to build the bridge.  Much discussion followed regarding the process of the selection of the firm to use.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented a letter that Mrs. Lasley-Maue had drafted for Derrick Cameron, the renter of the farm land that is located behind the Jail.  Mr. Cameron came in and paid his rent on May 1 and did not deduct the acreage of 6.7 acres that the County had taken back for the Firing Range.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue deducted that amount and informed him in the letter how much he would owe next fall.  Clutter stated that he would like for her to add to the letter for him to please return the copy of the amendment of the rental agreement which Clutter had sent him previously.  Attorney Clutter requested the Commissioners’ permission for the letter to be sent.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the letter.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

Sheriff Ken Campbell had requested permission to allow the Armed Forces Benefit Association to make a presentation to the employees of the Sheriff’s Department for insurance.  Sheriff Campbell informed the Commissioners that this would not be done on County time and the safety officers of the Department sometimes have a hard time getting insurance with the type of business that they are in.  Commissioner Wolfe wanted to make sure that the company does not make it appear to the employees that they are recommended by the County.  The Commissioners approved the request.  
Sheriff Campbell also requested that the Commissioners approve a Proclamation declaring May 4, 2014 through May 10, 2014 as Correctional Employees Week.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Proclamation.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  (See Appendix #4)
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #5 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted with the exception of the claim by the County Coroner for detailing his vehicle until they get further information from him.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
The Commissioners requested that Mrs. Lasley-Maue contact the County Coroner and get more information regarding the claim submitted.
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL

With no further business, Commissioner Applegate made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
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
