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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

August 19, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on August 19, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. immediately following the Drainage Board meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 5, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF NEW EMPLOYEE/DEPARTING EMPLOYEE CHECK LIST
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, was present and presented a check list (See Appendix #1) for both full time and part time as well as an exit check list.  Dunlap requested that the Commissioners review and consider the list.  This list involves the elected officials, department heads and also payroll.  Commissioner Wolfe suggested that maybe the list be condensed down to one page.  Commissioner Applegate questioned if this is something that the Auditor’s Office would be responsible for and Mr. Dunlap replied yes.  Commissioner Wolfe inquired if this would be given to the potential employee before coming in for an interview just in case there is something there that they are uncomfortable with they would not have to come back.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to go ahead and approve the request as the list is basically what any other employer would request from a potential employee.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF 2014 INDOT GRANT FOR BCSSI
Mrs. Anita Bowen, Executive Director Boone County Senior Services, was present to request that the Commissioners approve a grant application to INDOT that is due at the end of the month for their federal and state allotment.  This year’s total estimated grant amount is $246,245 and the last one written for this year was $222,590.  Bowen stated that their first 6 months of 2013 they are up approximately 800 trips compared to last year.  The largest growth is in public transit.  Attorney Clutter stated that he had reviewed the application and it requires one signature.  Attorney Clutter stated that this requires a Resolution and it would be Resolution 2013-07.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO AREA PLAN COMMISSION MEMBER
Mrs. Rachel Cardis, Boone County Area Plan Executive Director explained that the requirements for this position are that you must be within the jurisdiction of the Area Plan Commission and own property in Boone County and be outside of the incorporated area.  This  

position is being advertised in the Lebanon Reporter and also on the County website, which is a policy that we set a couple of years ago.  This appointment will be made at the next Commissioners’ meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO COMMON WAGE CONSTRUCTION BOARD FOR ZIONSVILLE SCHOOLS TENNIS COURT
Zionsville has requested an appointment to the Common Wage Construction Board for tennis courts for the schools.  The appointment must live in the taxing area and Commissioner Lawson made a motion to appoint Commissioner Applegate to this Wage Board.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF RATIFYING LETTER FOR BACK TO THE FIFTIES
Mrs. Carmen Ottinger, Back to the Fifties Committee Chairperson, had requested a letter from the Commissioners informing the State that they were allowing the event to use County property and that they were aware that they were giving away door prizes and holding a raffle.  This evidently requires a gaming permit; therefore, they needed the letter.  This letter was due before this meeting so Commissioner Wolfe signed the letter and is now requesting that it be ratified. Commissioner Lawson approved the letter.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERING RESOLUTION TO RE-ESTABLISH THE CCD FUND AND INCREASE THE TAX RATE
Attorney Clutter explained that on July 9th the County Council had a public hearing and adopted their Ordinance 2013-01 that allowed for the increase of the CCD rate up to .033.  The Statutory maximum is .0333 per $100 of assessed valuation.  There have been in excess of 50 signatures submitted against the increase so the next step is for the DLGF to have a public hearing to decide if the rate should be increased at all.  This Resolution 2013-06, for taxes levied in 2013 and payable in 2014, says that the actual rate will be established by the County Council and approved by the DLGF and this just allows the County to do that with the Commissioners as the Executive and Legislative Body.  Commissioner Applegate questioned why you have to re-establish a fund if it already exists.  Attorney Clutter stated that is just the way the law is written.  Any increase by the Council has to be approved by the DLGF before it is actually accessed and collected and that is the public hearing that will be coming up. Commissioner Wolfe stated that his understanding is that the fund has to be re-established no matter if they raise the rate or lower the rate.  Attorney Clutter stated ‘that is correct’.   President Wolfe asked for public comment.  Mr. Aaron Smith, Lebanon, spoke and stated that his understanding of the law was exactly as Attorney Clutter quoted.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Resolution 2013-06.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  President Wolfe asked for a Roll Call vote and each Commissioner approved of the Resolution.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Karen Lasley-Maue requested a volunteer from the Commissioners to participate in the ‘Back to the Fifties’ ‘Celebrity Challenge – City vs County’ event.  Commissioner Applegate stated that he did it last year and jokingly stated that he did not represent the Commissioners very well and he would be glad to try to redeem himself.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue thanked Commissioner Applegate and will notify the ‘Back to the Fifties’ committee.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Highway Supervisor Rick Carney was present to give his weekly report.  Mr. Carney presented his new Office Manager, Kathy Jedwabny.  Mr. Carney stated that he was excited to have her and felt that she would fit right in at the office.  The Commissioners welcomed Mrs. Jedwabny.
Mr. Carney presented his bid recommendations for Boone County Bridge #273.  Mr. Carney recommended Duncan Robertson with a bid of $214,386.80.  They were the lowest bid with the next closest bid at $234,000.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Duncan Robertson for Boone Bridge #273.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Supervisor Carney informed the Commissioners that they received three bids for the new excavator that they had sent out RFP’s for; and only one of the three met every specification that we required.  Unfortunately, MacAllister (CAT) was $265,000 with a one year warranty.  Rudd Equipment had a Volvo; they actually came in at the lowest bid at $191,007 with a four year warranty.  The specs that the Volvo did not meet were not significant.  Supervisor Carney recommended the Volvo from Rudd Equipment.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the recommendation.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  President Wolfe asked Mr. Carney if the percentage of dust in the gravel that the County purchases has been tested and Mr. Carney replied yes, it is all State specs stuff that they use. Carney was asked by Commissioner Applegate about limestone and Carney replied that it was used back when Dick Robertson was Supervisor.  Carney stated that there are two problems with limestone.  One is that it breaks up and dissolves.  That is the same stuff that farmers spread on their fields.  When someone tells you that the limestone dust off of the road is hurting their field, the only thing that might be happening is that maybe the first 100 feet might be changing the PH level on that ground because it might be getting too much lime; but other than that it isn’t going to hurt anything, per Carney.  The last two or three years the only thing that they have been putting down on the road is a straight A gravel, which is clean; absolutely zero dust in it.  We have been incorporating that in with what dust is there to get us more of a good base on the road.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue reminded President Wolfe that they were going to discuss the shredding issue.  Commissioner Lawson stated that he still needed to talk to Shred-It and asked that it be placed on the next Agenda.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS

Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the monthly Treasurer’s and Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the two reports.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL

President Wolfe requested that Mrs. Lasley-Maue notice an Executive Session immediately following the first meeting in September.  That will be Tuesday, September 3rd due to Labor Day on Monday.  This Executive Session will be for personnel issues.
