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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

January 21, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on January 21, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 10, 2014 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a 2013 Homeland Security Sub Grant Agreement, not to exceed $10,000.  This is for I pads and portable weather stations for EMA personnel in the event of an emergency.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Sub Grant Agreement.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  All three Commissioners signed the Agreement.
Attorney Clutter then presented the short contract with Fed-Ex for them to place their drop off box in front of the County property.  Attorney Clutter reminded the Commissioners that he had already received the approval of the Lebanon Board of Works since the sidewalk is maintained by the City of Lebanon.  Clutter stated that Fed-Ex has in their contract that the County will not be liable or held responsible for the drop box.  Per Clutter, there is no cost to the County and Fed-Ex may remove it whenever they want and the County may also contact Fed-Ex and have it removed if they so wish.  Attorney Clutter stated that the Commissioners have already approved this in a prior meeting; however, we now have the contract and Clutter just wanted to make sure that they wanted him to proceed with it.  Mike Miller will be named as the Contact person.  The Commissioners agreed to proceed.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO THE ZIONSVILLE EDC

Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that Steven Mundy had suggested that Wade Fulford be named to the Zionsville EDC.  Commissioner Wolfe reminded everyone that this was advertised in the Zionsville paper and no one came forward with an interest in serving on this Board.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to appoint Wade Fulford to the Zionsville RDC.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   
IN THE MATTER OF COMMON WAGE HEARING APPOINTMENT FOR LEBANON SCHOOLS
Mrs. Lasley-Maue stated that they are trying to schedule this Common Wage Hearing Meeting for 4:30 pm Tuesday, February 4th.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to appoint Commissioner Wolfe to the Common Wage Hearing for Lebanon Schools.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF CODIFYING ORDINANCES FOR 2013
Attorney Clutter presented the estimated fees for codifying the 2013 Ordinances with American Legal.  The fee for 2013 is estimated to be between $500 and $1,000 plus the online costs.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the codifying of the County’s Ordinances.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. Greg Inman, Boone County Environmental Director, was present to again request that they be allowed to close their office on February 5th from 11:00 am until 1:00 pm.  This is for the Community Plan luncheon which was scheduled earlier at the Lebanon High School and had to be cancelled due to the winter storm.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Attorney Clutter requested, per the Boone County Auditor, that the Commissioners approve a claim for Lord Abbett in the amount of $250.00 for the 457 Retirement Plan. Mrs. Lasley-Maue stated that the Commissioners were also requested by the Auditor to also select the Commissioners’ budget line to take these funds from.  Commissioner Wolfe stated ‘why wouldn’t this come directly out of the retirement account’?  Commissioner Applegate stated that he did not feel that it should come from the Commissioners’ budget.  There is a deadline on this so the Commissioners decided to approve the expenditure.  It was decided that the funds should come from the Retirement Fund line.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the claim with the stipulation that President Lawson talk with the County Auditor and decide on the correct line to take it from.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
The Commissioners discussed the Fixed Assets Service which the Auditor is requesting also.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that she may need to do an additional for it the same time as she does one for the Lord Abbett.  The Commissioners decided to request that the Auditor not submit an additional for the Fixed Assets Service until they have something in writing from the State indicating why they have to have this and where it says that it is required.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, was present and presented the cover sheets for the 400 South Extension.  The Commissioners signed the cover sheets.  Mr. Carney then informed the Commissioners that he had a request from Weihe Construction to release their Performance Bonds on Brookhaven Sections 6 and 7.  Carney stated the only issue is that the County has always required a Performance Bond and according to Weihe they have not had to have a Performance Bond and they didn’t budget for it.  Per Clutter, this subdivision was originally under Boone County jurisdiction and then became Zionsville’s and he doesn’t understand why this is a shocker to them that they needed to have a Performance Bond.  The Commissioners were not comfortable in releasing the Performance Bond and what precedence would they be setting.  This Performance Bond is for $325,000.  Zionsville does not require Performance Bonds.

Mr. Carney presented Ms. Andrea Langille of Butler, Fairman for an update on the 400 South project.  Ms. Langille stated that they were close to an INDOT letting, the deadline for submittal to INDOT for this project is Monday, January 27th.  That would put us four months out on a May 2014 letting which is the last letting on INDOT’s fiscal year.  Whitestown is working with them on the final Right-of-Ways and her understanding is that they have signed the paperwork.  The final issue that they have remaining is one reimbursable Utility Agreements which needs to be executed; again in the hands of Whitestown.  It is estimated that the bid letting could be around May 14th, the bid could be awarded within three weeks and the open for traffic date could be around July 15th.  Mr. Carney informed the Commissioners that he had ordered more salt and that his department was continuing to hit the roads and try to get them clean even though they are fighting the winds.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s monthly report.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the County Home’s Report.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the County’s Home report.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
