Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

November 2, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on November 2, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Marc Applegate at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the October 19, 2015 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES

County Attorney, Bob Clutter presented Resolution 2015-13 relating to the copier lease, which was approved at the last Commissioners’ meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-13.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter, noted that he had a couple of Maintenance Bonds for approval.  The first one is for Maple Grove, Section 3, for Erosion Control in the amount of $3,259.60 and the second one is for Harvest Park, Section 1B, in the amount of $18,519.52 for Erosion Control.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve both Maintenance Bonds.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERING REQUEST TO USE COURTHOUSE ROTUNDA DURING CHRISTMAS PARADE IN THE PARK
Ms. Kelly Cook, Lebanon Parks Department, was present to request the use of the Courthouse Rotunda for December 5th from 12:00 noon until 8:00 pm.  After the Parade Santa and Mrs. Claus are in the Rotunda for pictures and light refreshments are served.  Last year they served over 200 children at this event.  Ms. Cook stated that they are aware of the security requirements.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OPENING BIDS FOR BRIDGE #314

Attorney Clutter opened the bids for the Bridge #314 project.  There were three bidders and they were Trisler Construction Co., Inc for $438,926.83; HIS Constructors, Inc. for $422,711.50 and Duncan Robertson, Inc. for $315,559.12.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to take the bids under advisement.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The bid for Duncan Robertson was in with the Highway material bids and was opened after the material bids were opened.

Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to take the bids under advisement.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF AWARDING BID FOR CRACK SEALING PROJECT
Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, presented a contract with F. E. Harding for the crack sealing project.  Their bid was $147,627.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  .
IN THE MATTER OF LEASE RENEWAL FOR BOONE COUNTY SOIL AND WATER CONSERVATION DEMONSTRATION PLOTS
Mr. Brian Daggy, Natural Resource Conservationist Boone County Soil and Water, was present to request that the Commissioners approve the lease renewal.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF ORIDNANCE 2015-05 FOR OFF ROAD VEHICLES ON COUNTY OWNED RIGHT-OF-WAYS
Attorney Clutter presented and read Ordinance 2015-05 for off road vehicles on County owned right-of-ways.  Sheriff Mike Nielsen stated that he was for the Ordinance; but did have some concerns but felt that it was a needed Ordinance.  Commissioner Wolfe requested that this be reviewed annually for a couple of years to see how it is working and Commissioner Lawson stated the beginning date would be January 1, 2016.  After much discussion Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve Ordinance 2015-05.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF AMENDING PRE-PAY ORDINANCE TO INCLUDE PAYMENTS FOR FORD DEALERSHIP PROGRAM
Attorney Clutter presented Ordinance 2015-06 which would amend the Pre Pay Ordinance to include payments for the Ford fleet program.  They are currently running these invoices through the normal cycle for claims and Ford is charging the County late fees.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

There was no Other Business for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Appendix #1 contains the Staff Reports received earlier in the week for the Commissioners’ review.  Appendix #2 is the Staff Report from Sheriff Mike Nielsen.  Sheriff Nielsen stated that the ALICE training has been very successful and they had great turn outs at each session.  The practical training will continue on this month.  The construction at the Jail and the Shooting Range are moving along very well.  The Sheriff stated that the last time that the Jail was inspected by the State Fire Marshall was in 1992 and they stopped by for a surprise visit.  Sheriff Nielsen stated that he contacted Lebanon Fire Chief Chuck Batts and the Lebanon Fire Department came over and performed a pre inspection for them and they had several suggestions and those were followed and we came out very well.  Sheriff Nielsen wanted to thank Chief Batts and his crew along with Chuck Hickson, Mike Miller and staff for working diligently with them to prepare the Jail for the State inspection.  There were just a few minor things that were pointed out by the State that they are working on to correct.  The upgraded security door system is considerably more than what they had expected; now looking at $140,000.  Nielsen stated that several months ago he attended a Risk Management Seminar that Travelers Insurance put on and was so impressed with it that he requested that they provide one specifically for law enforcement.  They did that and the room was full and it was very well received.  Nielsen stated that he has now requested a seminar for the Jail staff regarding Risk Management.  The Sheriff thanked Dan Lamar and Travelers Insurance for doing that.  There was no cost for the County and they were more than willing to do it.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he had attended one and he highly recommended it.  Detective Lt. Albert Hendrix will be honored at a Retirement Party at Arnie’s Restaurant on November 12th from 11:30 to 1:30.  Sheriff Nielsen encouraged all to stop by and thank Albert for his long and dedicated service to the City of Lebanon and the County.  Also included in the Sheriff’s report are the Calls for Service for 2015.
Boone County Highway Engineer, Craig Parks, presented one Utility Agreement for Alan Lyons.  

Mr. Parks recommended that there be no bond on this.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Utility Agreement.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks updated everyone on the closure of St Rd 32 and St Rd 421 in order to replace the inside truck apron.    Parks informed the Commissioners that they had filled their truck driver position.  Jared Sutton started today so their truck driving staff is complete and ready for the snowflakes.  Mr. Parks stated that Sheriff Nielsen has agreed to have a special session for the ALICE training for the Highway Department and he wanted to thank him for that.  Mr. Parks requested that they allow a bid extension for annual material bids for American Timber Bridge from last year.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the bid extension for American Timber Bridge.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented an internet contract with AT&T which the Commissioners approved a couple of months ago but AT&T put the wrong location address on the contract so they are requesting that a whole new agreement be signed.  Mr. Sean Horan indicated that this is the very same contract; only with the corrected address.  The Commissioners re-signed the contract.

Attorney Clutter presented claims coming out of the 2014 COIT Bond.  The claims are $12,228.85 from American Structurepoint; $1,095.00 from SJCA and $7,250. from Security Pro.  

Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the claims being paid from the 2014 COIT Bond.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #3 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
Attorney Clutter advised that the Commissioners had received a Proclamation and a flag celebrating the Bi-Centennial of the State.  The Proclamation is to be read on December 11th at 12:00 noon.  It was questioned if there was going to be a ceremony and the Commissioners requested that Mrs. Lasley-Maue contact the committee for the Bi-Centennial and see if they are planning anything for that date.  Commissioner Wolfe offered to read the Proclamation on December 11th.
Mr. Craig Parks questioned if the Commissioners wanted to go ahead and approve the bid from Co-Alliance for fuel.  Today’s bid for fuel is $1.99 a gallon with Off Road Diesel and On Road Diesel being $2.09 and Fuel Oil at $2.49.  The Commissioners agreed that it was a gamble to lock it in now and a gamble to wait.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the price quoted today.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
