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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

January 5, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on January 5, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF ELECTING PRESIDENT AND VICE PRESIDENT FOR 2015

Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to elect Commissioner Applegate President for 2015.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to elect Commissioner Wolfe Vice President for 2015.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 15, 2014 Business Meeting, the minutes from the December 18, 2014 Special Meeting and the minutes from the December 22, 2014 Special Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and presented the Interlocal between Boone County and the Town of Jamestown which defines the tax increment area which was set up in Jamestown for the FTIC project and describes how the proceeds will be used and distributed.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Interlocal.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Attorney Clutter then presented an Interlocal agreement between Boone County and Duke Energy for the GIS.  Surveyor Ken Hedge was present and informed the Commissioners that this is a three year agreement with Duke Energy and is the same as the agreements with Boone REMC or the Lebanon Utilities.  The fees collected from the Interlocals go towards the cost of the aerial photography.  Attorney Clutter stated that he had reviewed the agreement and made one minor change of which has been incorporated into the document.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT HANDBOOK
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, was unable to attend today’s meeting and this will be placed on the next Agenda.

IN THE MATTER OF REQUST FROM ZIONSVILLE PARKS FOR LETTER OF SUPPORT FOR GRANT FOR BICYCLE TRAILS
Mr. Matt Dickey, Zionsville Parks Department, was present to request that the Commissioners support their efforts for a grant for pedestrian and bicycle trail funding.  The Commissioners agreed to support their efforts and Mr. Dickey will draft a Resolution and send to Attorney Clutter for the Commissioners to approve and execute.  This will be presented to the Commissioners at their next meeting.
IN THE MATTER OFAPPROVAL OF DRAINAGE ORDINANCE AND STANDARDS
This was not ready for today’s meeting and will be on the Agenda for the next Commissioners’ meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF 2014 HOMELAND SECURITY GRANT PROGRAM SUB-GRANT AGREEMENT
Ms. Rachel Hanson, EMA, was present and explained that if they receive this grant, they plan on using the money to purchase two Smart Boards; one for each of their alternate locations, Zionsville and Thorntown.  The grant would be $15,558.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION 2015-01 – DECLARING K9 SURPLUS
Sheriff Mike Nielsen was present and requested that the Commissioners approve the Resolution to declare the Department’s K9 surplus so that his handler could retain the dog, which was donated to the Department.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-01.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that the Lebanon Schools were requesting that they appoint someone to the Common Construction Wage Hearing.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to appoint Commissioner Wolfe.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that the Zionsville Schools were requesting that they appoint someone to the Common Construction Wage Hearing.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to appoint Tom Santelli.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Sheriff Mike Nielsen reported that their command staff was starting to come together. There will be a promotional ceremony at 1:00 pm on Thursday afternoon at the Jail for those Division Commanders.  There are still two Divisions which have not been selected as of yet and those decisions will be made in the next couple of weeks.  The two new vehicles recently purchased are now on the road and are unmarked vehicles.  The process has been started for purchasing the new vehicles for this year.  Normally it is pushed off until June or July but they want to get an early start this year.  Sheriff Nielsen stated that he had the opportunity to meet with representatives from Security Pros who were selected to install the camera systems for the County.  We walked through the whole Jail and a few changes were made and hopefully they will start implementation within the next couple of weeks.  Nielsen stated that they had also met with the Geo Thermal folks.  Dennis Dunlap has been working on SOG’s with them for the last several months and they are trying to get the merit deputies and the employees more aligned towards the County’s standard operating guidelines.  The actual employment guidelines are the ones that we need to get more aligned, per Sheriff Nielsen.  
Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, was present and had two Utility Agreements.  One was for Maxwell Farm Drainage Inc. and the other one was for the Boone County Surveyor’s Office.    Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve both Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

President Applegate asked for Public Comment; which there was none.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the County Home Report and the Treasurer’s Monthly Report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
