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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

July 21, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on July 21, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  Commissioner Marc Applegate was unable to attend today’s meeting.
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the July 7, 2014 meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had Resolution 2014-03 titled ‘A Resolution Approving a Declaratory Resolution and Economic Development Plan of the Boone County Redevelopment Commission and Approving the Order of the Boone County Area Plan Commission’.  This is on the Fukai Jamestown project, per Clutter.  The RDC adopted a Declaratory Resolution to establish a new allocation area in Jamestown with the approval of the Jamestown Town Council for the purpose of creating a TIF area for this automotive parts supplier that is looking to locate there.  As part of that process, the Economic Development Plan for the Redevelopment Commission has to be amended to set up this new TIF area so the first step in the process is for the RDC to adopt a Declaratory Resolution, which they did on June 20.  It then went to the Area Plan Commissioner and on July 9th they approved it.  Then it goes to the Commissioners for their approval, which we are doing today.   If you adopt Resolution 2014-03 it will then go back to the RDC for a public hearing which is scheduled for August 15th.  If it passes on August 15th, after the public hearing, then they would adopt a Confirmatory Resolution.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-03.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Mr. Clutter then presented two Performance Bonds for the Commissioners acceptance.  Both of these are with Pulte Homes for Clark Meadows Section #3 and the first one is for storm sewer and rear yard subsurface drains in the amount of $215,893.63 and the second one is for seeding and erosion control in the amount of $68,487.10.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to accept both Performance Bonds.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  

Attorney Clutter then presented a Maintenance Bond for Stonegate Section 12A for lime stabilization in a temporary cul-de-sac in the amount of $2,387.  This is a three year term.  Along with this is a Performance Bond to be released in the amount of $26,257.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented another Maintenance Bond for Stonegate Section 12A in the amount of $3,223.21 for concrete curbs.  This is also a three year Maintenance Bond and you would be releasing a Performance Bond for Stonegate Section 12A in the amount of $16,116.05 for concrete curbs.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.

Attorney Clutter presented a contract with Knowink for software licenses.  They make election software.  Attorney Clutter made some revisions, which Knowink agreed to, and this would be for one signature.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Lawson to sign.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Attorney Clutter then presented a Maintenance agreement for generators with Cummins Crosspoint.  Major Mike Nielsen was present and stated that this is a three year agreement to cover the generators which are propane powered at each tower site.  This covers Zionsville, Jamestown and Thorntown tower sites.  The Boone County Maintenance covers the one at the Jail.  The total amount, according to Attorney Clutter is $5,840.18, and is for one signature.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Lawson to sign.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  

Attorney Clutter presented a Professional Services Agreement with Clark Dietz for the Small Structures County Bridge Inspections.  This is done every two years and the County has 339 small structure bridges.  The total contract price is $73,670.  Attorney Clutter made a few changes in the contract.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.   
Mr. Clutter presented an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between and among Boone County, the Boone County Redevelopment Commission and the Town of Whitestown, settling the Whitestown fire rate issue.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  This was approved and signed by Whitestown and after this meeting will go on to the Boone County Council for approval.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he set in on all these meetings and it was a tough road but he felt that the agreement was fair for everybody involved.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Amendment #1 to the County Employee Health Insurance plan was presented to the Commissioners for approval.  The Amendment made no changes in benefits; only wording to make sure that they are in compliance with the Affordable Care Act.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  

Documentation from DLZ for the remodeling of the old Elk’s building was presented for approval.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF FAMILY LEAVE ACT POLICY

Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, was present to discuss with the Commissioners the Family Leave Act.  Dunlap stated that this is an updated version of the FMLA policy.  Per Dunlap, there are no major changes in the policy.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF 2014-2015 JDAI GRANT
Judge Jeff Edens and Ashley Shepherd were present to request that the Commissioners approve their grant application.  They are asking for $50,000 to cover Ms. Shepherd’s salary for next year, some operating expenses and to fund a program.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST TO USE COURTHOUSE ROTUNDA

Mrs. Carol Toole, Electric Image Boutique, was present to request that she and other Lebanon merchants be allowed to use the Courthouse Rotunda on December 6 for a Christmas Bazaar.    The money will be handled by Farmers State Bank and each merchant would pay $40, which would be donated to The Boone County Cancer Society.  Mrs. Toole stated she hopes to have Christmas music and possibly have Christmas trees outside for sell.  The time would be from 10:00 am till 4:00 pm.  Mrs. Toole stated that they would do the set up and the clean-up and would hire the security.  Mrs. Toole expressed a desire to have refreshments at the Bazaar.  Mrs. Toole will draft a list of the things that she will need and the Commissioners will make a decision at their next meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF THE 2015 COMMISSIONERS’ BUDGET
The proposed finished 2015 Commissioners’ budget was sent by email to each Commissioner for their review.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the budget for 2015.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. Greg Inman, Boone County Environmental Director, was present and explained to the Commissioners that the Nursing side of the Department had a freezer that did not meet the State requirements on temperature control for immunizations.  They have purchased a new one and they would like to donate the other freezer to Mapleview.  They agreed that transferring the freezer did not necessitate declaring the freezer surplus since they are still make good use of it.  The Commissioners gave their approval of Mapleview receiving the freezer.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, was present and presented a Sales Disclosure form for Medira Partners.  The purchase of the Right-of-Way was for $12,200.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Lawson to sign the form.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Mr. Carney had two Utility Agreements.  The first one is from Landhoh and the second one is with TDS Telecom.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 2-0. 

Mrs. Debbie Ottinger, Boone County Treasurer, was present to inform the Commissioners that she would be submitting a claim for postage for tax statements.  Ottinger stated that they used Huntington Bank last year to prepare all the tax statements and this year they decided to change providers.  After Huntington was notified that we were not using them this year they notified us that we owed them some money.  Ottinger stated that the bank took the money out of the County’s payroll account, which is an entirely different account and should not have happened.  We got that straightened out so we prepared a claim for postage and we were only notified of this in mid-March of this year and it was last year’s fees.  Ottinger wanted the Commissioners to know that we will be getting two claims for mailings this year when one was actually for last year.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for the Health Department.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.    The Commissioners reviewed the Mapleview report.
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL
