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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

February 19, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on February 19, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the February 4, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and presented a Resolution that he had prepared to adopt Right of Ways on County Road 200 West.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Resolution 2013-01.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  (See Appendix #1)  Attorney Clutter then presented another Resolution indicating the intent to sell the West Camp Street property.  This will be published twice, 7 days apart.  Attorney Clutter stated that they should leave copies in the Area Plan Office and in the Commissioners’ Office.  The dates for publication will be February 27th and March 6th.  The bid openings will be on March 18th.  The bids will be received in the Commissioners’ Office.  (See Appendix #2)  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Resolution 2013-02.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Per Clutter, the closing would be July 1 with possession on September 1.  Per Attorney Clutter, those dates are negotiable.  The Board will conduct a Public Hearing on Monday, March 18, 2013 at 9:30 am to allow public views on the proposed sale.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Resolution 2013-02.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  President Wolfe informed those present that the Commissioners had purchased a larger building recently and the funds from the sale of this building would go towards the purchase of the larger building.  
IN THE MATTER OF GRUEN VON BEHRENS ON TOBACCO USE
Boone County Tobacco Free Director, Angie Dickerson, was present to introduce Mr. Von Behrens.  Ms. Dickerson stated that Mr. Von Behrens is a national spokesman for Oral Health Americas.  Dickerson stated that the main objective was to reduce tobacco use by the youth.  Mr. Von Behrens thanked the Commissioners for allowing him to speak at their meeting.  Mr. Von Behrens started using tobacco at the age of 13; introduced to it by his uncle and grandfather.  Not having a father, he believed them when they told him that it would not hurt him.  He was diagnosed with cancer on August 9, 1994 at the age of 17.  First showing up as a lesion on his tongue, he has undergone 34 surgeries and thousands of treatments.  Von Behrens shared that his type of cancer has an 80% mortality rate so he feels very lucky to be able to be here today.  This is a preventable disease in some cases and the youth of today needs to be aware that they have a choice and can refuse it and have a healthier future.  Mr. Von Behrens encouraged the Commissioners to help keep Boone County smoke free.  Mr. Von Behrens will be speaking with youth at Granville Wells and Western Boone students later today.
IN THE MATTER OF BOONE COUNTY ARC UPDATE
Mr. Brent Cardin, Executive Director, was present to update the Commissioners stating that their year starts on July 1st.  ARC’s primary goal and mission is workforce development.  Cardin stated that the two major reasons individuals with disabilities do not get jobs is transportation and not being qualified for the jobs available.  ARC partners with Boone County Senior Services to help with transportation and ARC also helps to train and educate those individuals.  Indy Read and the Lebanon Library partner with them for a Literacy Grant through the Community Foundation.  They offer pre GED classes which are a huge plus for their individuals.  Cardin stated that their average placement for last year placed $250,000 worth of income back into Boone County.  The County’s funding is 10% of their budget, with 10% through fundraising and the balance of 80% is through state and federal sources.  Mr. Cardin informed those present that on March 8th they would be hosting an Arts Show at the Sugar Creek Arts Center in Thorntown from 6-9.  They will have a meal, jazz music and a silent auction with free admission.  
IN THE MATTER OF WORD SYSTEMS CONTRACT
Attorney Bob Clutter presented a contract with Word Systems.  Clutter had requested a couple of revisions on the contract and the company was ok with his changes.  This is a three year contract for $40,000.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the contract and to authorize President Wolfe to sign the document.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF ESTIMATE FOR FIBER PLACEMENT FOR NEW BUILDING
Mr. John Stansell, GUTS, was unable to attend the meeting due to some IT issues.  Attorney Clutter presented the estimate from JDH Contracting.  The estimate is for $2310.45.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve an amount not to exceed $3,000.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to authorize President Wolfe to sign the document should they provide a service contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF PARKING RESTRICTIONS AT ROYAL RUN

Mr. Brent Emsley, Royal Run Homeowners Association, was present and informed the Commissioners that they are onboard with parking restrictions in Royal Run.  Homeowners were notified by email and the majority is thrilled with making some parking restrictions in Royal Run so as to have their streets plowed.  Much discussion followed with how the restrictions should be 
implemented.  Attorney Clutter will draft a Resolution and present it at the next Commissioners’ meeting.  President Wolfe stated that the deputies will patrol the area as they normally would and enforce the restrictions as they can.  Wolfe requested a letter from the Homeowners Association stating their preference on the restrictions.
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO ZIONSVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION
Mr. Ed Mitro, by email, has requested the re-appointment of Bret Swanson to the Zionsville EDC.  This is a one year term.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to re-appoint Bret Swanson to the Zionsville EDC.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Attorney Clutter presented a revised estimate from American Legal for codifying the County’s Ordinances.  The estimate went from $3300 - $4400 to $4500 - $5500.  This is due to a land Ordinance which the APC adopted.  Attorney Clutter will contact American Legal to question the clarification of the increase and how they arrived at the cost.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue will add this to the March 4th Agenda.

Attorney Clutter presented an email from Liz Knox requesting the use of the Square and Rotunda for the Lebanon Community Arts Council of Indiana.  This request is for April 20th for ‘Swingin the Square’ and June 14th for ‘Red, White and Blues Festival’.  The Commissioners requested that Ms. Knox attend a meeting in the near future for this request.

Mr. Mike Vaughan, Jail Maintenance Supervisor, was present and wanted to give an update on the maintenance at the Jail.  Vaughan stated that they have had to replace a motor in the air handler, Koorsen tested the sprinklers, the showers in the basement of the Jail are completed, they have moved a detective’s office downstairs and they had to clean out the sump pumps.  
The inmates shove everything down there that they possibly can.  President Wolfe requested that Mr. Vaughan get with him in the near future to work on the spreadsheet for the kitchen appliances out at the Jail.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Highway Supervisor Rick Carney was present to give his weekly report; See Appendix #3.  Mr. Carney presented four Utility Agreements.  Two are with REMC and two are with Zayo Broadband.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the four Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Carney presented an agreement for the Commissioners’ consideration for Clark Dietz Engineering to complete the work on Boone County Bridge #273 for Farrar Garvey.  Carney explained that Clark Dietz bought out Farrar Garvey.  Attorney Clutter requested to review the agreement before the Commissioners approve it.  This will be considered at the next meeting.  Mr. Carney explained the requirement for Title VI training is for anyone doing business with INDOT.  The letter states that the County has to attend at least one of the meetings to continue their funding with INDOT.  Mr. Carney presented a letter requesting a time extension of the 400 East project.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request and to authorize President Wolfe to sign the letter.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Carney presented President Wolfe with two certified letters from INDOT.  Commissioner Wolfe opened the letters and stated that they were contract termination letters for both Boone County Bridge #220 and the Farm Heritage Trail.  INDOT is requesting that the County re-apply to receive a new Des #.  Wolfe stated that they have been told that on the bridge, they will have high priority on the reapplication.  The Trail is a little bit different, but President Wolfe was unsure about its progress.  Wolfe stated that they had changed some things around at INDOT and anything that did not have a contract letting that was two years old by the end of the year, was released.  This is a State wide issue.  Carney stated that they still need to move forward on the bridge as it needs to be done and questioned if they wanted to use local funds or go through INDOT again.  If this is done with local funds, it could be done a lot quicker than using federal funds.  Mr. Carney suggested widening the bridge and placing a wood railing on the sides.  
Regarding the Trails, it was questioned if they would have to have an inter-local now and it was decided that they probably would have to have one.

Attorney Clutter stated that he and Mrs. Rachel Cardis, Area Plan Executive Director, had been discussing if the Commissioners would like overlay districts.  Clutter states that there is currently an overlay on I-65 between County Line and Lebanon and all of SR 421 has an overlay district.  

Commissioner Wolfe stated that he would like to see a report from the Area Plan before they could consider it.  Clutter stated that if the Commissioners are interested in looking at it he will have her bring it up before the Area Plan Commission at their next meeting.  The Commissioners agreed.

Mr. Mike Miller, Courthouse Maintenance Supervisor, was present and informed the Commissioners that they have completed all the framing in the basement for the renovations at the Elk’s Building and they will begin electrical and dry walling later this week.  Miller stated that he made a couple of small design changes, none affecting any of the offices.  Miller explained the small changes he was looking at.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented two Key Requests.  Both Key Requests were for the Health Department.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve both Key Requests.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the Clerk’s Monthly Report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the County Home Report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix 4 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
