Board Members Present:
Byron Loveless, Dave Chance, Jeff Wolfe and Marc Applegate.  Also present Boone County Surveyor Ken Hedge and Boone County Drainage Board attorney Bob Clutter. (Donnie Lawson was absent)

I.  Approve Minutes of October 19, 2014 meeting.
Marc Applegate made the motion to approve the minutes.  Jeff Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried.

II.  Variance Request on Neese Legal Drain.
Boone County Surveyor Ken Hedge stated that at this time he would like to table the request until December to allow time for review since Hedge only received the revised variance request at 7:45 am today.

III.  Variance Request for Lot 124 Stonegate 
Bill Lambert with Perma Pools was present to request a variance to encroach within the legal drain easement four feet to place an inground pool.  Lambert stated that only the concrete walk way around the pool would be four feet within the 15 foot rear easement and felt that equipment could easily get in the area for maintenance work.  The depth of the pool would be eight feet with a four inch walk way.

Lambert stated other counties will allow variances such as this.  And the homeowners are willing to take responsibility should something happen to the structure should it be damaged by the county.

Boone County Surveyor Ken Hedge stated that the Boone County Drainage Ordinance does not allow for this encroachment.  And the State Statute requires that the minimum per half is 15 feet.  Therefore we cannot reduce the easement area due to county and state laws.  Hedge added the Drainage Board does not want to violate state law and set any type of precedent by granting this reduction. 

Hedge also added that normally landscaping would be placed around the pool further encroaching within the small easement area even if the land owners said they would not place any.

The Board discussed that there would be too much liability should a contractor try to get equipment in this easement if reduced to 11 feet.  And concern was expressed with the location of the legal drain and the depth of the pool that possible structural problems could occur when the drain would require maintenance.

Marc Applegate made the motion to deny the request.  Jeff Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried.

IV.  Summary of Raccoon Legal Drain Study 
Peggy Shepherd with Christopher Burke Engineering was present to discuss that they have been modeling the area of Raccoon Legal Drain in Jackson Township on CR 300 S also known as the Dickey Ditch with oversite by the Indiana Department of Natural Resources for further flooding patterns. 

Shepherd stated that they had submitted information to the DNR and they are in the process of reviewing the submitted information and if the DNR approves it the data can go on the DNR’s website as best available data and will provide base flood elevations for anyone looking in this area to build.

Boone County Surveyor Ken Hedge stated he wanted the Board to be aware of the information CBE had submitted to the DNR.

Boone County Drainage Board attorney Bob Clutter questioned if the board should adopt the submitted information or wait for final comments.  Shepherd stated they could make a determination/request to DNR if they want this information to go into the flood insurance study or just leave it available for the website.

Hedge stated once the final comments are back from the DNR then they could return to the board and let the board make a determination at that time what they want to do with the information.

Clutter did note to the board that the property owned by the Boylands and Climers on CR 300 S lies within this study area.


V.  Summary of Jamison Street Bridge Study – Center Township.
Brian McKenna with Christopher Burke Engineering presented the Board with three different alternatives in regards to the Jamison Street Bridge.  McKenna stated the report is still being completed but this would give the board a current update of the work to date and a chance to comment on the three proposals.

Removal of the bridge would cost approximately $136,000.00 and loss of the use of a street; replacement of the bridge approximately $1.1 million; and a new three sided box structure would also run around $1.1 million.

McKenna stated that with the first two proposals there is approximately a 1.1 feet to a 2.2 feet reduction in flooding with a 25 year flood event.  When you reach a 100 year storm there is no difference.  The main advantage to the third one would be the speed of construction but not much change in reduction.

McKenna added that a few of the homes/structures that are currently within the flood plain might be able to be taken out should the bridge be removed.  Also there appears to be very little difference in flooding in a 100 year storm event with or without the bridge.  The 25 year flood event is the key flood event.

The profiles show that the most benefit of removing the bridge is downstream towards the bridge and of course less as you go upstream.

Jeff Wolfe questioned in the 100 year event if there was really any benefit to the removal of the bridge.  McKenna stated there might be some improvement in the timing of flooding but not a significant amount.  They have not completed enough study models on it to determine what time it would be.

Boone County Surveyor Ken Hedge stated that the Drainage Board really has no authority over what happens to the bridge; the County Commissioners have the authority over the bridges in Boone County but the Board needed to know the results since Prairie Creek is a county legal drain.

IV.  Miscellaneous Projects.

1.  Vroom(former Subaru Bldg)
Kerry Daily with Christopher Burke Engineering stated this building is located on Indianapolis Road.  The company is an internet based buy/sale automobile company and will be adding some additional parking to the site and modifying the building.  The original drainage plan for the site did include additional parking area so at this time the drainage plan is ready to be approved for this location.

David Chance made the motion to approve the final drainage plans.  Jeff Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried.

2.  Stonegate Section 12 C
Kerry Daily with Christopher Burke Engineering stated this should be the last section of Stonegate Subdivision and consists of seven lots.  This section had been divided into smaller sections.  The drainage on the site drains to two existing detention ponds and these lots are located in the far eastern part of the subdivision.  Daily stated he recommends final approval of the drainage. 

Marc Applegate made the motion to approve the final drainage.  Dave Chance seconded.  Motion carried.

3.  Perry Industrial Park 3 – Section 2, Lot 6
Kerry Daily with Christopher Burke Engineering stated that there are no final plans for project at this time but have reviewed the conceptual plan submitted last month and at this time the project does meet the county drainage standards in regards to  conceptual approval.  

They will outlet to Whitelick Creek and will provide detention, and will have to work with relocating the county tiled drain on the lot and will have to deal with Whitelick Creek floodplain along with several other items but at this time Daily would recommend conceptual approval.

Boone County Surveyor Ken Hedge stated that this site is where the county just replaced tile that affects the Aaron Everett farm land and would like to review all plans before final drainage approval is granted to make sure the integrity of the drainage on the Everett’s is maintained.

Jeff Wolfe made the motion to approve the conceptual drainage plan.  Marc Applegate seconded.  Motion carried.

4.  Project I-65 
Kerry Daily with Christopher Burke Engineering stated this project is located on the lot north of the Vroom site in the Perry Industrial Park.  This project was proposed in 2008 but never constructed.  It will discharge to existing detention ponds and has met the county drainage standards at this time therefore he recommends final approval.

Marc Applegate made the motion to approve the final drainage plans.  Jeff Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried.

5.  Holiday Inn Express.
Kerry Daily with Christopher Burke Engineering stated this hotel is between the two roundabouts on the west side of the road at the intersection of Central Boulevard and Main Street.  They are tying into existing storm water inlets and meeting the drainage ordinance requirements as needed therefore he would recommend final approval.

Jeff Wolfe made the motion to grant final drainage approval.  Dave Chance seconded.  Motion carried.

6. Drainage Ordinance Update.
Kerry Daily with Christopher Burke Engineering stated that he will return in December with a revision to the Ordinance/Standards in regards to storm water quality treatment.  Currently they see a lot of the mechanical storm water separator units and the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection has been reviewing them since these structures began being installed in the United States and Daily feels that our Ordinance should use their testing data.  Prior support came from Indianapolis but they no longer are reviewing the testing data.

7.  Stonegate Memorandum of Understanding.
Boone County Drainage Board attorney Bob Clutter stated that he along with Ken Hedge and Craig Parks with the Boone County Highway Department have worked out an agreement with the developer of Stonegate Section 11 to replace 108’ of 16 inch concrete pipe with HDPE DR 17 pipe and allow it to be directionally bored on the south side of CR 550 S.

The developer has agreed to place $5000.00 within the Stonegate Legal Drain Watershed fund to be used for future repairs.  Which these monies are basically funds to offset the cost of repairing the road should the tile need repaired since the road would no doubt be cut instead of bored.

Dave Chance made the motion to accept the MOU.  Jeff Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried.




8.  Sanitary Ditch Flow Rate/Adoption by City of Lebanon.
Boone County Drainage Board attorney Bob Clutter stated that he wanted the Drainage Board to know that the City of Lebanon City Council and the Lebanon Storm Water Board signed a resolution establishing the Sanitary Ditch designated drainage area.  This document adopts flow rates for developments that would affect the legal drain.

9.  Slipher Legal Drain in Union Twp.
Boone County Surveyor Ken Hedge stated that he received a letter of petition from Nate Miller requesting maintenance on the upper end of the Slipher Legal drain tile which is north of SR 32 in Union Township.  The lower end was reconstructed in prior years and the upper end goes through a woods.

Hedge stated he has no problem with pursuing maintenance on the upper end but felt notification from the Drainage Board needed to be given to the land owners where the broke tile lies before any work could be done.

Dave Chance approved the request for maintenance work and authorized the county surveyor to notify the affected land owners.  Jeff Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried.

10.  Wills Legal Drain.
Boone County Surveyor Ken Hedge stated he received a request from Jim Michalke to repair part of the Wills legal drain that goes under SR 39 north of Lebanon.  Hedge stated he will work with the county attorney since there is statute that describes the state being responsible for paying for the portion of repair that runs under a State road.

11.  Simpson Legal Drain.
Boone County Surveyor Ken Hedge stated that he wanted the Board to be aware that work will begin on the Simpson Legal Drain that affects the proposed Hampshire Subdivision in Eagle Township.  Hedge and staff will be working with the contractor to make sure the work is done satisfactory.
