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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

January 3, 2012
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on January 3, 2012.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Charles Eaton, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  President Wolfe stated that he was going to move the Agenda around a little bit to place the Appointment of officers for the Board of Commissioners to the top.  Commissioner Eaton made a motion to appoint Commissioner Applegate as President for the 2012 year.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to appoint Commissioner Eaton as Vice President for the 2012 year.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The Commissioners moved to their newly appointed seats.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Eaton made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 19, 2008 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no Anson claims but he did have a software purchase and maintenance agreement with Pictometry International Corporation.  This is for the GIS programs.  The price is determined by your population and being under 100,000, the total amount of the agreement is $7,399.  Attorney Clutter stated that he has reviewed it and he has no issues with the agreement and it requires one signature.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the contract and to authorize President Applegate to execute the document.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented a business associate agreement between Correctional Healthcare Companies, Inc. and Boone County.  This is a HIPPA required agreement that allows the Healthcare firm to collect PHI (personal health information) from the inmates and share with the County and the second is a first amendment to the agreement for inmate health care services; it renews the current agreement between the County and what used to be HPL, which is now Correctional Healthcare Companies, Inc.  The terms are the same but there is a slight increase of just over $2600 a year.  Sheriff Campbell stated that this company has been excellent to work with and he would encourage the Commissioners to approve both agreements.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve both agreements.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT OF BOARD MEMBERS FOR 2012
Commissioner Eaton made a motion to approve John Batts for the Regional Workforce Board.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This appointment is made along with Mayor Lewis, who supported this appointment.

Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to reappoint Patti Crow, Dr. Tricia Hettmansberger and Dr. Crystal Jones to the Boone County Health Board.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Commissioner Eaton made a motion to reappoint Bill Sutton to the Alcoholic Beverage Board.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to reappoint Mr. Don Lawson to the Drainage Board.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0  

Commissioner Eaton made a motion to reappoint Marc Applegate to the EMA Board.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0

Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to reappoint Charles Eaton to the Board of Finance.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Commissioner Eaton made a motion to reappoint John Ulmer to the Hoosier Heartland Council.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Commissioner Eaton made a motion to reappoint Wendy McMann and Paulette Dowden to the CVB.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    The current representative is Mayor Huck Lewis and Attorney Clutter expressed his interpretation of the By-Laws that the appointment should be an acting Commissioner on the Board.  Commissioner Wolfe volunteered to be on the CVB Board.  Commissioner Eaton made a motion to appoint Commissioner Wolfe to be their representative on the CVB Board.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to reappoint Tom Lingafelter and Mark Ransom to the RDC.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Michele Thomas’ term is up and the Commissioners requested that Mrs. Lasley-Maue contact the school to see if they would like to reappoint her to the Board.
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to reappoint Bob Miller to the Mapleview Board.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF AMENDMENT TO THE FLOOD PLAIN ORDINANCE
Mrs. Rachel Cardis, Executive Director of Boone County Area Plan, was present and requested that the Commissioners approve Ordinance 2012-01, an amendment to the Flood Plain Ordinance.  Attorney Clutter stated that there were some very minor changes made in the wording of some definition per DNR approval.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve Ordinance 2012-01.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Boone County Assessor, Lisa Garoffolo, was present and informed the Commissioners that there was a good chance that her PTABOA Board will go to three members instead of the current five which means that you will only have two appointments and not three.  The current appointments by the Commissioners are Peggy Lewis, George Anderson and Bob Guernsey.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they had received the name of an individual from Worth Township that is interested in being on PTABOA and felt that it was a little late for this year but asked that they keep her name and information for possible consideration next year.  Commissioner Applegate stated that maybe they should have one Councilperson and one Commissioner meet with Mrs. Garoffolo to discuss the options.  Commissioner Wolfe questioned Mrs. Garoffolo if she was planning on going back to the Council to ask for more money and she replied yes but she knew what they were going to say as they would ask her how many appeals she was going to have and she has no idea how many to expect.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to reappoint George Anderson, Peggy Lewis and Bob Guernsey to PTABOA with the understanding that the appointments will be revisited in the first meeting of February and if this Board goes to a three member Board, that one of these individuals will have to be taken off.    Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present and requested permission for out of state travel for Tonya Beane.  They have received a grant in the amount of $5,000 for attending the National Public Health Preparedness Summit in Anaheim, CA.  Ms. Murphy applied for a scholarship for herself and was one of only 60 selected so she would be attending this conference also.  They would be traveling together and rooming together and all the expenses would be paid for by the grant or the scholarship.  This is for three days in February.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the out of state travel for both.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Mike Miller, Courthouse Maintenance Supervisor, was present and informed the Commissioners that they were working on the wall repair in the corner of the Annex basement.  They have applied a couple coats of waterproofing material and they really won’t know if that worked until they get another heavy rain.  They have repaired the drywall in that area and will be getting that office squared away quickly.  Per Mr. Miller they are working on the handrails at the Courthouse with the Oak railing that they are mounting on top of the rails.  They are working on some floor patching in the Courthouse and some painting in the Health Department in the Annex.  They are working on some wall patching on the 4th floor Rotunda area, they have cleaned the heating and air ducts in the Camp Street building, and they have started on the carpet replacement in the Reassessment Office in the basement at the Courthouse.  The Christmas decorations will be coming down this week, per Mr. Miller.
Commissioner Wolfe stated that he had met with Judge Edens, Todd Meyer and Mike Miller to review plans for the 4th floor.  They do not want to pursue any construction at this time due to the 100th anniversary of the Courthouse coming up.  Mike is working on some reorganization of storage on that floor and is looking at the possibilities of making some of the offices on the fourth floor available for Todd to expand his child support division.  This may require a little bit of paint and carpet, but nothing major.  Another concern is that defendants and attorneys have no where to sit down and meet prior to their court cases so they are also trying to address that issue.
Commissioner Wolfe stated that they probably need to establish a committee for the 100th anniversary of the Boone County Courthouse.  Wolfe suggested that they might want to get with the Council and see if they can obtain some funding for a celebration.  Much discussion followed regarding advertising and finding interested individuals to serve on the committee.  It was suggested that Mark Smith, Boone County Historical Society, would be a good one to work on this.  They are thinking that they would like to coordinate this with the July 4th activities.
Mr. John Stansell, GUTS, was present to present his monthly report (See Appendix 1).  In December they closed 265 calls and they had 6 calls that were not closed within the 12 hour goal.  Currently they have 17 open calls with 13 of those being new tasks or projects.  On December 8th the County experienced a brief power outage which caused a couple of issues.  Those were corrected by December 20th.  Mr. Stansell stated that the Kiosk computer at the Jail has been completed and allows payment of commissary and other jail funds.  Mr. Stansell briefly went through the ongoing projects.  Mr. Stansell informed the Commissioners that they had updated the County website and it is now in color; red, white and blue.  Stansell stated that there are more changes to come.  

Mrs. Rachel Cardis, Executive Director of the Boone County Area Plan, was present and presented her monthly report (See Appendix 2).  They had 7 permits, 53 inspections, 4 BZA filings and revenue of $1269.

Ms. Cindy Murphy, Health Department Administrator, informed the Commissioners that the State Department of Health has once again pushed back their effective date on the policy change for children on their immunization programs.  It is now February 1, 2012.  Ms. Murphy also informed the Commissioners that they have also rolled out a pilot program this last quarter for some of the local Health Departments that are in a community that is medically underserved that they don’t have medical providers who are vaccinating children; they don’t have a place to go.  They are very much reliant on the local Health Department so they went with a company called Vaxcare, which allows the local Health Department to order the vaccine and not pay for it.  The local Health Department stores it and inventories it then when a child comes in they go ahead and administer the vaccine and they collect all the insurance information and they check their eligibility and insurance payment is approved, then they send that information to Vaxcare, they bill the insurance and then they pay the local Health Department their administrative fee that is charged.  
Interim Highway Supervisor Rick Carney was present to give his weekly report.  Mr. Carney reported that they had gone out yesterday and applied some salt and sand in the Zionsville area.  Their new grader is in and Mr. Carney invited the Board to stop and see it.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS

Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix 3 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Eaton made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
