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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

June 16, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on June 16, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 10:05 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 9, 2014 Special Meeting and the June 2, 2014 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF PROCLAMATION REQUEST FOR ‘BOONE COUNTY PURDUE EXTENSION DAY’
Ms. Joyce Fuesting, Boone County Extension Board President, was present to request that the Commissioners declare Saturday, July 19, 2014, ‘Boone County Purdue Extension Day’.  Attorney Clutter read the Proclamation.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM CARMEN OTTINGER FOR ‘BACK TO THE FIFTIES’
Mrs. Carmen Ottinger, Back to the Fifties Chairman, was present to request use of the Courthouse, the parking area behind the Annex and the needed outdoor area for the event.  The event this year is September 12th and 13th.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF BID OPENINGS FOR BOONE COUNTY BRIDGE #220
Attorney Clutter opened three bids for Boone County Bridge #220.  The bids were as follows:
American Contracting and Services    $1,826.861.92

Duncan Robertson, Inc.    $1,642,378.50

Yates Construction     $1,599,872.46

Commissioner Applegate made a motion to take the bids under advisement.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  It was decided that the Commissioners would hold a special meeting on Tuesday, June 24th at 9:00 am to award the bid for Boone Bridge #220.

IN THE MATTER OF UPDATE ON ELK’S BUILDING
Mrs. Laurie Christie and Mr. Bing Ewen, DLZ, were present to update the Commissioners on the renovation plans for the recently purchased building at 220 West Washington Street.  Mr. Ewen presented the Commissioners with the construction documents and reviewed them with the Commissioners.  Mr. Ewen estimated the basic building cost to be around $384,000 with approximately $39,000 for the general contractor and other costs will bring it to approximately $500,000.  This price does include the dumbwaiter.  The estimate for the dumbwaiter is $28,000 for material and construction.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve proceeding with bidding and permitting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Ewen stated that the bid time is approximately 4 weeks and the permitting time is 4 – 6 weeks.  They hope to be able to start construction the beginning of August and the time for construction is approximately 270 days.  
IN THE MATTER OF OPENING PUBLIC HEARING FOR RE-ESTABLISHING THE CCD FUND AND INCREASING THE TAX RATE
Commissioner Lawson opened the Public Hearing for Re-Establishing the CCD Fund and Increasing the tax rate.  Attorney Clutter read Ordinance 2014-03 which was passed on the first reading on June 2, 2014.  Mr. Aaron Smith, Lebanon resident; Deanna Willhoite, Boone County Auditor; Gene Thompson, Boone County Councilman; and Marcia Wilhoite, Boone County Councilperson all spoke regarding the issue.  Mr. Smith was the only one speaking who was against the passing of the Ordinance.  
IN THE MATTER OF CLOSING PUBLIC HEARING AND CONSIDERING RE-ESTABLISHING THE CCD FUND AND INCREASING THE TAX RATE
With no further public input, Commissioner Lawson closed the Public Hearing.  After some discussion, Commissioner Applegate made a motion to table this decision until the next meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be added to the Agenda for June 24th.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present to request that one of her employees be allowed to travel to Washington DC July 13th through July 17th.  This is for our Tobacco Free Boone County Coordinator for the Legacy’s Youth Leadership Institute.  Eight teams were selected nationally and Boone County was one of the eight.  Along with the County Coordinator will be a team of young people for a three day convention.  This will not cost the County anything.  Ms. Murphy is making this request per the County Handbook.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the out of state travel.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Ms. Murphy stated that she is very proud to work in Boone County and is very proud of what our County has to offer.  With that said, she stated that she would like to request that the Commissioners look into providing an employee parking lot which is in the best interest of all the employees.  Murphy stated that she gets complaints quite often from employees regarding the parking situation for the County.  Murphy also mentioned that the County needs an animal shelter.
Mrs. Terri Batts, Boone County GIS Department, was present to request the use of the Connie Lamar Room on June 17th for a gathering of the Mrs. Boone County participants.  Mrs. Batts also requested the use of one of the easels for the night of the pageant.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
Attorney Clutter presented a Performance Bond for release.  The Bond is for Stonegate Section 12A, storm sewer and sub drains in the amount of $62,812.20.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the release of the Performance Bond.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, was present and presented a Utility Agreement for REMC.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Carney stated that he needs to do another Small Structure Inspection.  The three bids are as follows:
Leo Runchlage at $75,000

BLN at $90,000

Clark-Dietz at $73,670

Mr. Carney requested permission to award Clark Dietz the project.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to award this project to Clark-Dietz.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Sheriff Ken Campbell informed the Commissioners that Sgt. Dale Kenworthy retired and has requested to keep his duty pistol.  Campbell stated that if the Commissioners allow this request, Mr. Kenworthy will purchase to the Sheriff’s specifications a replacement pistol for the Department.  Campbell stated that he has no issues with this as the County will be getting a new replacement for a pistol which is approximately 20 years old.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to declare Sgt. Kenworthy’s duty pistol surplus.  Attorney Clutter has the serial number and the information for this pistol.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the contract for Sharp which President Lawson executed at the last meeting.  This was re-presented to President Lawson to sign a line which was missed in the original signing.  Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
