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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

August 4, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on August 4, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the July 21, 2014 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the two July 14, 2014 Budget Workshops.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a Performance Bond for MI Homes for Maple Grove Section 2 for erosion control and storm sewers in the amount of $128,846.50 to be released.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to release the Performance Bonds for Maple Grove Section 2.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then presented Performance Bonds to be accepted.  The first bond was for GDI Construction for a Sanitary Legal Drain Project at SR 32 for ditch bank improvements in the amount of $131,785.50.  The second Performance Bond was for Valenti Held Whitestown Parkway for erosion control and storm pipe in the amount of $101,706.  The last Performance Bond was for Beazer Homes for Walker Farms Section 16 for erosion control and storm sewer in the amount of $198,289.38.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to accept the previously listed Performance Bonds.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then informed the Commissioners that the old Sunoco property on Indianapolis Avenue is owned by Tom Rybar.  Evidently during the process of going through the right-of-ways for the City’s Indianapolis Avenue project, it was determined that there is a small sliver of land right between Mr. Rybar’s property and the County’s property for the fairgrounds.  It is about half an acre, but it is a very narrow triangle.  (See Appendix #1)  That property is still owned by Sunoco and should have been deeded to Mr. Rybar.  Due to a surveying error it is still showing that Sunoco owns that small sliver of land.  Sunoco agrees that it should go to Tom Rybar but they are requesting confirmation from the Commissioners that it should not belong to the County.  Attorney Clutter confirmed this with the GIS Department.  The Auditor’s Office does show that it is owned by the Commissioners but it is not.  No one has ever paid taxes on it. Sunoco is ready to deed it over to Mr. Rybar as long as the County has no objections.  Attorney Clutter will draft a letter to Sunoco giving them confirmation that the land does not belong to the County and they have no issue with Sunoco deeding the small area over to Mr. Rybar if the Commissioners approve.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to authorize Attorney Clutter to draft a letter to Sunoco on behalf of the Commissioners.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LOCAL PUBLIC AGENCY SURVEY
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, and Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, were present to discuss the local public agency survey.  Mr. Dunlap presented a survey form in which the County has to complete and submit by September 1, 2014.  This is the local public agency survey and we have to have a designated staff with Title VI coordination responsibilities.  Currently, the ADA Director, Rachel Cardis, is listed as such.  This position actually needs to be added to someone’s job description.  Clutter stated that Mrs. Cardis is the ADA Coordinator but the Title XI is broader than just ADA.  Title VI is any discrimination or impairment.  Attorney Clutter suggested that the Commissioners’ Administrative Assistant be appointed that responsibility or someone in the Auditor’s Office.  Commissioner Applegate stated that he would rather have Mrs. Lasley-Maue take that responsibility.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to appoint Mrs. Lasley-Maue as the Title VI Boone County Coordinator and in her job description she can delegate certain aspects of it to other individuals.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be added to her job description and the ADA Coordinator is delegated by her to Mrs. Cardis and will be added to her job description, per Clutter.
President Lawson, at this time, stated that the needed to schedule an Executive Session for personnel issues.  The meeting was scheduled for Friday, August 8th at 8:30 am.  
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF BCSSI VEHICLES INSURANCE
Mr. Dan Lamar, Lamar and Lamar, was present and informed the Commissioners that there are a few vehicles that are titled to the Boone County Commissioners but actually under the control of the Boone County Senior Services.  This is due to the fact that there was a grant that BCSSI was not physically structured to be eligible for.  The Commissioners were and the only way to get the vehicles at the time was to go through the Commissioners.  Therefore, the Commissioners took on the responsibility of ownership and as a result of being owners of the vehicles now have the insurance.  At the time Mr. Lamar registered a concern that they were insuring something that was not under your care, custody and control.  Even though BCSSI is a great organization and very well run, the Commissioners are still ultimately responsible with what happens to those vehicles, per Lamar.  Lamar expressed his concern that if there is an accident, the County will be named in the claim.  There is potential for stacking the limits.  Lamar questioned if the cars could be transferred to BCSSI and Attorney Clutter responded by saying ‘no unfortunately’.  Clutter stated that the actual pass through agreement states that the service provider (BCSSI) will maintain proper liability, collision and property damage insurance for the service provided in the project.  The grant agreement specifically states that they are to maintain adequate insurance.  Clutter stated that his concern is that since the County maintains ownership that we continue to maintain coverage too but would refer to Dan Lamar on that.  Mr. Lamar replied that he felt that if the County was listed on their policy as additional insured we would be notified of what their limits of liability are, what their deductibles are and that would provide us with coverage and we would be in the second position if something were to happen.  Attorney Clutter will contact Anita Bowen at BCSSI and have her contact their insurance company and have them list Boone County as an additional insurer and also request a copy of their Certificate of Insurance.  Attorney Clutter will add language to the Memorandum of Understanding that we have with BCSSI to help protect the County.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVING 2015 PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION GRANT FOR BCSSI
Attorney Bob Clutter presented the 2015 Public Transportation Grant for the Boone County Senior Services, Inc.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-02 approving the grant application and authorizing President Lawson to execute the documents for the grant.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  After the meeting it was discovered that this should have been Resolution 2014-04.  The document was corrected and Attorney Clutter was notified of the error.  
IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY HEALTH ASSESSMENT
Mr. Greg Inman, Boone County Environmental Director, was present along with Oyine Ali-George, a Health Department Intern, who compiled the 32 page report.  Mr. Inman stated that this is one of the three documents that they have to have to become accredited.  This report measures the health of Boone County residents and ranks them within the state.  The survey found that the concerning top health issues in Boone County are as follows:
Substance Abuse

Chronic Conditions (cancer, alzheimers)

Obesity and Nutrition

Mental Health and Mental Disorders

Tobacco Use

The report broke down each concern in gender, age and income.  The County’s average was compared to Indiana’s average as well as the United States’ average.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

There was no other business for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
President Lawson complimented Mr. Mike Miller, Maintenance Supervisor, on how nice the sidewalks leading to the Courthouse look now that they have been replaced.

Commissioner Marc Applegate inquired of Mr. Sean Horan, GUTS, if the surplus computers could be made available to local non-profits instead of sending them to Easter Seals.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they have tried to do that in the past and they have had an issue with the groups not picking them up.  Commissioner Applegate requested that the local community have first choice of getting them if they are wanted.  Mr. Horan will contact the Community Foundation to let them know that they are available.  

Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, was present and presented Utility Agreements for the Commissioners’ approval.  The first three presented were for Lamb Farms, David Summers and TDS.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Carney informed the Commissioners that the last one was with Vectren to install 8,600 feet of 6” plastic gas main and suggested that the Commissioners might want to request a three year Maintenance Bond on this one.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve with the condition that there is a three year Maintenance Bond.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Commissioner Applegate requested an update on Boone County Bridge #220 from Mr. Carney.  He responded that they expect the bridge to be completed by Thanksgiving.  

Major Mike Nielsen, Boone County Sheriff Department, was present and informed the Commissioners that there has been a lot going on in the Sheriff’s Department in the last 45 days and that the Sheriff’s Department is doing great.  Nielsen stated that he is very pleased with the dedicated men and women that they have in that Department and they are constantly moving forward every single day.  In the last couple of weeks they have ran an internal process to replace two deputies; as of September 1 they will have two merit deputy spots open; those of Sgt.  Kenworthy and Sheriff Ken Campbell.  They had seven qualified applicants to select from and Major Nielsen informed the Commissioners that they had hired Leon Golladay and Ken Conley.  Nielsen reminded the Commissioners that the middle of June he requested a State Board of Accounts audit for the past four years which has been completed.  Nielsen indicated that the exit interview is coming up and will be giving the Commissioners a report once that is completed.  Commissioner Applegate questioned if President Lawson could sit in on the exit interview of those audits and Major Nielsen responded absolutely.  Nielsen informed the Commissioners that come September 1st there will be a new website for the Boone County Sheriff’s Department and that GUTS is assisting in that project.  Nielsen stated that he is paying for that out of the Commissary account, which is a legal use of that account.  They will also at that time release their social media as well as some phone aps.  Major Nielsen informed the Commissioners that he has been working with Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, to make sure that the HR laws are followed in the Department.  Nielsen and Councilperson Marcia Wilhoite have met regarding the Sheriff’s budget and Nielsen stated that things are going very well in the Department.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the Clerk’s Monthly Report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Clerk’s Report.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #3  for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
