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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

October 21, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on October 21, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:15 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the October 7, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he only had one legal issue and that was the Declaratory Resolution 2013-08 which, if approved by the Commissioners, would give their approval to offer an incentive to hc1 and Mobi.  The funds would not exceed $70,000 for Mobi and $80,000 for hc1.   This money will come out of the TIF Funds from the 96th Street TIF Area.  The RDC approved this in their meeting on September 13, 2013.  The Area Plan Commission approved this in their meeting on October 9, 2013.  If the Commissioners approve the Resolution, this will go back to the RDC for a public hearing on November 15, 2013.  At the conclusion of the public hearing, if the RDC wants to finalize it they will adopt a Confirmatory Resolution.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve 2013-08.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM REYNOLDS FARM EQUIPMENT REGARDING ELECTROCHEMICAL
The representatives from Reynolds Farm Equipment did not show for today’s meeting; however, Attorney Clutter explained that they are interested in purchasing the Electrochemical property on Indianapolis Avenue and expanding their Farm Equipment dealership.  They apparently were not ready for today’s meeting so we can look forward to their attending in the near future.

IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF VETERANS AFFAIR POSITION VACANCY FOR 2014
President Wolfe stated that the County’s current Veterans Affair Officer of 14 years has notified them of his intent to retire at the end of the 2013 calendar year.  Commissioner Wolfe thanked Mr. Don Campbell for his service to the County.  This office has been revised by the State and is now requiring training, testing and additional mandates on this position.  The Commissioners agreed that they should advertise this position to see who in the Community might be interested in the position.  To apply for the Veterans Affair Officer, you must be a veteran with a minimum of 6 months service and been honorably discharged.  You must also be a Boone County resident.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to advertise the position and have the deadline set for the next meeting which is November 4, 2013.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERING ORDINANCE AND INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT FOR SOLID WASTE
Mrs. Jennifer Lawrence, Executive Director Boone County Solid Waste, explained that she had previously requested that an Ordinance be drafted for the Commissioners to take over truck registration for Solid Waste.  Mrs. Lawrence reminded the Commissioners that there is a new state law saying that Solid Waste Districts can no longer register truck haulers.  Mrs. Lawrence stated that they have revised the definition for solid waste transporters and made it not as broad as it used to be.  The other change is that the fee used to be $50 per truck and the new fee is $100 per hauler.  The Ordinance is 2013-04.  Commissioner Applegate questioned if the Solid Waste special assessment fee would change and Mrs. Lawrence stated they are still looking at that.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Ordinance.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lawrence then presented an Interlocal Agreement between Boone County Solid Waste and the Boone County Commissioners which allows the Boone County Solid Waste District to perform the day to day duties needed for the haulers registration.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Interlocal.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF SHRED-IT CONTRACT
Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that he had contacted Jeff Buis from Shred-It and they had agreed to all of the changes Attorney Clutter requested with the exception of the fuel surcharge.  At the last meeting, the Commissioners requested that he contact him again to try to get a cap on the fuel surcharge.  Mr. Buis informed Attorney Clutter that their normal cap is 12% but that they would be willing to cap it at 8% for the County.  After some discussion, the Commissioners requested that he contact Mr. Buis again and try to get an amount of the cap.  Attorney Clutter will re contact Shred-It and report back to the Commissioners at their next meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF NEW PRICING FROM PROLIANCE
Attorney Clutter presented new pricing from ProLiance for natural gas that goes to the Courthouse, Annex, Jail, Highway garage and Mapleview.  Per the contract, there has been a name change from ETC ProLiance to ETC ProLiance Energy LLC and it deletes the Camp Street building.  The pricing breaks down estimated usage of each facility by the month.  Highway Supervisor, Rick Carney, questioned why we are paying two invoices for natural gas and stated that he felt that he was paying more now than a year ago.  After much discussion it was decided to ask ProLiance and Vectren to send a representative to the next meeting to answer questions regarding this program.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue will contact them to set that up.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF 2014 HOLIDAY SCHEDULE
Attorney Clutter presented the proposed 2014 Holiday Schedule for the County.  (See Appendix #1)  After review, Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the 2014 Holiday schedule.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Applegate suggested that they look at snow closings and how that should be treated as far as employees not working and what constitutes closing down the County.  Sheriff Campbell will bring the different levels of alert on weather conditions to the next meeting.  The Commissioners felt that there needed to be a set policy on snow days and the closing of the County.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Attorney Clutter presented a contract with Maximus for renewal for 4D-Child Support.  This is a three year contract in the amount of $15,000.  The years would be 2013, 2014 and 2015 at $5,000 a year.  This is a not to exceed amount.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Maximus contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a contract that pays for itself in finding reimbursable funds.  This will be paid from 0101 068-3000.03.
Attorney Clutter stated that Mrs. Lasley-Maue just found a document that says that ProLiance’s 
pricing is down 23% from the contract last year.  
Sue Ritz was present and thanked the Commissioners for allowing her to be their appointment to the CIRTA Board and announced that as of January 1, 2014 she was resigning her position on that Board.  Mrs. Ritz stated that the Board meets once a month, the fourth Wednesday at 9:00 am in Indianapolis at the Indianapolis Chamber Building.  Mrs. Ritz recommended Mr. Dax Norton as her replacement.  President Wolfe thanked Mrs. Ritz for her many years of service to the County.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Highway Supervisor Rick Carney was present to present an INDOT LPA Agreement for the 400 South extension project.  The only change is the time line which has been changed to 7/1/2014 – 3/31/2015.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Agreement and to authorize the President and the Vice President to sign on behalf of the Commissioners.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the monthly Treasurer’s Report and the monthly Clerk’s Report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve both reports.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted with the exception of one for a subscription to a magazine.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
