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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

February 16, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on February 16, 2016.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:07 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the February 1, 2016 Business Meeting and the Memorandum from the February 1, 2016 Executive Session.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a Maintenance Bond for Energy Systems Group for the Geothermal/Solar Panels project at the Jail.  This is a 3 year Maintenance Bond in the amount of $160,000 and Attorney Clutter recommended the approval of the Commissioners.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then presented a Performance Bond for release for Manors at Clark Meadows Section 1 for storm sewer and rear yard SSD in the amount of $509,111.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Clutter then presented a Maintenance Bond for acceptance for Manors at Clark Meadows Section 1 for storm sewers in the amount of $137,818.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF GUTS CONTRACT FOR PRINT AND MAILBOX SERVICES
Boone County Treasurer, Debbie Ottinger, was present to request that the Commissioners approve a contract with GUTS for the Print and Mailbox services.  They did extend the contracts termination date to December 31, 2017.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be paid from budget line #1000.0003.430.431.0.9016.
Ms. Ottinger also requested permission to allow some filming in her office regarding a documentary for Alzheimers.  Ms. Ottinger assured the Commissioners that she would be with the filming crew at all times and they would only film in her office.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO BOONE COUNTY HEALTH BOARD
Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present to request that the Commissioners re-appoint Dr. Gabrielle Nicholas to the Health Board.  Ms. Murphy explained that the former Mayor Huck Lewis had made the re-appointment at the end of 2015 and it was discovered that this is actually a Commissioners’ appointment.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to re-appoint Gabrielle Nicholas to the Health Board.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF SERVICE AGREEMENT WITH PURPLE FORGE CORPORATION (ELECTION APP)
Mrs. Jessica Fouts, Boone County Clerk, was present to request that the Commissioners approve an agreement to purchase an election app, which is similar to the State of Indiana app.  This would have all the local election information on it, results, voting locations, candidates running, etc…This is a four year agreement and requires one signature.  The County Council and the IT Department has already approved it.  Mrs. Fouts stated that she had found a fee which she implemented last July and they have collected $35,000.  This fee is collected from any cash bond for a criminal defendant.  Commissioner Applegate stated that he did not think this would be used that much and questioned the need for it considering the money.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the document.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-1 with Commissioner Applegate voting against the request.  This will be paid from budget line number 1000.0010.430.431.0.1030.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Ms. Cindy Murphy requested that her office be allowed to close on Wednesday, March 30th from 8:00 am until 12:00 noon for a public health awareness exercise that day in Zionsville at the Freshman Center.  They will be setting up a Family Assistance Center which is a grant requirement and the State Department of Health will be there evaluating.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Murphy updated the Commissioners on the Health Department’s efforts towards trying to counter the substance abuse issue in our County.  They created a brochure (See Appendix #1)
and have created a Task Force; Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Sheriff Mike Nielsen, Councilman Tom Santelli are on the Task Force along with a few others.  

Murphy also informed the group that a State wide chapter of Steered Straight is now in Indiana and will be hosting an event on February 24th at 6:30 pm at the Whitestown Municipal Building.  This is being promoted as a parent assembly and all are encouraged to attend.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they just cannot stress enough the issues that the County is having dealing with substance abuse and he also encouraged all to attend.  
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENT
Sheriff Mike Nielsen informed the Commissioners of the multi vehicle crash on Sunday; stating that it was the worst one he had ever seen in his 32 years of law enforcement in Boone County.  This was also one of the most well organized crashes that he has ever worked as well.  There were 52 vehicles involved within a 2 mile area.  All participating public safety responders were able to get patients transported, people that were stranded to EMA and Red Cross facilities at the Fairgrounds and all of that was done and the interstate opened back up within 5 hours.  Every public agency within and outside of our County did a fantastic job.  The CAD system helped to make this incident go very smooth and the communications center was on top of it.  We had 4 individuals working the center and they are the hub of all communications and they did an excellent job.  Sheriff Nielsen stated that the wrecker companies did a phenomenal job in clearing the vehicles; some taking two at a time.  Nielsen wanted to publically thank all who helped in any way.  The Sheriff stated that he has been working with a domestic animal issue up in rural Boone County in the Terhune area and wanted to thank the Health Department and the Humane Society for the work that they have done to help with that.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, (See Appendix #3) was present and stated that he had a modification to a Utility Agreement which was approved in the last Commissioners’ meeting.  The Agreement was with REMC and they had to find a new route so this modifies the first one.  Parks stated that there did not need to be any additional bonds added to the modification.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks stated that his department worked for 6 hours on Sunday and he was very impressed with what he heard on dispatch regarding the multi vehicle accident.  Parks stated that he does have a truck driver vacancy and will be taking applications through Work One.  Normally they require the applicant to have a CDL but this time they are allowing the individual to acquire the CDL within 90 days.  According to Mr. Parks, the Council approved funding through the MVH to move forward for the design of the Ronald Reagan.  Plans are to get a work shop together with both Boards to work through an Interlocal and get it drafted and get this underway.  Parks has received notification from the MPO that their staff has recommended that our bridge #202 be funded and we should receive $1.2 million of federal funds and that is the Sycamore over Eagle Creek Bridge.  This still has to be voted on but Parks stated that he felt good about it.  As far as Park knows, this is believed to be the first award from the MPO for Boone County.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented an affidavit and claim for DLZ for $201.00 to be paid from the COIT bond related to the Elks Building.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the affidavit.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Clutter then presented an affidavit for ESG in the amount of $80,000.  This is the final payment for the Geothermal at the Jail.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the affidavit.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The last one presented was for American Timber Bridge in the amount of $178,545 for Bridge #314.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the affidavit.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Clutter presented the Clerk’s Report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Clerk’s Report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented Key Requests from Circuit Court and Community Corrections. Lawson made a motion to approve the Key Requests.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #3 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
