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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

December 22, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 8:15 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on December 22, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 8:15 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
Attorney Clutter presented the claims for today’s meeting.  See Appendix #1 for claims approved in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the claims.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Attorney Clutter reminded the Commissioners that they approved the contract with Nacr a couple of weeks ago with some changes that he had made.  Nacr returned the contract and approved all but one which related to their accessing personal data.  They wanted us to indemnify them for any breach or access of personal data and I will not do that.  They said that they cannot take that provision out so they substituted a different provision which says that they will not instruct them to either access personal data for any employee, customer or other individual contained in the product.  Attorney Clutter stated that he was alright with the change and that if the Commissioners approve they need to make a motion and to authorize President Lawson to initial the change.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the contract with the change and to authorize President Lawson to initial the change.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Attorney Clutter then stated that the Commissioners had addressed this issue before.  The issue is that the Auditor’s Office is denying claims on mileage if the employee doesn’t come to the office before going to the meeting or work site.  Clutter pointed out that sometimes it is less mileage for them to go from home and not from work.  In our prior meeting when this was addressed, the Commissioners agreed that they could turn mileage in from home.  The Area Plan Office has turned in mileage claims for visiting BZA sites and the Auditor’s Office is now asking for all the addresses and mileage from site to site.  Claims have been denied due to the Auditor’s Office not being able to find the sites on Google.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that in the beginning they said that they wanted to follow closely with the IRS regulations on turning in mileage and he stated that he has been doing that for a lot of years and you have to turn in your total miles.  Clutter replied that Area Plan has been turning in the total miles they just haven’t been breaking it all down to each site.  President Lawson stated that with the Health Department it was a cost savings factor as it didn’t make since, for example, if you live in Mechanicsburg and you are going to Lafayette for a meeting to come to the office first.  One of the claims for Area Plan was an INDOT meeting in Indianapolis at 8:00 am which means that the employee would have had to come from Avon to Lebanon and then to Indianapolis and the employee’s hourly pay for the extra travel time would have been more than the mileage.  Commissioner Wolfe asked what they needed to do and Attorney Clutter suggested that they send instructions to the Auditor’s Office to approve claims per the handbook and not add extra requirements in that are not necessary.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to authorize Attorney Clutter and Mrs. Lasley-Maue to draft a letter to be sent to the Auditor’s Office instructing them to go by the handbook.  Commissioner Applegate asked if they could approve the email first and was told yes.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
With no further business, Commissioner Applegate made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
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
