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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

December 2, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on December 2, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Kathy Clawson filled in for Karen Lasley-Maue, Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the November 18, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Memorandum regarding the Executive Session which was held on November 18, 2013.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
Attorney Clutter stated that the only thing he had was a Performance Bond for Watermark Villas in Whitestown for Storm Sewers and Erosion Control in the amount of $343,036.00.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Performance Bond.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST BY THE RECORDER’S OFFICE TO CLOSE FOR REDACTION MEETING
Boone County Recorder, Nikki Baldwin, was present to request that her office be allowed to close on Friday, December 20, 2013 from 11:00 am to 2:00 pm for their annual training (that is required by the State).  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF INDOT GRANTS FOR BCSSI
No one came from the Boone County Senior Services.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF THE EXTENSION CONTRACT WITH PURDUE
This contract was presented at the last meeting; however, the Commissioners had requested that the amount be verified with the Auditor’s office.  Attorney Clutter stated that Mrs. Chris Large had verified the amount to be $103,645.  This is for one signature and President Wolfe explained that the County pays a portion of the salaries in the Extension Office.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the contract and to authorize President Wolfe to sign on behalf of the Board.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

Attorney Clutter advised that all bids appeared to be complete.   President Wolfe asked that the Co-Alliance bid be dealt with separately because the price that they are quoting is only good for today only.   Commissioner Applegate made a motion to take the bids under advisement, withholding the Co-Alliance bid.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The Commissioners decided to hold off on their acceptance of the fuel bid for the time being.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to table the fuel bid and discuss at the next Commissioners’ meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OPENING BIDS FOR LOADER FOR THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT
Attorney Clutter opened the only bid received for the loader.  The bid was from Rudd Equipment in the amount of $173,450.75 less a trade in of the John Deer 624 G ($15,000.)  The net price is $158,454.75.  The bid appears to be complete, according to Attorney Clutter.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to take the bid under advisement.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF MAKING BOARD APPOINTMENTS FOR 2014
Attorney Clutter stated that they had two openings for the Thorntown Library Board and they had recommendations for Sandra Naekel and Amber Brown.  These appointments are for four years so their term would be January 1, 2014 through December 31, 2017.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve both appointments.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Commissioner Applegate stated that Commissioner Lawson had agreed to take his place on the EMA Board.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to appoint Commissioner Lawson to the EMA Board.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  That is a one year term.
Attorney Clutter stated that they had letters of interest from Dax Norton for the CIRTA Board and also from Paulette Dowden to remain on the CVB.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to appoint Dax Norton to the CIRTA Board.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to reappoint Paulette Dowden to the CVB.  Commissioner Applegate seconded. Motion carried 3-0.  Ms. Dowden’s term is a two year term.

President Wolfe stated that Jane Taylor does not wish to serve on the CAGI Board any longer and they maybe they should open that up for applications.  This is a three year term.  Mrs. Clawson was instructed to have Mrs. Lasley-Maue get more information on this Board and possibly place an ad in the newspaper for that appointment.

Commissioner Wolfe stated that Bill Sutton has been on the Alcoholic Beverage Board for some time and does a good job.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to reappoint Mr. Sutton to the Board.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a one year appointment.

Commissioner Lawson made a motion to reappoint Clint Taylor to the Board of Zoning Appeals.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a four year appointment.

Commissioner Lawson made a motion to retain Bob Clutter as the County’s Legal Counsel.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a one year term.
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to reappoint Ada Hawkins as the Matron for Mapleview.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a one year term.

Commissioner Lawson made a motion to reappoint Mike Miller as the County’s Facility Manager.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a one year term.
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to reappoint Rick Carney as the Highway Supervisor.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a one year appointment.

Commissioner Applegate made a motion to reappoint Peggy Lewis, George Anderson and Bob Guernsey to the PTA/BOA.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  These are one year appointments.

Commissioner Lawson made a motion to reappoint Byron Loveless to the Drainage Board.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a three year appointment.

Commissioner Lawson made a motion to reappoint Mike Martin to the Executive Director of the EMA.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a one year term.
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to reappoint Terry Culley as the County’s Weights and Measures Inspector.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a one year term.

The Board of Finance is statutorily all three Commissioners.  

President Wolfe stated that he will check with Wendy McMann to make sure that she wants to be reappointed to the CVB before they make that appointment.

Commissioner Lawson made a motion to reappoint President Wolfe to be the Commissioners’ representative to the CVB.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a one year term.

Commissioner Applegate made a motion to reappoint Tom Lingafelter, Noel Kendall and Mark Ransom to the RDC.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  These are one year terms.  

Commissioner Applegate made a motion to reappoint Mike Miller as the County’s Safety Officer.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a one year term.

The Mapleview Board has two openings.  Jane Taylor would like to be reappointed and Molly Riggs does not wish to continue serving on this Board.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to reappoint Jane Taylor on the Mapleview Board.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This is a four year term.  President Wolfe requested that the one position be advertised.
There is an opening for the Zionsville EDC.  This will also be advertised.  
The President and the Vice President of the Board of Commissioners will be appointed at the first meeting in January.  Those are also one year terms.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present and requested that their office be allowed to close on Wednesday, January 8, 2014 as they will be hosting a luncheon session with many of their community partners at the Lebanon High School Community Room.  The results of their community health assessment will be announced at that time and they will be working toward their community health improvement plan which is another document that is required for their accreditation.  The office will be closed for the 11:00 am to 1:00 pm event.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
Mr. Mike Miller, Facilities Manager, was present and presented his monthly report (See Appendix #1).    

Mrs. Rachel Cardis, Boone County Area plan was present for their monthly report.  (See Appendix #2)
Mr. John Stansell, GUTS, was present and presented his monthly report (See Appendix #3).  Mr. Stansell stated that he did want to mention that they have been talking with Witham Health Services regarding a radio booster for their internal radio system.  They are requesting to place a booster or relay on the Sheriff's tower to connect to fiber.  They are also asking to connect with a VPN connection between our router and firewall and theirs.  They anticipate that their band width will be very sporadic and less than 100k which is very, very minor with the band width that we have now, per Stansell.  Mr. Stansell stated that technically they did not have a problem with it but the Sheriff needs to weigh in on it.  Stansell asked if the Commissioners were ok with their continuing to meet with them.  Mr. John Merson, Witham, was present and stated that they were not asking to place any hardware on the tower, this request is just for a site connect.  Mr. Stansell inquired then you are going to need to connect to our network?   Mr. Merson replied yes.  Mr. Stansell responded by saying that there is no connection from the antenna into the Jail.  Stansell stated then it doesn’t really affect the Sheriff if it is just running a cable.  Mr. Applegate asked if there was any additional cost to the County or would it affect our network at all and Mr. Stansell responded no to both questions.  Mr. Stansell stated they would move forward then and keep the Commissioners apprised of their progress.  
There was no report for the Health Department for today’s meeting.

Highway Supervisor Rick Carney was present and presented a supplement from INDOT, supplement #4, for the contract on 400 South.  Attorney Clutter stated that he is ok with it and it is for two signatures.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the document and to authorize the President and Vice President to execute it.    Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Carney presented one Utility Agreement from Riner Farms.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Utility Agreement.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented the documentation for Rick Smits’ property for the Boone Bridge #220 project.  The Just Compensation was $41,300. This is 2.14 acres of existing roadway.
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to sign on behalf of the Board.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF VETERANS AFFAIR’S OFFICER SELECTION

President Wolfe informed those present that our current Veterans Affair’s Officer after 14 years decided to retire so the Commissioners placed an ad and set a deadline of Noon on December 1, 2013.  The Commissioners received seven responses, with a couple of them being received late.  The Commissioners reviewed the resumes in Executive Session and have selected three for an interview.  The Commissioners sent a short list of questions to those three candidates and they are going to make a presentation today based on the questions that were asked.  This is not a public hearing; there will be no questions from the public, only the Board.  The three candidates are Dennis Williams, Pamela Anderson and Bill Spidel.  Mr. Williams spoke first followed by Mr.Spidel and then Ms. Anderson.  President Wolfe thanked the applicants for their interest and time and it was decided to table the decision until the next meeting which will be December 16th.  
Commissioner Lawson thanked all three Veterans for their service.
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, presented information (See Appendix #4) for online training available from Work One and there would be no cost to it.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented three Key Requests from the Coroner’s Office.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Key Requests.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the monthly report from the Treasurer.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the County Home report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the County Home report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Clawson presented the claims.  See Appendix #5 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
