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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

March 24, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a special session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on March 24, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter, Miss Jennifer Hostetter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR BOONE BRIDGE #220
Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, was present and introduced Mr. Ron Francis with Butler Fairman to discuss the Right-of-Ways for Boone Bridge #220.  Mr. Francis stated that Parcels #7, #6, and #5 are secured and #4 is complete.  We are still in negotiations with parcel #1, Eagle Creek Nature Conservancy and Preservation, Inc. but they have signed a right of entry for us to go in and do what we need to do.  We are in negotiations with #2(Maderia).  He wants a settlement for moving a fence and is donating a tree mitigation easement site in lieu of additional trees.  Parcel #3 (Droese), we have an Administrative Settlement with the landowner.  They are asking for a settlement for three large trees along with ground cover.  Their total compensation is $13,177.61.  They have agreed to sign a right of entry to allow us to get started.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Administrative Settlement for Parcel #3 and to authorize President Lawson to sign.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter approved the document for Parcel #6.   Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Administrative Settlement for Parcel #6 (Smits) and to authorize President Lawson to sign.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Parcel #5 (Ferguson) Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Administrative Settlement in the amount of $5800 and the Partial Mortgage Release and to authorize President Lawson to sign.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mr. Carney then presented a Utility Agreement for Vectren.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Utility Agreement.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF REVIEW SHOOTING RANGE IMPROVEMENTS
This Agenda item was removed from the day’s Agenda.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF CONTRACT FOR PROPERTY TAX PAYMENTS
Mrs. Debbie Ottinger, Boone County Treasurer, was present to request the Commissioners approve contracts with PRS and Masters Touch.  These will be paid from budget line 1000.0003.430.415.0.0319.   The postage will be paid from the Commissioners’ postage budget line 1121.0068.420.422.0.0061.  Attorney Clutter has reviewed and approved both of these contracts.  Mrs. Ottinger stated this is to change the processing and payment submission for tax payments.  There is not a place for a Commissioner to sign, only for the Treasurer.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that since the Commissioners are to sign all contracts, he would feel better if there was a signature line for a Commissioner.  Attorney Clutter added a signature line for the President of the Commissioners to sign.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the contracts with PRS and Masters Touch with the language change made by Attorney Clutter and to authorize President Lawson and Treasurer Ottinger to sign the documents.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter stated that he did make one minor change in paragraph 11.02 in the indemnity provision, which is standard.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF ORDINANCE 2014-02 TO AMEND THE PRE-PAY ORDINANCE TO INCLUDE RIGHT-OF-WAY PAYMENTS
Attorney Clutter presented Ordinance 2014-02 which amends the Pre-Payment Ordinance to allow Right-of-Way payments for road and bridge projects be added to the Pre-Pay list.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Ordinance 2014-02.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

President Lawson presented a request from Curtis Emanuel from the Extension Office for the Commissioners’ to approve and pay for a $95 claim to make voice mail changes in their phone at the 4-H Grounds.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they can’t really approve it until it is presented as a claim.  Wolfe instructed Mrs. Lasley-Maue to obtain the invoice and submit the claim from their telephone line and the Commissioners will approve it along with the other claims for that claim cycle.  The line in which this claim will be paid from is 1121.0068.430.432.0.0027.
Mr. Carney questioned where he was to pay for building repair expenses as there was no money placed in that line this year.  He stated that a couple of years ago he was told not to put money in his budget for this as it should come out of CCD.   Carney stated there is a line for buildings but he figured that did not include the Highway Department.  Carney advised that he needs to get a new overhead industrial door for the shop.  Mr. Carney was advised to go ahead and take it out of his budget for now but he should get with the Council and get money put into the CCD line for such expenses.
Mr. Carney informed the Commissioners that his Foreman, Gene Denny, has retired and he has appointed Mr. Nick Parr as his new Foreman.  Carney stated that he will bring Mr. Parr to a meeting in the near future to introduce him to the Commissioners.  

The next Commissioners meeting will be on April 7th.  

With no further business, Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
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
