Special Meeting

June 10, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a special business session at 8:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on June 10, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 8:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF BOONE COUNTY EMPLOYEE INSURANCE PLAN FOR 2015
Mr. Alan McCloskey, Consolidated Union, was present to present the insurance plan for the County Employees for the 2015 calendar year.  There is a total of 6% increase in the total cost of next year’s insurance package for the employees.  The government is now charging a re-insurance fee of 2%, 2.15% or 2.25% which goes for individuals who receive subsidy.  They have also instigated a price per head charge.  McCloskey stated this is actually a premium tax.  McCloskey indicated that the County’s claims are up 11%.  Boone County had 16 individuals who reached 50% of their spec or higher; which is $25,000.  That amounted to a total of $2 million.  The first time in 5 years, the County had 6 individuals go over their spec.  McCloskey stated that the County pays 94% of the premiums for the employees and they pay only 6%.  Normally it is 80/20 or 75/25.  Mr. McCloskey recommended that the County move their spec level from $50,000 to $60,000.   Mr. McCloskey presented the Commissioners with a list of the new premiums for the County Employees.  (See Appendix #1)  This list reflects a 10% increase in the Employee premiums, which Mr. McCloskey recommended.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to accept the plan with the changes discussed.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   This increase will go into effect July 1, 2014.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Attorney Bob Clutter presented a Key Request for a temporary key for the State Board of Accounts Auditors who are currently working on the fourth floor of the Courthouse.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Key Request.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
With no further business, Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
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
