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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

March 18, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on March 18, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. immediately following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the March 4, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a request from Judge Kincaid to update their software system through Word Systems, Inc.; which is for the court reporter’s digital recording of court proceedings and the like.  This agreement has been approved by Attorney Clutter and is for a total of $1195.  The Judge has allocated sufficient funds for this amount and the contract is for one signature.  President Wolfe requested that all future contracts contain the line number in which the fee will be paid from.  Commissioner Wolfe requested that the department heads all be notified of this request for all future contracts.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the contract and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the document.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This contract will be paid from line number 0101 201-4000.23.
Attorney Clutter then presented the settlement for the 400 South extension with the Peabody Trust.  In a previous meeting the Commissioners agreed to settle for $64,500.  Butler, Fairman prepared an Administrative Settlement which needs to be approved by INDOT.  The Settlement needs to be signed by the Commissioners.  Attorney Clutter had approved the document and the Commissioners signed the settlement.  

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF PREVENT CHILD ABUSE MONTH PROCLAMATION

Sheriff Ken Campbell was present and read the Proclamation to Prevent Child Abuse, declaring April as Child Abuse Prevention Month. (See Appendix #1)   Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the request for the Proclamation.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Sheriff Campbell requested the use of the outside of the Courthouse on April 16th at 7:00 pm for a prayer vigil for domestic violence.  There will be Sheriff’s personnel present and should the weather threaten they would like permission to move indoors.  The other request from the Sheriff was to place pinwheels on the West side of the square, which they have done in previous years, honoring the victims of child abuse.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to allow the prayer vigil and the pinwheel placement on the lawn.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF RECORDER’S CONFERENCE
Boone County Recorder, Nikki Baldwin, was present and requested that she be allowed to pay for overnight lodging for her at the State called meeting in Indianapolis on April 23rd through the 26th.  Baldwin wanted to use fee based funds to pay for the lodging.  It has been a long time policy in the County Handbook that no lodging be paid within 50 miles.  Commissioner Applegate stated that he had spoken with Mrs. Baldwin and had expressed his feelings in that many people live in Boone County and work in Marion County and attend late night meetings, drive home late at night and get up early and make it to work back in Marion County the next morning.  Commissioner Applegate stated that even though you would be using fee based funding the money is still taxpayer money.  President Wolfe stated that this policy has been in the handbook since approximately 1998 and it is clear that within 50 miles you drive back home.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he drives back and forth to conferences all the time.  Baldwin stated that she had been in communication with the Hendricks County Recorder and Hendricks County Commissioners let her attend and she is willing to allow me to stay in her room and pay half of the cost.  President Wolfe asked for a motion to approve the request.  There was none and her request was denied.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM UNITED WAY
Mrs. Amy Hammerle, United Way, was present and requested that the Commissioners allow use of the Courthouse lawn and sidewalk for a new literacy event that United Way is hosting on June 6th at 12:00 noon.  This has been done in Marion County the last two years and this year they are expanding to the six county region.  Youth and adults will be invited to come and help with a reading relay around the square.  The request would be for 11:00 am to 2:00 pm.  (See Appendix #2)  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM JOE AND MARCIA RADY TO USE COURTHOUSE ROTUNDA FOR DAUGHTER’S WEDDING
Mrs. Marcia Rady was present to ask that they be allowed to use the Courthouse Rotunda as a back up for her daughter’s wedding scheduled for Saturday, July 6th at 6:30 pm.  Mrs. Rady stated that it would only be used in case of bad weather and the gathering will be very small, immediate family only.  They will not need chairs and her husband will be responsible for security and locking up.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM CASA

Rebecca McClure, CASA, was present and requested that she be allowed to use funds in her line, GAL-CASA, which is money from the State that is allocated to her program for program needs.  Her salary is covered through Circuit Court and they get grant money from the State and she needs to use grant money for some continuing education in California in the beginning of April.  National CASA is covering her registration this year since she is a first time director so she only needs to cover her flight and overnight stays.  This is all grant money but is in county lines so she has to ask permission to use it, per Ms. McClure.  This will go towards her required 30 hours of continuing education per quarter. President Wolfe questioned if according to the grant it was an appropriate use of the money and Ms. McClure responded yes.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM PERRY TOWNSHIP TRUSTEE
Ms. Sam Baldwin, Perry Township Trustee, was present to request a surplus computer that the County might have so that she could do the Perry Township budget and their annual report in Gateway.  President Wolfe asked if they have extra and Mrs. Lasley-Maue stated that they do have.  They have not been declared as surplus though at this time.  The Commissioners instructed Ms. Baldwin to contact IT and have them get the information needed to declare the items surplus to Attorney Clutter.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF GUTS CONTRACTS
Boone County Treasurer, Debby Ottinger, was present and requested that the Commissioners approve the renewal of the print, mail and lockbox services agreement with GUTS.  The fund this would be paid from is County General, line number 0101 003-3000.07.  The second one is an Addendum for the tax sale, which is really the Auditor’s; however, she has asked me to go ahead and present it to you.  Attorney Clutter stated that they are fine with the exception of the first one needs an E-Verify certificate.  Attorney Clutter will contact Mr. Goodnight and request the E-Verify certificate.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the contract and the Addendum pending Attorney Clutter’s approval and the addition of the E-Verify certificate being added to the first one.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The Addendum will be paid from line number 0101 002-3000.40.  Commissioner Applegate authorized President Wolfe to execute the lockbox contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.   Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF BID OPENINGS FOR CAMP STREET BUILDING
Attorney Bob Clutter opened the one and only bid that the Commissioners received on the Camp Street property.  The bid was from the Boone County Community Clinic and was in the amount of $126,178.  Attorney Clutter stated that the bid met all specifications and that the down payment was $20,000.
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC HEARING FOR PROPOSAL TO SELL
CAMP STREET BUILDING
President Wolfe opened the Public Hearing at 9:31 am for public input on the proposed sale of the Camp Street property.  President Wolfe asked if anyone wanted to speak and Mr. Aaron Smith, Lebanon resident, addressed the Commissioners.  Mr. Smith asked who the bid was from and was told that the bidder was the Boone County Community Clinic.  Smith asked if the property had been appraised and Clutter responded that yes it had been appraised for $125,000.  Mr. Smith stated that that sounded good to him.  Attorney Clutter stated that the notice to bidders was published according to state law on two occasions; February 27th and March 6th, both in the Lebanon Reporter and the Zionsville Time Sentinel.  The bid packets were on file in the Commissioners’ Office and the Area Plan Office.  The Commissioners adopted Resolution 2013-02 notifying the public of their intent to sell this property and the County Council adopted a similar Resolution, Resolution 2013-02, authorizing the sale of the property.  The property was appraised on September 12, 2012 and the appraised value was $125,000.  President Wolfe asked if anyone else would like to address the Board regarding the sale of the property.  With no other comments, President Wolfe closed the Public Hearing at 9:34 am.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the offer and to authorize President Wolfe to sign all necessary documents.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that they had a request to appoint a Legislative Representative to a Common Wage Hearing for the Zionsville schools for a roof at the high school.  No one knew when the meeting would be held so the Commissioners decided to wait until they had a date of the meeting to make the appointment.  
Boone County Maintenance Supervisor, Mike Miller, was present and informed the Commissioners that there had been damage done to the limestone columns on the South side of the Courthouse.  Vandals spray painted letters with black spray paint, not only on the Courthouse but also on the Lebanon Public Library and other business in the city.  Miller stated that he has not yet heard if they got the vandals on security cameras or not.  Miller stated that they worked Saturday trying to remove the graffiti.  Miller was told to try Easy Off oven cleaner and power wash.  Miller stated that removed about half of it and he was told he probably needed a more powerful power washer with hot water.  Miller had the contractor come out and work on it and it is pretty much gone.  The Commissioners thanked Mr. Miller for taking care of the issue.  
IN THE MATTER OF OPENINGS OF LETTER OF INTEREST FOR BIG BRIDGE INSPECTIONS
Attorney Bob Clutter opened Letters of Interest for the bridge inspection project from the following firms:  DLZ, Butler, Fairman and Seufert, Stephen J. Christian & Associates, USI Consultants, Janssen & Spaans, HWC Engineering, BLN, American Structurepoint and Clark Dietz.  Attorney Clutter stated that all responses seem to be in order.  Mr. Carney stated that he will take all of the responses and go through them to make sure that they all meet the requirements.  Carney will then bring them back to the Commissioners for them to evaluate.  Carney, if he is appointed the review scorer, will then compile the evaluations and report back to the Commissioners. President Wolfe stated that he has always felt that the Highway Supervisor should be able to score the firms also; however, it has always just been the Commissioners.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to take the proposals under advisement.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Highway Supervisor, Rick Carney, was present and presented two Utility Agreements.  One was with Boone County REMC and the other was with Brighthouse Network.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve both Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Carney stated that they have received some complaints on the gravel roads recently.  Carney requested that the public be patient with the Department as they have 335 miles of gravel road within Boone County and they are doing their best to get to all of them.  Carney informed the Commissioners that his Department has spread 5,892 ton of material on the roads this season at a cost of material at $74,200.  This is 393 loads at 15 ton per load of material put on the gravel roads.  Carney stated that they are working hard at getting to all of the gravel roads and explained that the weather has a lot to do with when they can start on a road.  Commissioner Lawson stated that he understands that you cannot work on gravel roads when it is too wet or too soft.  Carney stated that they can start grading some of them and they are doing that.  If they need material, then they put the material down.  They have to pick and choose their roads due to the wetness of the road.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the Commissioners with the Monthly County Home Report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the County Home Report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the Clerk’s Monthly Report for the Commissioners’ approval.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report for February.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented three key requests for the Auditor’s Office.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the key requests.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #3 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL

See Appendix #4 for a list of mail opened by the Commissioners on this date.  
It was discussed that the Commissioners would like for the recent quotes for shredding be re-presented to them and to the Elected Officials and Department Heads to see if there is a need.  Shred-It never did respond back with a quote and the Commissioners requested that Mrs. Lasley-

Maue contact them to get a quote.

With no further business, Commissioner Applegate made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
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
