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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

April 20, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on April 20, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Marc Applegate at 9:15 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 6, 2015 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a contract with Tyco SimplexGrinnell which they test the fire alarm and extinguishers at the Jail.  This is a five year contract with an annual fee of $2164.  Attorney Clutter stated that he made some changes in the contract, and assuming that they are amendable to those changes, Clutter recommended that the Commissioners accept the contract and authorize the President to execute the document.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve with Attorney Clutter’s changes and to authorize President Applegate to execute the document.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Attorney Clutter presented Resolution 2015-06 and Terri Batts was present to help explain the parcel split.  Clutter stated that this parcel was split back in 2000 due to a Sheriff’s Deed.  It is a completely landlocked parcel that is immediately adjacent to the parent parcel.  The parent parcel is 4.8 acres and this little sliver is 1.3 acres.  This is on Turkey Foot Road.  This went through a few Sheriff Sales and accidently was split.  The current owner would like to recombine that, which it should be.  The Auditor has agreed to waive all penalties and in return they would pay all back taxes and recording fee, which they have done.  This Resolution will correct this and recombine the two parcels.  The owners are Brody and Allison Duncan.  Attorney Clutter also presented a Commissioners Deed.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-06.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST TO USE SOUTH SIDE OF COURTHOUSE FOR BOYS AND GIRLS CLUB FOOD TRUCK FEST
Ms. Enza Kolp requested by email to be allowed to use the outside of the Courthouse for their Food Truck Festival to be held on May 9th from 6:00 pm until 10 pm.  They are only requesting the use of electricity on the outside of the Courthouse and have no need to use the inside of the Courthouse.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION ON FLEET MAINTENANCE PROGRAM
Mr. Jim Lewis, Gene Lewis Ford, was again present to inform the Commissioners that he had submitted the application for the County which has been approved.  Mr. Lewis presented a proposal (See Appendix #1) indicating what they can do for the County.  Mr. Lewis stated that the County has almost $1 million in vehicles (excluding large highway equipment) and currently has no maintenance program for these assets.  This program is good at all Ford Dealers.  This program will track the vehicles’ maintenance history and recalls.  Commissioner Wolfe thought it was a good idea and requested that Mrs. Lasley-Maue send the program information out to the Departments which have County vehicles to get their opinions.  This program is free and is not a contract; it is an agreement which the County can terminate at any time.  The Sheriff’s Department has been on this program for a short time and they feel that it is very beneficial.  Mr. Lewis stated that should the Commissioner decide to do this, he will contact each Department Head which is responsible for a vehicle(s) and inform them of all aspects of the program.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF INVOICE FROM DLZ FOR WORK ON THE NEW ANNEX
The Commissioners were presented with a claim from DLZ for work on the new Annex Building.  The invoice is in the amount of $1,431.36.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF INVOICE FROM 3D PROFESSIONAL FOR WORK ON THE NEXT ANNEX
An invoice from 3D Professionals was presented to the Commissioners in the amount of $64,450.24.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION 2015-05 APPROVING THE ADMINISTERING OF NARCAN BY FIRST RESPONDERS IN BOONE COUNTY
Attorney Clutter presented Resolution 2015-05, which would allow first responders in Boone County to administer the drug Narcan when necessary.  Narcan is used to reverse an opiate overdose and prevent overdose deaths.  Sheriff Mike Nielsen was present and informed the Commissioners that he has been working with John Merson at Witham Hospital on this and Witham has made an offer to partner with the County on this project.  Witham has offered to provide the First Responders in Boone County the medicine, the training, as well as equipment.  Mr. Merson stated that this is all subject to the approval of their Med Executive Board and their Board of Trustees.  Those Boards meet on April 29th and hopefully will make a decision on Witham’s participation.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-05.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  President Applegate expressed his appreciation of Witham’s efforts and thanked them for all they do for the County.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL FROM LIONS CLUB TO USE NORTH SIDE OF THE COURTHOUSE ON JUNE 5TH FOR HOAGIE SALE
The Commissioners have been approached by the Lebanon Lions Club to sell Hoagies on the North side of the Courthouse on June 5th.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Attorney Clutter presented Amendment #1 to the Guaranteed Energy Savings Performance Contract.  This changes the agreement from 1 year to 3 years.  Should you approve this, it requires the signature of Commissioner Wolfe.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve and to authorize Commissioner Wolfe to execute the document.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

John Wilson, Interim Highway Supervisor, and Nick Parr, Road Foreman, were present to discuss the Summer Road Program.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they had been working on a program which would include an extensive amount of work to the County’s gravel roads, including reshaping those roads, getting material on them and getting the ditches in shape.  Mr. Wilson indicated that it would take 25,000 ton of stone to complete 33 miles of a gravel road.  For their planned entire Summer Road Program they estimate it will run $1.5 million.  This includes material for chip and seal, aggregate and crack and seal. Commissioner Wolfe stated that they are going to try to get some additional funding for overtime hours for this summer to get some of these projects done.   For dust control this year, if the resident wants to put it down themselves and pay for it they need to get a permit from the Highway Department so they can keep track of the roads that have been treated.  Once the homeowner has obtained the permit, the Highway Department will ready their area for the application so it will last through the season.  May 1st is the earliest dust control may be applied; and then only after you have a permit and your area has been prepped.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that if you put dust control down without a permit, there is NO guarantee that it will not be removed.  All dust control will be torn up in October when they prepare the roads for winter.  Mr. Wilson also stated that during May through October, any area that has been treated with dust control and needs repair the homeowner has 5 days to do it themselves and if they don’t the Highway Department has the right to go in and maintain the road.  This is all in the permit but not everyone reads it.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to adopt the Summer Road Program presented by Mr. Wilson and Mr. Parr.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Commissioner Wolfe stated that the two dump trucks which were ordered have been paid for and should be picked up this morning.  Commissioner Wolfe expressed his appreciation to the Auditor’s Office for helping get things taken care of.
Commissioner Wolfe informed those present that as of 7 – 10 days ago, the County Home is vacant.  They have met and will be cataloging everything out there.  Attorneys Clutter and Hostetter will be going out and going through all the paperwork to see what we need to keep and what can be destroyed.  

IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for the Clerk’s Office.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk and Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve both reports.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The Weights and Measures Report was also presented to the Commissioners.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
Attorney Clutter presented a Utility Agreement for AT&T.  This is for a bore from St Rd 39 & 125 S to 3575 Middle Jamestown Road. Attorney Clutter asked due to this being such a long run if the Commissioners wanted to require a bond?  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to require a $25,000 bond.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL
