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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

May 4, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on May 4, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Marc Applegate at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 20, 2015 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Memorandum from the Executive Session held on April 20, 2015.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had no legal issues for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF UPDATE ON MICRO-VOTE 
Mrs. Jessica Fouts, Boone County Clerk, and Mr. Steve Shamo, Micro-Vote, were present to discuss the need to update the County’s voting system.  We have made no changes since the County purchased the system back in 2008.  Certification of a new version is almost complete.  When we went to Vote Centers, we knew that we were going to have to update the equipment, per Fouts.  There is still $101,000 left in the HAVA fund which covers the cost of updating the equipment.  Fouts stated that they were not here for approval, only for informational purposes.  Mr. Shamo stated that the upgrade will extend and expand the memory of the cards and also will add longevity to your machines.  Micro Vote is also going to extend the County’s warranty to 8 years.  Mr. Shamo stated that Micro Vote will work with the County to see that there will be no out of pocket expense for the County.
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF ALLOWING POLITICAL SIGNS IN VOTING AREAS DURING SATELLITE VOTING

Mrs. Fouts stated that she had been approached about candidates being allowed to place their signs in the Courthouse lawn during the final four consecutive days of satellite voting.  The Ordinance drafted back in 2012 does not currently allow that and Fouts felt that the Ordinance should be revised if the Commissions decided to allow the signs.  Clerk Fouts stated that she felt that the signs are a good reminder to people that they need to come in and vote.  The Commissioners voiced their feeling that they did not like to see the lawn cluttered up with signs.  It was discussed that possibly they could allow each candidate to post one sign per door but then it was questioned who is going to police that.  Attorney Clutter will research and report back to the Commissioners.
IN THE MATTER OFAPPROVAL OF FLEET MAINTENANCE PROGRAM WITH GENE LEWIS FORD
After some discussion, Bob Clutter will work up a Letter of Service Agreement.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Fleet Maintenance Program with Gene Lewis Ford.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF RENEWAL ADDENDUM FROM GUTS FOR TAX SALE SERVICES
Attorney Clutter presented the renewal Addendum from GUTS for the tax sale services.  There is no increase and it is for one year.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to execute the Addendum.  Commissioner Lawson seconded Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF REVISED ILINES CONTRACT
Attorney Clutter presented a revised ILines contract which was approved at a previous meeting.  Attorney Clutter had made some changes in the contract and was now presenting the revised contract for their signatures.  President Applegate signed the contract.
IN THE MATTER OFAPPROVAL OF LEASE FOR DEMO PLOT WITH SWCD
The acreage is 9.507 and is immediately behind the shooting range, per Attorney Clutter.  There has now been a survey and a site plan attached and everything else is the same that was discussed previously.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the lease with Boone County Soil and Water and to authorize President Applegate to execute the document.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO COMMON CONSTRUCTION WAGE HEARINGS FOR ZIONSVILLE

President Marc Applegate volunteered to attend the Common Construction Wage Hearing for Zionsville.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to appoint Commissioner Applegate to the Wage Hearing for Zionsville.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF ZONING ISSUE

Mr. Ed Shelley, Thorntown was present to inform the Commissioners that he had sold 23.8 acres to a couple from Avon.  Mr. Shelley claimed that the couple has created a shooting range and he has kids and grandkids in the area and he is concerned for their safety.  Attorney Clutter stated that the County has no Ordinances that addresses what Mr. Shelley is referring to.  Attorney Clutter stated if they are charging people to come on the premises and shoot and there is commercial activity, then the Plan Commission may have some jurisdiction.  If it is just inviting friends over; that happens out in the country all the time, per Clutter.  Mrs. Rachel Cardis, Executive Director Boone County Area Plan Commission, stated that the Shelleys did sell this property to the Webers, which was not properly platted at that time.  They had to go to BZA and get the proper variances, which they did.  The Webers have complied with all the Ordinances and everything is legal to this point.  President Applegate stated that he didn’t feel that at this time there was anything that the Commissioners could do to help Mr. Shelley.  Mr. Shelley stated that the cabin which was built back there has living quarters and they are staying there part of the time.  Mrs. Cardis provided pictures of the inside which showed no living quarters or plumbing facilities.  Attorney Clutter stated that if they spent the night and slept on the hard floor that would be no different than someone pitching a tent.  The pictures were taken April 28, 2015.

IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

See Appendix #1 for Staff Reports for today’s meeting.  Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present and reminded the Commissioners that their Health Summit is this Wednesday and the Health Department will be closed for part of the day.
Mr. John Wilson, Boone County Highway Interim Supervisor, was present and informed the Commissioners that they are still making repairs to the roadways from the freeze and thaw that they had in March.  Approximately 9600 ton of gravel has been taken to County roads.  They are patching the hard surface roads and preparing for their Chip and Seal Program.  They have also started their bridge cleaning program.  Bridge #13, 550 W between 850 N and Clinton County Line, should be open for traffic by Memorial Day weekend.  Attorney Clutter presented a Utility Agreement with AT&T.  After reviewing it the Commissioners felt that they needed a $25,000 bond for this project.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve with a $25,000 bond.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he has been in negotiations with Calumet and they are heading in the right direction for repairing 450 S and we came to an agreement on a suitable route for getting trucks through the bridge.  At this point, we do not think the work will be delayed at all.

IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Mapleview monthly report.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented an Affidavit for Energy Systems for the Jail’s geothermal project in the amount of $400,000.00.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to execute the document.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  3-0.   Attorney Clutter then presented an Affidavit for American Structurepoint for CR 400 S/300 S Connector.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to execute the document.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    The Commissioners signed the deed.
Attorney Clutter presented a deed for the Commissioners to re-execute.  This was the piece of ground which Terri Batts discussed in the Commissioners’ last meeting.  The property will be deeded to Mr. and Mrs. Duncan.  Clutter advised that they approved it in their last meeting; however, they had to change the form.  
Commissioner Wolfe stated that he thought the Historic Bridge List would be coming out again in 2016 and asked Attorney Clutter if there was a process to have a bridge removed from that list.  Attorney Clutter advised that he would look into this.
