Budget Hearings
July 6, 2015
The Board of Boone County Commissioners met in special session at 11:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on July 6, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at approximately 11:00 a.m. 
IN THE MATTER OF BUDGET HEARINGS
Mr. Mike Miller, Boone County Facility Manager, presented his budget for 2016.

Mr. Pascal Fettig, Boone County Mental Health, presented his budget for 2016 requesting $75,000.00.
Mr. Brent Cardin, representing Boone County Arc, was present and requested their budget for 2016.  They are asking for $135,000.00.  Mr. Cardin introduced Mr. Andrew Kirby, the new Executive Director of Arc, replacing the late Steve Savage.
Mr. Ken Hedge, Surveyor, and Mr. Terry Culley, Weights and Measures Inspector, presented the 2016 budget proposed for Weights and Measures.  They are leaving the budget the same as 2015.

Mr. Richard Hendricks, Marion Township Trustee, was present to request the same amount for 2016 as they received the last two years; $9,000.

Mr. Eric Goodnight and Mr. Sean Horan, GUTS, were present to present the IT budget for 2016.
Mr. Jim Schillaci, Boone County 4-H, was present to request the same as the previous years.  His request was $4,000 for Utilities and $15,000.00 for the Fair and Youth.
