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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

March 2, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on March 2, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  Commissioner Donnie Lawson was unable to attend today’s meeting.
The meeting was called to order by Board President Marc Applegate at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the February 17, 2015 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had two legal issues.  The first being two Maintenance Bonds; one for Walker Farms Section 17 for Storm Sewers in the amount of $42,970.00 and one for Clark Meadows Section 3 Erosion Control and Seeding in the amount of $13,697.42.   Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve both Maintenance Bonds.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.

Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that the second highest responsible bidder for the farm land which was bid about a year and a half ago was Taylor Farms.  They have agreed to farm the property for the rest of this year, per Clutter.  Attorney Clutter questioned if the Commissioners wanted him to prepare a lease and have the Taylor’s sign it.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to have Attorney Clutter prepare the least for Taylor’s signature.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF JDAI GRANT AGREEMENT
Ms. Heather Shumaker, JDAI Coordinator, was present to request that the Commissioners approve the renewal for the JDAI grant, which Attorney Clutter has already reviewed and approved.  Ms. Shumaker stated that JDAI is a system reform of the juvenile justice system.  They have rebuilt the Probation Department and the juveniles now have their own entrance and their own waiting area.  They will be hosting an open house on March 9th at noon and she invited the Commissioners to come.  They will be doing a program under this grant to train police officers on how to work with juveniles and how to best approach them in certain situations.  Their goal is also to train the juveniles on how to react to law enforcement so that both parties are informed.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERING APPROVAL OF TAX ABATEMENT FOR BUILDING #19 AT ANSON
Attorney Clutter stated that the Boone County RDC approved this request at their last meeting.    Ms. Molly Whitehead, Executive Director of Boone County EDC, was present to show support for the approval of the tax abatement for Anson Building #19.  This will be a 242,000 s/f spec building in Anson.  We do not have a user in mind as of yet but they will definitely look for the higher paying jobs to locate in this building.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the tax abatement for Anson Building #19.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Greg Inman, Boone County Environmental Director, was present and informed the Commissioners that they were looking to place decals or small stickers on the entrance doors to the Annex informing the public what offices are located in the Annex.  Mr. Inman is wanting to gather opinions and suggestions from the offices in the building and then send the information to John Mount to have him draft a potential sticker for the Commissioners’ approval.  Mr. Inman suggested also putting the name of the street on the sticker and not just 116.  Mr. Inman stated that the Health Department is willing to cover the cost on this unless it is much more than expected.  The Commissioners approved Mr. Inman’s moving forward on this project.
