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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

November 16, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on November 16, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  Commissioner Donnie Lawson was unable to attend today’s meeting.
The meeting was called to order by Board President Marc Applegate at 9:15 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the November 2, 2015          , Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had two Performance Bonds for the Commissioners’ consideration.  The first one is for the area where the Simpson legal drain is going to be reconstructed and it is for storm sewers for offsite in the amount of $771,632.40 and the erosion control for offsite in the amount of $23,815.00.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  The second one is for Stonegate 12C for storm pipe and structures in the amount of $49,957.00 and roads and curbs in the amount of $90,853.00.  There was a typo on the amount on this bond and Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve pending the correction of the typo.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Attorney Clutter presented a renewal notice for maintenance with Courtview in the amount of $43,525.  This will be utilized until we get Odyssey up and running.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Attorney Clutter advised that at the Drainage Board Meeting, which was just held prior to this meeting, there was a presentation on the Jamison Street Bridge and three different options were offered.  One was for removal of the bridge and the other two were for replacement with two different structures.  This was a preliminary study and no action was taken.  Clutter suggested that the Commissioners incorporate the report and the information presented at the Drainage Board Meeting in with the Commissioners’ minutes from today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to incorporate the two.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  (See Appendix #1)  Clutter stated that fuel will be at $1.99 and $2.09 for diesel.  This contract requires one signature.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to execute the contract.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF BID OPENING FOR ASPHALT RESURFACING
Attorney Clutter opened the bids for asphalt resurfacing.  There were five bids and all seemed to be in order.  The bids were as listed below:

Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to take the bids under advisement.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPORVAL OF AMENDED CONTRACT WITH THE STATE 
Mrs. Kari Ragsdale, Probation Department, was present and informed the Commissioners that they were awarded $16,845.33 performance bond based on their grant and their site review.  Mrs. Ragsdale requested the Commissioners approve and sign the amendment.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to sign for the Board.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF PURDUE CONTRACTUAL AGREEMENT
Mr. Curt Emanuel, Boone County Extension Director, was present and requested that the Commissioners approve and execute the contractual agreement with Purdue University.  This is for 2016 and Purdue contracts to provide Extension Service for the three University staff members that they have on staff.  The appropriation is $106,270.00.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to execute the agreement.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION OF AGGREGATE CONVEYOR CROSSING ALONG CR WEST 690 NORTH
Ms. Rachel Lockhart, US Aggregates, was present and made a presentation to the Commissioners regarding the conveyor crossing along CR West 690 North.  Their recommendation is to go over land.  The clearance is 16’9”.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to give preliminary approval subject to an indemnification agreement.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  US Aggregates will send Attorney Clutter the indemnification agreement.
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF ADDITIONAL STOP FOR DIVERSIFIED MAIL AT THE NEW ANNEX
Boone County Prosecutor, Todd Meyer, was present and wanted to thank everyone involved in the remodeling of the new building and preparing it for their move.  Meyer thanked the Maintenance staff and Mike Miller saying that they had been great to work with and have gone way above and beyond the call of duty with regard to their job responsibilities; as has the IT Department.  Prosecutor Meyer stated that they are hosting an open house this Friday starting at 3:30 pm and everyone is invited to attend.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that as far as a construction project this has gone incredibly smooth.  Wolfe also stated that the Prosecutor’s Office has been great to work with and very cooperative.  Currently the new Annex would have to take their mail to the Courthouse on a daily basis to mail it out and it was requested that their office be included in the normal pickup of daily mail.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue investigated and found out that for $6.00 a day they could be added as a new stop.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to add the new Annex to the list of pickups.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve 220 West Washington be added to the list of stops for DMS.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present to inform the Commissioners that she will be approaching the Health Board and requesting that they take their Environmental Health Specialists from an exempt status to a non-exempt.  Murphy stated that she and Mr. Greg Inman would be the only two exempt employees in their department.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, was present and had several Utility Agreements.  (See Appendix #2)  The first one was for TDS for a 35’ bore which Mr. Parks recommended a $5,000 bond.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve with a $5,000 bond.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  There are three Utility Agreements for the Surveyor’s Office, which he recommends approval with no bond due to the roads being gravel.   Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  The last two bonds are for Ken Hedge.  Mr. Parks did not feel a bond was needed for these two Utility Agreements since they were gravel roads also.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Mr. Parks presented a letter of commitment to the MPO from the Commissioners indicating support for federal funds for Boone County Bridge #202 over Lions Park.  Mr. Parks recommended going a little over the normal 20%; maybe 22%.  Also through the MPO the design and Right-of-Ways are 100% locally funded so the total commitment is just under $600,000.  This would come out of the bond.  The total cost of the bridge is just over $1.8 million.  This is just a letter of support so that we can apply for the funds.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Mr. Parks requested that the Commissioners approve the material bids which were opened at the last meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to accept the material bids which were opened in the last Commissioners’ meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Mr. Parks informed the Commissioners that he had recently found out that the Boone County Solid Waste District could provide some funding though them for some of the things that the Highway Department does alongside the road way so he will be requesting that.  Parks informed the Commissioners that through LTAP there is a requirement for his department to create an annual operations report and it is well over due.  It was due back in 2014 so they have gone back and created the report.  This requires a Commissioner’s signature.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to adopt the annual report and authorize President Applegate to sign on behalf of the Board.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Mr. Parks requested that the Commissioners approve the bid from Duncan Robertson for $315,559.12 for Boone Bridge #314.  They were the lowest bidder and Attorney Clutter said he had no issues with the contract.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to award the bid to Duncan Robertson.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented two Key Requests for IT.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s monthly report.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #3 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Applegate                  seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.
