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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

May 19, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on May 19, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 5, 2014 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had Performance Bonds for Eagles Nest Section 10.  Storm Sewer and Subsurface Drains in the amount of $88,418 and Erosion Control in the amount of $28,600.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve both Bonds.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the LPA consulting contract with American Structurepointe for engineering services for the 400S/300S connector.  Attorney Clutter advised that he had made some minor changes and the Commissioners approved it at their last meeting.  It now needs to be executed.  The Commissioners executed the document.  Attorney Clutter presented the bridge design contract for the 400S/300S connectors with SJCA.  The engineering design is not to exceed $39,800.    This is for a single span three sided pre cast structure.  Attorney Clutter advised that if at the completion of the hydraulic analysis, a conventional bridge structure becomes necessary; there will be a contract amendment.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the contract.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that the open dumping site at 750 South and St Rd 267 has become a multi-jurisdictional issue.  INDOT, Soil and Water and Area Plan Commission are all involved.  Several weeks ago, per Clutter, Area Plan issued two separate Stop Work Order signs both of which were apparently torn down by the owner or his contractors and they continued to work despite the Stop Work Orders.  Based on that, Clutter filed on behalf of the Area Plan Commission, a complaint in Superior Court II for an injunction and a fine and requested a pre-trial conference at the Court’s earliest convenience.  That is set for Friday, May 30th  at  3:30 pm.  The affected agencies are aware of this court date and as of this date, the owner, Mr. Blackford, has not responded to the filing.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that the contractor on this job, Mr. Henry Miller, was told in a public meeting recently to stop and he has ignored us.  Clutter stated that is true and Rachel Whittington, Area Plan Executive Director, Surveyor, Ken Hedge, and Clutter met personally with the owner, Robert Blackford, and the contractor and informed them of the process they needed to follow to be able to continue and they have ignored us and continued to work.  
IN THE MATTER OF ROAD PAVING REQUEST
Ms. Cyndi Gianneschi, Whitestown, was present to request that the County pave roads E 100 S, E 125 S and S 775 E.  Ms. Gianneschi presented a petition signed by residents in the area.  Much discussion followed with the Commissioners stating that the County has almost 800 miles of road to maintain; of which approximately 350 miles are gravel.  Commissioner Applegate stated that if the County had the money he would vote to pave every road in Boone County; however, the money isn’t there.  The Commissioners reminded those in attendance that even if you have the money to pave them; then you have to maintain them.  Some Counties have been known to take paved roads back to gravel simply because they cannot afford to maintain the blacktop.  Ms. Margaret Allen, Whitestown, also spoke requesting to know the criteria of the roads chosen to be paved and also to see the money trail.  Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, was asked to weigh in on the issue and Mr. Carney informed those present that the cost of paving is $86,500 per mile just to apply the cold mix.  Then in two years you have to follow up with a chip and seal; which for a double chip and seal it is $30,000 a mile.  That comes out to $116,500 per mile and your request is 4 ½ miles.  Commissioner Applegate stated that the County has not paved many roads lately due to the lack of funding.  Mr. Carney hopes to hire an engineering firm to determine which roads need what.  Carney stated that many people in the public do not feel that the Highway Supervisor has any idea what they need to do to the roads to maintain them.  Carney stated that they are trying to do the best they can with the money that they have.  Carney stated that you always have people complaining that they want their roads paved or they want dust control but the County is not in a financial position to do that.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that if Mr. Carney chooses the roads or an engineering firm chooses the roads, someone is not going to like the decisions.  This is a balancing act, at best.  Ms. Gianneschi requested that the Highway Department look at an area on E 125 South.  At certain driveway culverts, the road needs shoring up.  Mr. Carney stated that they have been dealing with this and continue to do so.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF CORONER’S CLAIM FROM LAST MEETING
Attorney Clutter presented the claim from the last meeting which was held until further information was received.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that this claim was what they had thought.  The Coroner submitted a claim to detail his newly purchased used car.  After checking with him, the car was purchased from the Lebanon Police Department and was their K9 car which needed a thorough cleaning due to the dog hair.  This was a one-time cleaning due to the fact.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the claim.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Attorney Clutter presented two bids for the Re-Assessment contract for the County.  One bid was from Tyler and the other was from GUTS.  Tyler did not bid according to the RFP; therefore, Lisa Garoffolo, County Assessor requested that the Commissioners go with GUTS.  Mrs. Garoffolo was out of state so First Deputy, Jane Wood, was present to answer questions.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to award the contract to GUTS.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This requires all three signatures.  This contract is paid from budget line 1188.0000.430.431.0.1510.
Attorney Clutter advised the Commissioners that since the new Veterans Officer moved the office to his law firm, the advertised phone number for the Veterans Affairs Office is ringing into an empty office with no one there to respond to the voice mails that are left.  After some discussion, the Commissioners agreed the best thing to do would be to forward that line to the new office of the Veteran’s Affairs Officer.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue will advise IT to have that lined forwarded.  

IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Rick Carney presented two Utility Agreements.  One is with Vectren and one is with REMC.  Attorney Clutter has reviewed and approved both agreements.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve both Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mr. Carney then informed the Commissioners that the bid for Boone County Bridge #220, Ford Road Bridge will be advertised in the newspaper on May 29th and June 5th for a June 16th letting.  
Mr. Carney requested that the Commissioners review the RFP before they are sent to the news media.

IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk and Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve both reports.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
