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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

September 21, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on September 21, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Marc Applegate at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 8, 2015           Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a State Disaster Relief Fund Public Assistance Grant Agreement which is from the rain event and flood which was in April 2013.  This will be in the amount of $97,786.75.  This will help with various highway department road repairs, a portion of the County’s share for the Price legal drain repairs which is the tile agreement for the CSX line.  CSX paid half and the County paid half.  The total loss for the County was $252,213.  Attorney Clutter stated that he had reviewed the agreement and approved it and recommended the Commissioners approve and sign it.  It is for all three signatures.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then informed the Commissioners that they had discussed a couple of weeks ago at one of the meetings the request by the State to authorize two individuals to be the authorized signatures for future EMA E contracts.  At the time you all decided not to designate two individuals to be the signees.  Unbeknownst to everyone at that time, this is a mandatory request.  If you do not do so, you will not receive funding in the future.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to appoint the President of the Board of Commissioners and the Boone County Sheriff to be the designated individuals to execute these documents.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Lawson thanked Mr. Mike Martin and Ms. Rachel Hanson for their work and effort in following through on this funding and sticking with it.  Ms. Hanson also thanked the Surveyor, Ken Hedge and the Highway Department for their help.  This will be Resolution 2015-10.  It was mistakenly stated in the meeting that it would be 2015-08.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF CONTRACT WITH BOONE COUNTY EDC FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES
Ms. Molly Whitehead, Executive Director of the Boone County EDC, was present and presented a contract for one year for $125,000 for the year 2016.  Attorney Clutter suggested one minor change in the contract and that was on the second page paragraph D, change Council to Commissioners.  Commissioner Applegate requested that this be tabled until the next meeting due to his not having it to review before the meeting.  This will be added to the Agenda for the meeting on October 5, 2015.

IN THE MATTER OF UPDATE ON WOODLAND LOT
Mr. Brian Daggy, Natural Resource Conservationist Boone County Soil and Water, was present and informed the Commissioners that they had discovered that the Woodland Lot has several Walnut trees on it and he would like for it to go on record that they do have some value and he wanted to make sure that in the future, no one comes in and wants to clean that area out.  
Mr. Daggy, as a Boone County Citizen, stated that he would like to thank the Highway Department, Council and the Commissioners for the work that has been done on his gravel road this year.  He was very pleased with the results and stated that you don’t get a ‘thank you’ that often and he just wanted to pass that along.

IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM HEART OF LEBANON
Ms. Tina Staley, Boone County EDC, was present and requested that they be allowed to place a lighted animated Christmas display of Santa and Sleigh on the Courthouse lawn this year.  Ms. Staley stated that this display measures about 25 ½’ x 10’.  The request was to place this on the Lebanon Street side.  They are requesting permission before they purchase the $4,000 display.  The Commissioners asked Mike Miller, Boone County Facilities Manager, if he had any concerns or questions.  Having none, Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
There was no Other Business for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, was present and introduced Mr. Max Mendenhall, new Shop Foreman.  Max has been a truck driver with the County just this year but his background qualifications were definitely superior to all who applied.  (See Appendix #1)  Mr. Parks stated that they had received a proposal and a contract from Christopher Burke to do an analysis on the Jamison Street Bridge to determine the best alternatives for this bridge.  The amount is $16,300.  Attorney Clutter made some revisions all of which Christopher Burke agreed to.  This is 10 weeks’ worth of work and Parks requested that they expedite that to one month and they said that they would do whatever they could.  They will evaluate three different alternatives; remove or replace with two different bridge options.  This bridge handles about 350 vehicles a day.  Mr. Parks stated that he doesn’t have a lot left in MVH due to the $40,000 that he had to pay INDOT due to the Trails.  Commissioner Wolfe had thought possibly the Commissioners could pay part of the fee from their Engineering line.  The Commissioners’ line item would be 1121.0068.430.431.0.0002.  This is an hourly contract not to exceed $16,300.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the contract and authorized President Applegate to execute the document and to have the Commissioners help pay for the fee out of their Engineering line listed above.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks informed those in attendance that St Rd 421 and St Rd 32 should be open by the end of the day.  Parks also stated that October 1st they will start grading road areas in which dust control has been applied.  Parks stated that they have been cutting the berms off the edges of the roads to get the water off the roads.  Residents will see a lot of new gravel being placed on county roads, approximately 15,000 tons worth.  The Highway Department will be sending out today RFQ’s to three different contractors, for crack sealing.  Mr. Parks presented a Utility Agreement with Zayo Group.  This is push or bore parallel to pavement and is for 4700 feet.  It was discussed that they should have a bond for this one.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve, with the condition that they provide a $25,000 5 year bond.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Boone County Treasurer, Debbie Ottinger, was present and informed those present that the Back to the Fifties was held over the weekend and that the trophy was won by the County this year.  Thanks to Brian Stevenson, Sheriff Mike Nielsen, Brian Guiducci, Deb Martin, Commissioner Marc Applegate and herself for their hard work and training to be ready for this event.  Ms. Ottinger stated that Commissioner Applegate only missed beating the ‘ice cream champion’ Larry Lee, by one bite.  Commissioner Applegate stated that he is retiring from the ice cream competition this year.  

Attorney Clutter presented the 2016 County Holiday Schedule for discussion and President Applegate requested that it be tabled until the next meeting so that he might have a chance to review it.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk and Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Wolfe           made a motion to approve both reports.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Attorney Clutter presented a claim from 3D Professional for the 220 West Washington St Annex in the amount of $139,981.31.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then presented an invoice from American Structurepoint for the 400 S/300 S project in the amount of $10,881.91.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL
