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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

September 3, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on September 3, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 19, 2013 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had two Performance Bonds for the Commissioners’ approval.  The first was for Clark Meadows Section 2 for seeding and erosion control in the amount of $51,448.77 and storm sewer for $179,804.  The second one is for Maple Grove Section 2 for erosion control in the amount of $31,302.80 and storm sewers in the amount of $97,543.70.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Performance Bonds.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter stated that they need to set up a final meeting of the Boone County Jail Building Corporation.  That meeting was set up for September 16th at 10:30 a.m. or immediately following the regularly scheduled meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF PROPOSAL FROM DLZ
President Wolfe stated that the proposal from DLZ was for the newly purchased 220 West Washington Street building.  Attorney Clutter stated that he has reviewed the proposal from DLZ and has suggested a couple of changes of which DLZ agreed.  Wolfe stated that they now need to decide if we want DLZ to move forward with the design phase or if we want to seek out a construction manager.  We can put it out to bid if we choose to do that.  Wolfe stated that they needed to move as quickly as possible on this project as they are trying to take advantage of some pricing structures for the winter time.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that the total bid was for $77,000 and they are crediting the County for the $10,000 which they spent on the initial findings so it is for $67,000.  The amount is such that they do not have to put it out for bids.  Attorney Clutter stated that this is for services and also the amount is within the limit where you do not have to put it out for bids.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   This will come out of the CCD line 2391 704-4000.33.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO AREA PLAN COMMISSION
Mrs. Rachel Cardis, Executive Director Boone County Area Plan, was present and informed the Commissioners that she had received three letters for the opening on the Area Plan Commission and Mrs. Lasley-Maue stated that she had four and the Commissioners stated that they had five.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they had just received the last couple and would like time to review those along with the others.  This appointment will be made at the next meeting and the Commissioners requested that they put a deadline for resumes’ for Friday, September 6th.  The deadline will be posted on the County website.  
IN THE MATTER OF UPDATE ON SHREDDING
Commissioner Don Lawson stated that he spoke with Jess Buis of Shred-it and he provided a proposal for the last quarter of this year in the amount of $135.00 every 4 weeks.  (See Appendix #1)  Commissioner Lawson stated that they are only charging the County for one stop as they could have charged us for extra stops for the Courthouse, Annex, and the Bank.  This fee will be taken from 0101 068-3000.06 for this year.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the proposal from Shred-it.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This service will start in October.
IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY ESPY SERVICES
Ms. Terri Shoufler, Espy Services, made a presentation regarding reviewing telecommunication billings.  The County just had this done a couple of years ago using Recovery Discovery.  John Stansell, GUTS, informed those present that this takes up quite a bit of time of some County employees and he did not see a need for this to be done again at this time.  The Commissioners suggested that Ms. Shoufler return next year about this time and they might be more likely to be interested.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST BY JESS BROCKWAY
Mr. Brockway did not attend today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST BY THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT
Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present and requested a cell phone for their Public Health Nurse.  Ms. Murphy stated that this is in the budget.  Mr. Stansell stated that the County is going back to AT&T and that they need to do it all at one time so as to have the total minutes.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This request will be done in conjunction with moving the services from Verizon back to AT&T.

President Wolfe stated that he misspoke a couple of meetings ago regarding the footage back onto I-65.  He originally stated a couple  hundred feet and the correct amount is more like 1200 – 1500 feet.
Major Mike Nielsen, Boone County Sheriff’s Department, stated that he wanted to commend Mr. Mike Miller, for doing an excellent job in maintaining the Jail as well as the other County buildings and felt that it was going to work out with him overseeing all of the maintenance.

Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
