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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

June 20, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on June 20, 2016.  Those present were Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, Commissioner Marc Applegate, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  

The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 6, 2016 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a contract with Crawford, Murphy and Tilley for Boone Bridge #193 on 300 South, Whitestown.  The total amount of the contract is $18,940.00.  Clutter stated that he had made some standard changes to the contract and now approves of the contract.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, informed the Commissioners that this is for some minor repairs on the bridge and he is trying to get these repairs done in anticipation of the Whitestown Connector project.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM SOLID WASTE
Ms. Jennifer Lawrence, Executive Director Boone County Solid Waste, was present to request permission to access two parcels at Ford Road and 96th Street.  They are requesting access due to the 3rd Annual Creek Fest, which is scheduled for Saturday, August 27 from 8:00 am until 2:00 pm.  This is to help clean up the creek and they need access to these two properties.  Ms. Lawrence assured the Commissioners that each participant signs a waiver.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF ORDINANCE 2016-03, REFERENCE INTERNAL CONTROL STANDARDS AND MATERIALITY

Attorney Clutter presented Ordinance 2016-03 which complies with a recent State Law which requires that the County have an Internal Control Standards and Materiality Threshold in place.  Clutter advised that the materiality threshold is $500 which means that anything over $500 has to be reported to the State Board of Accounts.  Anything less than that is in your discretion to report.  Most of the Internal Control Standards are already being practiced in the different offices but this formalizes them.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM VETERANS OFFICER REGARDING VETROSPECT
Mr. Mike Spidel, Boone County Veterans Officer, was present to request permission to apply for a grant to pay for the first year fees on software for his office which would allow him to submit several forms without repeated data entry of the same information.  This would save time and alleviate errors.  This is a cloud based program and stores the claims and information.  The first year would be paid by a grant and after that the fee would be $400 on an annual basis.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the application for the grant and the funding would have to be approved by the Council.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF HSA ACCOUNTS – KEY BANK
Mrs. Crystal Raub, Boone County Auditor’s Office, was present to inform the Commissioners that they had been looking for local banks which would support the HSA account and not charge a monthly or annual fee.   Locally, North Salem does not charge a monthly fee and Key Bank provided us paperwork to receive a group number at Key Bank which would allow County employees to open an HSA will not have to have a minimum deposit to open the account or pay a monthly or annual fee.  Attorney Clutter was provided with this paperwork for review.  Clutter stated that he thought the City’s HSA accounts were at Key Bank also.  Mrs. Raub stated that she would need to fill out the information on the paperwork as being the contact person for the County and it would allow them to assign the County a group code.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to authorize Mrs. Raub to complete the paperwork and be the contact person for any HSA’s which are opened at Key Bank for the county employees.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Attorney Clutter presented a Maintenance Bond for Stonegate Section 12B for storm sewers in the amount of $28,185, curbs, $9,812 and stone and asphalt $25,604 for a total of $63,601 for the Commissioners to approve.  Mrs. Kathy Clawson, Surveyor’s Office, was present and requested that the Commissioners accept the new bond and release the bond which was approved in March, which is included in the new Maintenance Bond.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to release the old bond and accept the new Maintenance Bond.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter stated that he had received a listing agreement from Jerry Alexander, who is currently the listing agent for the Key Bank Building, for your consideration to allow him to continue to be the listing agent after the County acquires the building.  This would be just for new tenants and rentals.  His fee is 10% of a new lease and 5% of renewals and it would be a 2 year contract.  Commissioner Applegate expressed some concern about making this decision immediately.  It was decided that this would be tabled and Attorney Clutter would draw up an RFP for it.  It was decided that they would approve the RFP at the July 5th meeting and have the RFP’s be due back on August 1st and they could make their decision at their next meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, was present and informed the Commissioners that the Town of Whitestown did sign the Interlocal Agreement between Whitestown and Boone County for the 300/400 Connector.  Parks has not received it yet; however, it was signed and he will bring it to the next meeting.  This is their agreement that they will pick up the $200,000 of the right-of-way costs.  Parks then informed the Commissioners that from July 10th through the 13th he would be attending a Transportation Research Board Conference in Minneapolis, Minnesota and would like to request permission to take the county vehicle out of state to this conference.  Commissioner Wolfe spoke up and stated that he was planning on attending this conference with Parks, because of the asset management piece is going to be a part of every federal funding application from now on.  Wolfe stated that they were looking at the Elected Official Training Fund to see if it could cover Wolfe’s portion of the expense of this conference.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the request to take the county vehicle out of state to the conference in Minnesota.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Parks stated that bids were accepted at the last meeting for the crack fill and micro surface project; which they only received one bid.  Parks requested that the Commissioners award this to Pavement Solutions.  Their Base bid plus alternatives 1, 2 and 3 was for $422,518.49.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Following the meeting, Mr. Parks informed Mrs. Lasley-Maue that the alternatives were incorrect and should have only been 1 and 2.  The Ronald Reagan project was awarded to American Structurepoint by the Hendricks County Commissioners.  (See Appendix #1)  Parks informed the Commissioners that they had received a request by Dave Freeburger, who lives in Royal Run on Lexington Circle, to close a portion of Lexington Circle from Brookshire Drive and Briargate Drive on Saturday, July 3rd from 1 pm to 10:30 pm for a block party.  After some discussion, Sheriff Mike Nielsen stated that he should contact their Homeowners Association to confirm with them but the Sheriff was ok with it.  Mr. Freeburger has contacted several safety personnel to get permission and Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve so long as the Homeowners Association is ok with the closing.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Jessica Fouts, Boone County Clerk, was present and requested an update on moving the Election Department to the first floor of the Courthouse to where the Prosecutor’s North Office was.  The Clerk suggested that the latest this could be done and have it done before elections would probably be August.  Clutter stated that Superior II has requested some space on the first floor also.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they needed to have another space committee meeting and requested that Mrs. Lasley-Maue get with him to schedule one.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk and Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate           made a motion to approve both reports.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
Attorney Clutter presented the annual report from Weights and Measures.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the annual report from Weights and Measures.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
Mr. Parks requested release of Performance Bonds for Stonegate Section 11 and acceptance of the Maintenance Bonds for the pavements and streets.  The Maintenance Bond is in the amount of $41,883.00.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Commissioner Wolfe stated that he and Facilities Manager, Mike Miller, spent some time at Mapleview in the last week and they found some items out there that they need to liquidate.  Some items could be used by other departments but the balance items we might want to have an auction.  Wolfe stated that the 4-H has requested a large gas stove, some chest freezers and some kitchen equipment.  
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL

In today’s mail was a notice from DNR stating that the Lebanon Courthouse Square Historic District bounded by North, East, South, Superior and West Streets was being considered to be added to the National Register of Historic Places.  Much discussion followed.  The hearing for this is July 20th at 2:00 pm at the Indiana Government Conference Center, Indianapolis.
With no further business, Commissioner Applegate made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
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
