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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

May 18, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on May 18, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:20 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 4, 2015 Business Meeting and the May 4, 2015 Executive Session Memorandum.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a Maintenance Bond for Walker Farms, Section 16, for Erosion Control in the amount of $9,481.61.  Attorney Clutter also presented an Irrevocable Letter of Credit for Stonegate, Section 12B, for Storm Drains and Streets in the amount of $317,999.00.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Maintenance Bonds.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter then presented four Performance Bonds to be considered for release.  Those bonds are as follows:  Watermark Villas @ Whitestown for Storm Sewers and Erosion Control in the amount of $343,036.00; Walker Farms Section 17, for Erosion Control and Storm and Subsurface Drain in the amount of $355,034.02; Clark Meadows, Section 2, for Erosion Control and Storm and Rear Yard Sub Surface Drain in the amount of $231,252.77; and Clark Meadows, Section 3, for Erosion Control and Storm and Rear Yard Sub Surface Drain in the amount of $284,380.73.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the release of the Performance Bonds.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented a grant for Community Corrections for 1 year; from July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2016 in the amount of $330,564.00.  Clutter advised this is the typical grant with the exception that the State is going to electronic contracts and they have asked for only one person from the County to be authorized to affix their signature to those and they have recommended the Auditor.  Mrs. Kari Ragsdale, Community Corrections, was present to answer questions.  Commissioner Lawson approved the contract and authorized Boone County Auditor, Deanna Willhoite, to be the person from the County to sign.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Supplemental Agreement #2 for Boone County Bridge #13 from DLZ was presented to the Commissioners by Attorney Clutter.  This Agreement will identify the amount for inspection will not exceed $51,000.  After some discussion, Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be paid from Cum Bridge line number 1135.0000.430.423.0.7913.
Rebekah McClure, CASA Director, was present to request that some of her expenses be allowed to be submitted under the Pre Pay Ordinance.  Ms. McClure stated that the money for CASA is money from the State and she has to file a detailed financial report each year.  Some of her expenses have to be paid up front, out of her pocket, and then she has to wait for the claim to proceed through the normal process.  Occasionally her expenses are more than what she feels that she can cover and wait for her money.  These expenses could include money for cots, sleeping bags, clothes for the children, travel costs for guardians to travel out of State to check on the children, etc…  Last week alone, she is out $300 for three children that came to her with nothing but the clothing on their back.  She had to purchase pajamas, toothbrushes, underwear and socks.  Ms. McClure’s concern was that if she is short on her money that week personally, she did not want to tell those in need ‘no that she could not help them’.  Commissioner Wolfe suggested a credit card instead of adding it to the Pre Pay Ordinance.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve a credit card for the CASA Director.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue was asked to help with that.
Attorney Clutter presented the annual Grant Application for BCSSI.  According to Attorney Clutter it is the normal grant application.    The amount is $209,695.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to sign.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF RULE 5 FOR COUNTY RANGE IMPROVEMENTS
Sheriff Mike Nielsen was present and informed the Commissioners that they had applied for a Rule 5 permit to allow Gradex to dump and move dirt from the Indianapolis Road project to our shooting range.  This allows them do work in an area over 1 acre and Sheriff Nielsen is requesting support from the Commissioners to allow them to improve their current range and also to expand to the North of their range.   The Sheriff stated that the dirt and the moving of the dirt will not cost the County anything.  Commissioner Wolfe questioned the 1 ¾ acres between the two ranges and the drainage of that area.  More discussion followed.  Surveyor Hedge stated that he will be looking at that.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF CUMMINS CONTRACT
Ms. Heather Shumaker, JDAI Coordinator, was present to request that the Commissioners approve a contract with Cummins.  This contract, per Shumaker, will help keep delinquent juveniles in a truancy program and not in the Court System.  This will allow them to stay in school.  If the juvenile completes the program, they will not be referred to the Court System.  The goal is that Cummins will work with the family and the individual to mitigate some of the circumstances that prevented them from attending school in the past.  All the funding will come from Grant money that is received from JDAI.  Funding is coming in to continue these services, per Shumaker.  Attorney Clutter advised that there was a minor correction that was made and incorporated and the contract is for all three signatures.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he would abstain due to his daughter being one of the therapists at Cummins.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Commissioner Wolfe abstained.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF ORDINANCE 2015-02 FOR SHERIFF SALE FEES

Sheriff Nielsen stated that they currently contract with SRI to deal with all of their foreclosures and sheriff sales.  Upon reviewing the revenue and expenses for these, the County was not even paying for their expenses.  Nielsen stated that he would like to charge $200 to the banks and attorneys to handle these particular sales.  Per Sheriff Nielsen, $100 will go to SRI and $100 will go to the General Fund.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve Ordinance 2015-02.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF SRI CONTRACT
The SRI contract has been reviewed by Attorney Clutter.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that they had received a request from Pastor Andrew Ramey from the Mechanicsburg Christian Church requesting that they be allowed to close W Doty Street on Saturday, September 12th from 3 pm to 10 pm and again on Sunday, September 13th from 12 noon until 5 pm.  This will be to celebrate their 175th Anniversary of the Church.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve with the stipulation that Pastor Ramey notify the Boone County Sheriff’s Department of their intent to close the street.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. John Wilson, Boone County Highway Interim Supervisor, was present and presented two Utility Agreements.  One was with Midwest Underground Technology, Inc.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The second Utility Agreement was with Mark Starkey.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Wilson also informed the Commissioners that they are on schedule to begin their chip and seal while continuing to patch to prepare for the chip and seal.  They have begun to haul in some of the material for the gravel roads for the summer.  The Commissioners were presented with a revised contract for USI for the Pacer Analysis.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be paid for from Cum Bridge line number 1135.0000.430.423.0.7913.
Sheriff Mike Nielsen presented a report from the Sheriff’s Department.  (See Appendix #1)  The Sheriff also presented the Jail Commissary Fund Summary from 1/1/2015 thru 5/11/2015.  (See Appendix #2)
Mrs. Laurie Christie, DLZ, congratulated the County stating that due to the executive oversight of the Commissioners, the dedication and leadership of the Sheriff’s Department and the Juvenile Department, the County’s numbers in our Correctional System are remarkably low.  To be a donut county of Indianapolis, the numbers are very low.
Commissioner Wolfe stated that the construction is continuing at the new Annex at 220 West Washington St. and they haven’t had any issues so far.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for the Auditor’s Office and for the Boone County Sheriff’s Department.   Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s monthly report.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #3   for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.   Attorney Clutter presented an Affidavit for a claim from Security Pros in the amount of $47,973.66.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the claim from Security Pros.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
