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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

September 15, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on September 15, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:37 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 2, 2014 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and presented an Addendum to the GUTS contract for the Tax Sale.  Clutter stated that he has reviewed it and it is acceptable and is for March 18 2014 through March 17, 2015 and requires one signature.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Lawson to sign.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter presented Performance Bonds Walker Farms, Section 17.  Erosion Control is for $39,640.92 and the Storm and Subsurface Drain is in the amount of $315,393.10.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then presented two Maintenance Bonds for Weihe Construction for Brookhaven Sections 6 & 7.  The first is for Storm and Subsurface Drain for Section 6 in the amount of $32,505.40.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The other one was for Brookhaven Section 7 for Storm Subsurface Drain in the amount of $17,123.60.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

At the last meeting, Rick Carney, Highway Supervisor, presented a proposal by RaComm for GPS trackers on the highway equipment and Mr. Clutter stated that he had reviewed it and has no issues with it.  The total is $17,712.50 plus $1,650 for the FCC licensing.  This will come from budget line 1176.0533.440.445.0.0066.   Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the proposal.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter then presented Maintenance Bonds for 8600 feet of 6” plastic gas main for Indiana Gas.  This is a three year Maintenance Bond for $26,000.  The next Maintenance Bond was for Weihe Construction for Brookhaven Sections 6 & 7 for Stone Base, Binder and Surface, Concrete Curb, Curb Drain and Lime Stabilization in the amount of $59,117.60.  Commissioner

Applegate made a motion to approve the Bonds.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY BEN PHELPS, LPD
Mr. Ben Phelps, Lebanon Police Department K-9 Officer, was present to request the final approval of the lease for the 1.6 acres just North of the Jail and the Fire Training Tower.  This will be used for K-9 training and the range for the LPD.  The Lebanon Fire Department is also asking to place a 30’ x 56’ building onsite.  Phelps stated that they are working with the farmer that farms that ground to work out a buyout price.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that he wanted to make sure that it was clear that if the relationship ever ended, it would be up to the City to remove the building(s) and restore the property.  Any costs due to drainage will be on the City.  There will be a 6’ chain length fence, with no barbed wire.  Mr. Robert Wirey, Deputy Officer Lebanon Fire, was present and discussed their possible use of the area.  Commissioner Wolfe inquired if they had waivers signed when outsiders come into use the area and the response was yes they do.  They have a County waiver and a City waiver.  After some discussion, Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSTELLATION RENEWAL
Ms. Sara Anderson, Constellation, was present to discuss the options with the Commissioners for the County gas supply.  After much discussion, the Commissioners requested more information and requested that it be placed on their next Agenda.

IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO COMMON WAGE CONSTRUCTION HEARING BOARD FOR ELK’S BUILDING
Attorney Clutter suggested that the Commissioners appoint Commissioner Wolfe, Mark Ransom and Rick Carney for the Common Wage Construction Hearing Board for the Elk’s Building.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to appoint Jeff Wolfe, Mark Ransom and Rick Carney to the Common Construction Board for the Elk’s Building.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF LEASE RENEWAL FOR COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS
Mrs. Kari Ragsdale, Community Corrections, was present to request that the Commissioners approve the lease renewal for their office space in the Key Bank Building.  Attorney Clutter stated that he had no issues with the lease and that it only required one signature.  The rent went up a little bit but when they went in the rate was very low and so they are slowly raising it.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the lease renewal and to authorize President Lawson to sign the document.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be paid from the following lines:  1122.0000.430.437.0.0007; 2000.0000.430.437.0.0007; and 4922.0000.430.437.0.0007.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

There was no ‘Other Business’ for today’s meeting
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
Mr. Carney inquired of the Commissioners if they wanted to continue to offer the joint fuel option to other county entities; saying that some of them have way over estimated their fuel usage and that could have a negative effect on the County.  Carney also commented that some are deciding not to be in that joint venture this coming year. Carney stated that he was afraid that some of the estimates are not being fair to Co-Alliance.  Commissioner Wolfe spoke up and stated that he and the previous Sheriff had had a disagreement regarding the estimates that the Sheriff’s Department was giving for their fuel usage.  It was way over and Commissioner Wolfe asked Brian Stevenson, Boone County Sheriff’s Department, who was present, to take this back to the new Sheriff requesting that they try to give a more accurate estimate in the future.  After much discussion the Commissioners felt that it was a good program and felt that we should continue to include other entities that are interested in participating.  
Mr. Carney stated that weather permitting, the summer road program continues.  Carney indicated that he currently has 800 ton of salt on the state bid and he plans on ordering more as he fears that the price may go up this winter and we could also see another salt shortage this year.  
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no public comment in today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the contract with Language Line, which the Commissioners approved in their last meeting.  There were a couple of pages that were not signed and needed to be.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to authorize President Lawson to sign on behalf of the Board.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Attorney Clutter presented the revised changes in the Boone County Employee Handbook regarding Drug and Alcohol testing and Problem Resolution. There is also a section on clarifying Military Leave.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the changes.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented Key Requests for the Treasurer’s Office and the Surveyor’s Office.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk, Treasurer’s and County Home monthly reports.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the reports.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
