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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

April 6, 2015
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on April 6, 2015.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Marc Applegate at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the March 16, 2015 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Memorandum from the March 16, 2015 Executive Session.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had Performance Bonds for Maple Grove Section 3 for Storm Sewers in the amount of $109,503.44 and Erosion Control for $16,297.96.  Attorney Clutter also presented Maintenance Bonds for Walker Farms Section 16 for Storm Sewers in the amount of $11,187.00 and Harvest Park Section 1A for Storm and Subsurface Drains in the amount of $80,330.00.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Bonds.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Attorney Clutter stated that Sheriff Michael Nielsen had sent out an email regarding the drug Narcan.  The Town of Whitestown has passed a Resolution allowing their Fire Department and Police Department to administer the drug to counteract overdoses of opiates.  Sheriff Nielsen felt that this would help save lives.  If the Commissioners approved a Resolution for the County, that would authorize the first line responders to have Narcan at their disposal.  Sheriff Nielsen stated that they are currently working on their protocols, training and securing the funds to get the funding from a grant.  Nielsen hoped to have this drug on the streets of Boone County within 30 days.  Commissioner Wolfe questioned the drug’s safety should it get in the wrong hands and Sheriff Nielsen assured him that it is a very safe drug and it has no side effects.  The Commissioners requested Attorney Clutter to prepare a Resolution for their approval for their next meeting.
Clutter presented the annual service contract for nacr.  Attorney Clutter stated that he has reviewed it and doesn’t have any issues with it.  The amount is $15,228.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the contract with nacr. and authorized President Applegate to execute the document.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be paid from line

The Ilines Agreement was presented by Attorney Clutter, after he had made some standard changes to it.  Mr. Sean Horan, GUTS, informed the Commissioners that they lowered the cost and this contract is almost half of what they have been paying for the same service.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve and to authorize President Applegate to execute the contract.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  This will be paid from line

IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST TO USE THE COURTHOUSE FOR RED, WHITE AND BLUE EVENT 
Ms. Liz Knox, Lebanon Community Arts Council, was present to request the use of the Courthouse for the Red, White and Blue event which is scheduled for Friday, June 19th from 6:00 pm to 10:00 pm.  Commissioner Wolfe reminded Ms. Knox that she needed to contact the Sheriff’s Department for security for the evening and to contact Mike Miller for their needs for the evening.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF AMENDMENT #4 FOR APPRAISAL CONTRACT WITH GUTS
Attorney Clutter presented Amendment #4 for the Appraisal contract with GUTS.  The fee is the same and it is a four year contract.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERING RESOLUTION 2014-04 – SECOND BOND FOR JAMESTOWN PROJECT
Attorney Clutter presented Resolution 2014-04 which would allow a second bond for the FTIC project in Jamestown.  There were additional costs that came to light after the first bond was issued.  The amount of the bond would not exceed $1,020,000.  The issuance cost was kept down to less than half of the normal cost due to the information being the same as the first bond.  The bonds will be paid for out of the Tax Increment Financing which is received from the district.  There is a COIT back up from the County but it would actually be after the Jamestown COIT would be applied.  According to Clutter, Brian Colton of Umbaugh believes that the TIF revenues will be more than sufficient to cover any bond costs.  State Bank of Lizton has sent the County a commitment letter to purchase the second bond.  The RDC has adopted a new Bond Resolution and the next step in the process is for the Commissioners approval of Resolution 2014-04.  The interest rate is capped at 5%.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Resolution.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO COMMON CONSTRUCTION WAGE HEARING FOR WHITESTOWN PROJECT
Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that Whitestown has requested that the Commissioners appoint someone for a Common Construction Wage Hearing.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to appoint Commissioner Applegate as the appointee with Commissioner Wolfe as the alternate.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The Jail Geothermal project also needs appointments to the wage hearings.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to appoint Commissioner Marc Applegate as the appointee with Commissioner Wolfe as the alternate.  Commissioner Lawson also made a motion to appoint John Hume to this hearing.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  .
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF ANNUAL CODIFICATION OF ORDINANCES WITH AMERICAN LEGAL
Attorney Clutter presented the estimate from American Legal for the codification of the County Ordinances for 2014.  The estimate is $400 to $1000.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDER UPDATING COUNTY BUILDING APRAISALS WITH UNIVERSAL VALUATION, INC.
Attorney Clutter presented the fee to maintain our proof-of-loss service for the County’s building appraisals.  That fee is $450.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF ESG CONTRACT FOR GEOTHERMAL PROJECT AT THE BOONE COUNTY JAIL
The ESG contract was approved at a previous meeting and will be signed by Commissioner Wolfe today.

IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Sheriff Mike Nielsen was present and informed the Commissioners that he would like to bring in Dr. Scott Phillips, Boone County’s SWAT Medic, to a Commissioners’ meeting to answer any questions that the Commissioners might have regarding Narcan before they approve the Resolution.  Nielsen encouraged the Commissioners to do some research on the drug and the use of it and informed the Commissioners that there is definitely an epidemic here in Boone County and he felt that they had to do something.  Sheriff Nielsen stated that all the new vehicles are in and they are waiting to get the equipment installed which will probably be 45 – 60 days to complete that.  The Maintenance Agreement that they have with Gene Lewis Ford is working very well, per Nielsen.  The inmate telephone contract has been completed and installation of the equipment will probably be within the next 90 days.  This includes four video visitation stations in the lobby of the Jail.  They are still working on the medical contract.  The hardware for the camera security project is pretty much completed now and they are waiting on some software work by the vendor and are very excited about the new system and invite the Commissioners to come out and see it.  There will be training for the staff next week on the new equipment.  The LPD shooting range is almost completed.  They are working with Gradex to expand their range a little bit and there is some debris which has been dumped on the North side of their range and has interfered with some of the 4-H shooting sports.  Their goal is to move that out behind their range and raise their berms and expand the range to the North a little bit.   Commissioner Lawson informed the Sheriff that they had been working with the Highway Department to remove that debris so they would not have to deal with it.  The Sheriff was fine with that suggestion.  Sheriff Nielsen informed the Commissioners that Lebanon Clean Up Day is scheduled for May 16th and they are working on having a crew of 6 low level inmates from the Jail, under supervision, to help with that event.  They have ordered the suits that they will wear and they are working on any legal issues that need to be completed.  
Attorney Clutter presented Utility Agreements from the following:  Kevin Morton, Vectren and Allen Lyon.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve these Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then presented a Utility Agreement with Zayo Group.  The Commissioners felt that this needed a $25,000 bond so Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve once the bond is presented.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present and presented each of the Commissioners with their 2014 Annual Report.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented Key Requests for Glen Rabanus, R. T. Krise, Maurice Hobson and Heather Shumaker.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The County Home Report was also presented to the Commissioners.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #2 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
