The Board of County Commissioners met in a special session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on March 21, 2013.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant. IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO COMMON CONSTRUCTION WAGE BOARD FOR ZIONSVILLE HIGH SCHOOL ROOF PROJECT
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to appoint himself to the Common Construction Wage Board for the Zionsville High School roof project, or his designee should he not be available.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

Mrs. Lasley-Maue informed the Commissioners of a request by County Safety Officials that the Commissioners encourage all County employees to participate in a test that will be held on Wednesday, March 27 around 10:15 am, when the tornado sirens will sound and all employees are asked to take shelter as if it were a real emergency.  Sheriff Ken Campbell was present and informed the Commissioners that the Governor has proclaimed March 24th through March 30th as Severe Weather Preparedness Week in Indiana and the National Weather Service will be conducting statewide tests of the tornado sirens on that day. Should bad weather postpone the testing that day, they will test them the following day at the same time.  The Commissioners highly agreed that they felt all should participate in this test.
