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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

August 15, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on August 15, 2016.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:30 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 1, 2016         Business Meeting.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that Rebecca McClure, Prosecutor’s Office, had provided an affidavit for the Commissioners’ approval stating that they had not given permission to inmate, Michael Morris, to damage any jail property.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the affidavit and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the affidavit.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.  Sheriff Mike Nielsen was present and informed the Commissioners that they are trying to hold inmates accountable when they do damage to the jail.  Nielsen stated that they currently have 214 inmates, the most they have ever had, and the issues will continue and they will not back down in going after them for damages that they cause to the jail, facility or staff.  Nielsen thanked the Commissioners for their support.
Attorney Clutter stated that Indiana Legislature recently amended IC 36-1-8.5 which provides that a county shall initiate a process in whereby covered persons’ home address will be shielded from the public property data base website.  A covered person is essentially a current or former judge; current or former public official; or current of former police officer. This recently came up when an individual with the Indianapolis Metropolitan Police Department contacted Mr. Clutter requesting the County’s process so that any officers with IMPD that wanted to shield their home address from public disclosure on the website could make that request. Clutter met with IT and with Sheriff Nielsen regarding this and fortunately, Marion County’s provider is the same as Boone so they had already established this process and procedure.  So Marion County’s form was modified to fit Boone County and Clutter requested the Commissioners’ approval of the form.  The process is that the covered person would come to the Auditor’s Office, show photo ID for verification of who they are and that they fit in one of the above categories, and they would submit the verified form to the Auditor’s Office which in turn would give it to Terri Batts and she would then shield their home address from the public accessible website.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to adopt the letter and to approve the process.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Another covered person is a domestic violence victim certified as a participant in the Indiana Attorney General’s Address Confidentiality Program.
IN THE MATTER OF GO GOLD
Mrs. Lisa Bruder, Boone County Clerk’s Office, was present to request that the Commissioners approve their lighting the Courthouse dome and the exterior lights ‘gold’ to support Childhood Cancer.  According to Mrs. Bruder, there is no cost to the County.  This would be for the month of September.  Commissioner Lawson stated that he knew it was a good cause but did not want to set precedence for changing the lights in the Courthouse.  Commissioner Applegate stated that he wished that they would have sent the Commissioners something ahead of time to inform them and requested that in the future they get info to them before the meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF PAYROLL EMPLOYEE BENEFITS
Ms. Crystal Raub, Boone County Auditor’s Office, was present to inform the Commissioners that the Insurance Committee had met and are requesting that insurance dates for new hires and termination of employees be amended.  The request is to begin insurance coverage for a new hire the beginning of the following month of their employment and upon termination of employment, the coverage will terminate the end of the month in which they leave employment.  This policy would be effective on September 1, 2016.  Ms. Raub presented an amendment for SIHO and an amendment for the County Employee Handbook for signatures.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the amendments and to authorize President Wolfe to sign the SIHO amendment.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF RESOLTUION 2016-07 EXCHANGE PROPERTY WITH LEBANON UTILITIES
Attorney Clutter presented Resolution 2016-07, which would deed a small area of land to the Lebanon Utilities for a lift station.  This area is almost completely within the Right-of-Way and they have been working on obtaining this property for a couple of years.  In return for the small area of land for their lift station, the Utilities will hook up the sanitary at the Highway Department.  The cost is exactly the same, $3,170.97.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MAXIMUS CONTRACT
Attorney Clutter presented the Maximus contract, which was presented to the Commissioners a few weeks ago; however, Attorney Clutter has been working with Maximus’ legal team in amending the contract, per Clutter’s request.  This is a three year contract effective January 1, 2017.  The total amount of the contract is $15,900; or $5,300 per year.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the document.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  .
IN THE MATTER OF NEW APPOINTMENT TO THE THORNTOWN LIBRARY BOARD OF TRUSTEES
The Thorntown Public Library’s Director, Christine Sterle, contacted the Commissioners’ Office indicating that Ms. Sandra Naekel was on the Board, and has accepted a position with the Library so they need to replace her on the Board.  Ms. Naekel recommended that the Commissioners appoint Ms. Linda Fahrenbach to replace Ms. Naekel.  Ms. Fahrenbach’s term would expire on December 31, 2017.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the appointment.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. L. J. Jernstadt, Whitestown, was present to express his displeasure on some road conditions and his concern for better communication between the County and the public.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, was present and presented the Release of Retainage for Boone County Bridge #314 and the acceptance of their Maintenance Bond.  The bond is a three year bond.  The Release of Retainage would be in the amount of $17,411.74.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Release of Retainage and approve the Maintenance Bond.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
Parks presented a contract with SJCA for Boone County Bridges #11 and #12.  This is for the design of both bridges.  They were selected through the RFP process.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
The contract for the total replacement of Boone County Bridge #159 with BFS was presented by Mr. Parks.  They were also selected through the RFP process and is for the design.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

The last contract was with HWC for the development of the Thoroughfare Plan Update.  The last Plan was written in 1999 and this one is long overdue.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Boone County Treasurer, Debbie Ottinger, was present and informed those present that the Boone County Cancer BBQ was this last weekend and the Boone County Government Pork Team won the Decorating Contest; the Boone County Sheriff’s Department placed third in the Sweet and the Brisket Division and the Grand Champion was our very own County Commissioner, Don Lawson, Lawson Cattle Company won the overall award.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  There was one claim that was paid by two different departments, so there is a correction on the claims.  The correction would be to delete the claim from line 1121.0068.430.431.0.0001 in the total amount of $5195.00 that was submitted for Kirtley, Taylor, Sims, Chadd and Minnette.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the Claims as corrected. Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
