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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

November 17, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on November 17, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the minutes from the November 3, 2014 Business Meeting and the November 3, 2014 Memorandum for the Executive Session.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had taken the Lease on the K-9 facility and the shooting range to the City’s last Board of Works meeting and they requested that the lease be changed from 20 years to 30 years.  Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that they could always opt out of the lease with a notice.  The Commissioners approved the change to 30 years and Attorney Clutter will make the change and have it ready for their next meeting.
Attorney Clutter presented an application for certificate of title for the BMV that needs one signature on behalf of the Commissioners.  This is for the vehicle which the Coroner had and was involved in an accident and was considered a total loss.  The title was still in the City’s name when the accident happened.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the application for certificate of title and to authorize President Lawson to execute the document.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF CONSTELLATION CONTRACT
Ms. Sara Anderson, Constellation, was present and presented more information to the Commissioners regarding the natural gas contract for the County.  Ms. Anderson presented the Transaction Confirmation and the MVP Rider for the Commissioners’ consideration.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Rider and the Transaction Confirmation and authorized President Lawson to execute them.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Ms. Anderson reminded the Commissioners that there is a $30.00 per month management fee which is figured into the MVP program.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF ORDINANCE 2014-04
Mrs. Terri Batts, GIS, was present and requested that the Commissioners approve Ordinance 2014-04 which would require a new legal description for all future combined parcels.  Mrs. Batts explained the current descriptions are getting very, very confusing when combining parcels.  After some discussion, the Commissioners decided to table this Ordinance until the next meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF 2015 OPERATING GRANT FOR BCSSI
Attorney Clutter presented the 2015 Operating Grant for BCSSI and also a motor vehicle lease agreement.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve both documents for BCSSI and to authorize President Lawson to sign on behalf of the Board.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF CONTRACT FOR SECURITY SYSTEM
Security Pro was the only bidder for the security cameras and after looking through the bid, it was actually in line with what they had expected.  They had originally thought the bid was too high.  This will be paid from the bond which the County is working on.  Sheriff Nielsen stated that they will be reducing the amount of cameras at the Jail due to the improvements in technology as they can now capture more with one camera and the biggest expense of this project is the storage of the videos which will be saved for two years.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that Eric Goodnight is currently negotiating with the company on possibilities of off-loading some of the data so that it is not quite as expensive as what this bid is.  This also includes the Jail, Courthouse, Annex and 220 West Washington Street.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to accept Security Pros bid.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The contract will come before the Commissioners at a later date.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF 2015 CALENDARS FOR ADDITIONALS, RE-APPROPRIATIONS AND PAYROLL
After review, Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the 2015 Calendars for the Auditor’s Office.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

IN THE MATTER OF OPENING BIDS FOR TWO NEW DUMP TRUCKS

Attorney Clutter opened the three bids for the Highway’s request for bids for two new dump trucks.  The bids all seemed to be in order, per Clutter.  The bids opened were:

J X Peterbilt      $258,750

Stoops Freightliner    $248,000

Kenworth of Indianapolis    $274,704

Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to take the bids under advisement.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
There was no Other Business in today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Rick Carney, Boone County Highway Supervisor, requested that the Commissioners make a decision on the diesel contract with Co-Alliance in today’s meeting.  Mr. Doug Henderson, Co-Alliance, was present and informed the Commissioners that the price today was down to $2.93 a gallon.  Commissioner Wolfe informed Mr. Carney that the City had contacted him stating that their diesel for next year had been cut and they needed it to be raised back up to their requested amount.  Mr. Carney informed the Commissioners that, according to the figures that Co-Alliance gave him, they did not use or will not use the amount that they projected they would.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that they told him that if they do not use their requested amount, they promised to compensate for the difference.  After much discussion, Mr. Carney agreed to submit their original requested amount of gallons of diesel fuel.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve ordering 175,000 gallons of unleaded fuel @ $2.57 for 2015 and authorized President Lawson to sign on behalf of the Board.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve ordering 70,000 gallons of on road fuel and 41,000 of off road fuel for 2015 @ $2.93 a gallon and authorized President Lawson to execute the document once the contract is available.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mr. Carney informed the Commissioners that he was not able to get the letter ready for Whitestown in time before their meeting and asked if they wanted to talk to Dax Norton about it.  This letter was to confirm their commitment of funding their portion of the 300 South 400 South connector project.
Mr. Carney indicated that Bridge #220 is still expected to be completed by Thanksgiving and the official opening for the Bridge will be around December 5th.  

Carney informed the Commissioners that he sent his guys out to salt the bridges, intersections, curves and overpasses about 2:30 am this morning.  

Carney then publically thanked Mike Miller for taking care of his building with recent repairs and upkeep.  They did a great job.

Attorney Clutter presented two Utility Agreements.  One was for Matt Viehe and the other one was for Zayo Group.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve both Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

President Lawson asked Sheriff Nielsen to come forward and presented him with his donation for the No Shave November campaign for donating to the Boone County Cancer Society.

There was no Public Comment in today’s meeting
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented a Key Request for the Veteran’s Office.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk’s monthly report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Clerk’s report.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
