Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

April 2, 2012
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on April 2, 2012.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Charles Eaton, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Kathy Clawson was filling in as Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Marc Applegate at 9:00 a.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the March 19, 2012 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had a certification provided by the Indiana County Auditor’s Association where you certify every year the companies that pay into the E911.  This is called the Vendor Data Collection and the list is approximately 40 – 50 companies.  The list is almost completed and Commissioner Eaton made a motion to authorize President Applegate to sign on behalf of the Board once the list is complete.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF NEW SMOKING LAW
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, was present and presented the Commissioners the new smoking law that goes into effect on July 1, 2012.  Mr. Dunlap stated that there is no immediate action needed; however, closer to time there will need to be some revisions to the County Employee Handbook and other issues.  (See Appendix 1)  One issue that will have to be addressed is placing signs at entrances that there is no smoking allowed within 8 feet of all entrances.  Commissioner Eaton questioned the enforcement of the law and Sheriff Campbell stated that it is listed as an infraction which is a criminal statute which means that his Office would enforce it.  Campbell also stated that for special situations in the Jail, such as parents coming to bond out their kids and the situation is so stressful that them having a cigarette would help calm them down, he does allow for them to step outside and have a cigarette.  Also for his employees, they would have to walk all the way out to Indianapolis Avenue to have a cigarette so he does allow them to go out the back door, not a public entrance, and have a cigarette.  Sheriff Campbell stated that he would post the appropriate signage and they would continue to use common sense and officer discretion when they enforce this Statute.  Commissioner Eaton stated that State Law is 8 feet; regardless of common sense.  Commissioner Wolfe questioned Mr. Dunlap if he was going to just copy the language from the State Law to put in the handbook and on the applications.  Mr. Dunlap responded ‘probably’.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST TO USE COURTHOUSE ROTUNDA FOR RED/WHTE/BLUE EVENT FROM THE ART COUNCIL

Mr. Mike Brubaker, Art Council Board Member, was present to request use of the Rotunda on June 15th from 6:00 to 10:00 p.m.  This would be the fourth year to host this in the Rotunda, should the Commissioners allow them to use it.  The Commissioners informed Mr. Brubaker that they have recently started requiring that anyone that uses the Courthouse contact the Sheriff’s Department and hire an off duty officer for security purposes.  Commissioner Eaton made a motion to approve the request provided they hire the security required.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONTINUED CONCERNS AT SARATOGA SUBDIVISION
Mr. Craig Triscari did not attend today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF ROLLING REASSESSMENT CONTRACT WITH GUTS
Boone County Assessor, Lisa Garoffolo, was present and reminded the Commissioners that the Rolling Reassessment Bill was approved.  Garoffolo stated that this will be good for Boone County.  Garoffolo stated that she did not think that Boone County had ever had a total Reassessment.  Mr. Eric Goodnight, GUTS, stated that 5 out of every 6 parcels that had improvements in the County required taking full measurements and redoing the property record cards.  This was a substantial amount of work.  It was very apparent that over the last several reassessments there were a number of properties that had been completed some time ago and therefore those reassessment vales had not been updated for some time.  Mr. Goodnight stated that they have gone through very significant field endeavors this time as every property in Boone County has been physically visited and updated pictures taken.  This resulted in substantial data entry into the system.  All the field work is complete and the data entry should be completed by May 1st.  Goodnight stated that Mrs. Garoffolo has requested that they just keep going and therefore there would be no gaps in the assessment going forward.  By 2014 Rolling Reassessment will not be an option.  Goodnight stated that the current workforce has been put under extra training and education to get the job done and is another desire to continue this program so that they can maintain that expertise.  Rolling Reassessment allows the County to touch 25% of their total parcel count on an annual basis, therefore, every four years you have gone through the complete county and you never allow a gap to recreate itself.  Goodnight stated that he was shocked at the amount of parcels that had never been on the tax roll.  Goodnight stated that they have picked up hundreds of millions of dollars in additional assessed value but they will not know until all the numbers are in.  They have to submit a four year plan to the Department of Local Government Finance to show them exactly how they are going to proceed with the reassessment and then they have to approve the plan.  This plan needs to be submitted by May 15th of 2013.  Mrs. Garoffolo stated that the DLGF goes a few counties at a time and has them update their soil plan.  Garoffolo stated that they have been waiting and wondering when they were going to get to Boone County for the soil plan and they have recently found out that they came the year before Mrs. Garoffolo came to the Assessor’s Office and nothing was done with it; it just disappeared.  Garoffolo stated that she has spoken with Barry Wood at the Department of Local Government Finance about it and he has given the County until a year from March 1st to complete the soil project.  It is pretty involved.  This new contract will include the soil data.  Much discussion followed.  Commissioner Eaton made a motion to approve the contract.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF ORDINANCE FOR ONSITE SEWAGE
Mr. Greg Inman, Boone County Environmental Division, was present and presented an Ordinance for onsite sewage.  The State Department of Health passed a new law back in 2011 and our County needed to get our Ordinance up to date.  Attorney Clutter and the State Department of Health has reviewed and approved the Ordinance.  The Boone County Health Board has approved it and Inman is requesting approval from the Commissioners.  This Ordinance is stricter that the state law, per Inman.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve Ordinance 2012-04.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF ORDINANCE FOR CERTIFICATION AND REGISTRATION OF ONSITE SEWAGE SYSTEM INSTALLERS
Mr. Inman presented an Ordinance for Certification and Registration of onsite sewage system installers.  The Health Department registers and tests all septic installers for the County and prepares a list that is offered to the taxpayers so that they might select an educated, approved installer.  The fee Ordinance is $25.00 for each installer that wants to be added to the list which allows them to take the test and allows the County to enforce any issues that they have not done properly, by law.  This test is an open book test and they have not had anyone fail this test.  Commissioner Applegate stated that he noticed that the first fine is $2500 and he thought that might be a little bit steep.  Attorney Clutter stated that it is comparable to other Ordinances and pointed out that it says ‘not more than $2500’ so that is a ceiling and it would probably be less, depending on what the violation wais.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve Ordinance 2012-05.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. John Stansell, GUTS, presented three renewal contracts with AT&T for three PRI lines.  Two of these are for the phone system (Jail and the Courthouse) and one for the fax system.  Per Mr. Stansell, all the costs have gone down based on a 36 month contract.  Attorney Clutter stated that he had reviewed all three and they are pretty standard contracts and require one signature.  Commissioner Eaton made a motion to approve all three contract renewals with AT&T and to authorize President Applegate to execute the documents.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Mr. Jim Love, Boone County 4-H, was present and several years ago he borrowed a couple of out dated computers from the Sheriff’s Department for use at the Boone County Aviation Program.  They teach youngsters how to fly remote control airplanes and they use the computers as simulators.  They are still using the computers that he borrowed.  Mr. Love is requesting to borrow three more computers should the County have three that are available.  Mr. Stansell stated that the Sheriff’s Department has offered computers from their fleet of old (8 plus years) computers and they are currently making a list with serial numbers to have them declared surplus.  Commissioner Eaton stated if the County surpluses them, it is not a loan it is a gift.  
The Commissioners agreed to donate three surplus computers to the Boone County 4-H.

IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
Mr. Mike Miller, Courthouse Maintenance Supervisor, was present and informed the Commissioners that they had completed some repair work in the basement in the Annex from some water damage.  The employee should be moved back into her work area next week.  They have assisted the Clerk’s Office moving some cubicles and some large books over to the Library.  They have been working on plaster repair and painting on the fourth floor of the Courthouse and some painting on the third floor.  His Department has moved several law books and cases from the fourth floor to the Advance Library.  Judge Edens is researching the possibility of someone wanting the remainder of the books on the fourth floor and when Maintenance finds out the status of that, those will be taken care of.  Miller is working more on Landscaping around the Courthouse this year with the 100th Anniversary coming up.  Currently they are trying to relocate the traffic court to the fourth floor and trying to make it more secure for those employees.
Mr. Mike Vaughan, Jail Maintenance Supervisor, was present and informed the Commissioners

that they have been stripping and waxing office floors and are preparing to remove a dead tree.

Mr. John Stansell, GUTS, was present and presented his monthly report (See Appendix 2).  The number of closed calls for March was 222 with 1 not being closed within 12 hours and currently 13 open calls of which 6 are projects or new tasks.  There were a couple of issues for the month; one on March 5th and one on March 13th.  Both issues were corrected the same day of outage.  Per Mr. Stansell, the network switch on the Courthouse 1st floor was upgraded on March 30th.  Attorney Clutter has the Verizon contract which IT is requesting that the Commissioners approve and sign for cell phones for the County.  Stansell stated that they are also working on developing recommendations for usage policies to present to the Commissioners for County cell phones.  An ongoing project is the Pictometry project which was scheduled for March 23 but encountered a hard drive controller problem and they will be rescheduling that.  They are continuing to work on the Disaster Recovery Plan.  The phone contract is under the State QPA so we don’t have a contract.  All we need to do is sign the quote and get it back to them.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion that the County proceed with Verizon for the cell phones for the County.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Rachel Cardis, Boone County Area Plan Director, was not able to attend today’s meeting.  (See appendix 3)
Ms. Cindy Murphy, Boone County Health Department Administrator, was present and presented documentation on the Indiana Statewide Smoke-Free Law.  (See Appendix 4)  Ms. Murphy stated that her office has received a request for help from one of the local large businesses at the Lebanon Industrial Park stating that they have a small smoking indoor area and outdoor smoking areas adjacent to their buildings and they would like help with implementation.  Murphy stated that they will be more than happy to help with that.  They expect to have other similar requests and will be available to assist with signage also.  Your place of employment is a building, per Attorney Clutter, when questioned if that meant parking lots, etc.  Private clubs are exempt but have to take that option to their Board for a vote every two years.  Bars, private clubs, gaming facilities, tobacco retail shops and cigar and hookah bars are all exempt.  Ms. Murphy then presented each Commissioner with a copy of her annual report.  (See Appendix 5)  The CDC came in last month and conducted our local technical assistance review for our preparedness Program and Mrs. Leslie Stewart (the County’s Preparedness Coordinator) and Ms. Murphy sat with the State Department of Health and the CDC reviewer and it went very well.  Mrs. Stewart represented the Health Department very well, per Ms. Murphy.    The Health Department is still working towards Accreditation.  Murphy stated that the county health rankings come out tomorrow in this three year program.  The first year Boone County was ranked 4th healthiest county in the state, last year we were ranked 3rd healthiest county in the state and at midnight they will release this year’s ranking.  

Mr. Inman informed the Commissioners that today is the first day for their new full time food inspector, Cory Wolford.  

Highway Supervisor Rick Carney was present to give his weekly report.  Mr. Carney presented three Utility Agreements for approval.  The first one was from Morton Farms, second one was from Boone County REMC and the last one was from Boone County Surveyor’s Office.  Commissioner Eaton made a motion to approve all three Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mr. Carney informed the Commissioners that Boone County Bridge #32 on Creek Road is still on schedule.  All the concrete work is done and they are moving right along.  The crews are back working on Boone County Bridges #58 and #62 and they should be done within a month.  The 96th Street project is still work in progress and is on schedule.  
Mr. Carney stated that Clinton County is not offering dust control this year; Montgomery County offers it 50/50, this is done through the supplier not the County.  The County receives a bill for 50% of it from the supplier and they pay it.  They do not have a medical requirement for this.  Mr. Carney contacted the County’s vendor for dust control and the price this year is $110 for 100 foot.  Carney informed the Commissioners that the price on his salt contract which he still has to purchase for this year is $13,383.; which leaves him with $56,693. Carney states that he needs to keep approximately $22,305 for salt for this coming fall in case we get an early winter.  This leaves him a balance of $34,000 and change.  The Commissioners all felt that with the tight budget this year that they would not be able to offer the dust control again this year.  
Carney questioned the Commissioners if they had made a decision on the salt barn and Commissioner Eaton asked if we don’t do it you will damage the product, right?  Carney replied yes.  Eaton stated that this funding would have to come out of CCD and he would need to go to the County Council for the money.  
Carney stated that he has had a request to allow a mural be painted on the concrete wall on the bridge going over Eagle Creek where the trail is.  Carney informed the Commissioners that he had requested that the individuals wanting to do this should get approval from Zionsville and then come before the Commissioners in a public meeting with their request.  Commissioner Wolfe questioned who would maintain this as that is not something that the County would take on.  
Sheriff Ken Campbell thanked IT for their help in working to get a reasonable contract with Verizon for the cell phones.  Campbell stated that Major Mike Nielsen had been a tremendous help also.  Campbell requested that all of his supervisors have IPhone access.  Currently he is short three.  Campbell stated the he would take care of purchasing the phones out of his budget but would request that they be added to the monthly contract.  Commissioner Eaton made a motion to approve three more IPhone accounts with the Sheriff purchasing the actual phones.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Mrs. Clawson presented a key request for the Health Department for Cory Wolford.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the key request.  Commissioner Eaton seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Clawson presented the claims.  See Appendix 6 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Eaton made a motion to approve the Claims submitted.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
IN THE MATTER OF MAIL
