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Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

April 21, 2014
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on April 21, 2014.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Don Lawson at 9:00 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 7, 2014 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that the only legal issue that he had was the request from the last meeting from Boone County Senior Services for the Commissioners to approve and execute the document for a contract invoice voucher for INDOT.  The amount was not available at the last meeting and the Commissioners requested more information.  Attorney Clutter informed the Commissioners that there was no local outlay for this for two vans for fall.  All funding comes from the ARRA.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Lawson to sign on behalf of the Board.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF REVISED EMPLOYMENT APPLICATION
Mr. Dennis Dunlap, Dunlap HR Consulting, was present and requested that the Commissioners approve a new employment application for the County.  The change is under the ‘Record of Conviction’.  It now reads ‘Have you ever been arrested for or convicted of a crime that has not been expunged by a court?’  If it reads differently, per Dunlap, that is considered a form of discrimination.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the new employment application.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Dunlap stated that he will give copies of the new application to Work One and to the Auditor’s Office.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST FROM BOONE COUNTY ASSESSOR TO ATTEND LEVEL III TESTING
Commissioner Wolfe stated that he will speak since the County Assessor is away at training.  Wolfe informed the other two Commissioners that she had signed up for the training a couple of weeks ago and upon her arrival found out that the class had been cancelled with no notifications having been sent out.  Upon her return to the Office, she investigated other options for taking the class and found out that the other class in Indiana is in September and they have to have 20 sign up for the class to have it and they currently only had 3 signed up.  There was no guarantee if that class would be held so upon further investigation they found a class being held this week in Brentwood, TN.  Commissioner Wolfe stated that the cost for this actual class was less than the others so he figures they will come out about the same with the expenses.  This is statutorily required by the State; this is for Level III accreditation.   Wolfe stated that he had told her due to the unfortunate timing for her to go ahead and he would bring it to the other two Commissioners and if not approved for the Out of State travel, then he would work it out with her.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Out of State travel request.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF REQUEST BY LEBANON LION’S CLUB TO SELL HOAGIES ON NORTH COURTHOUSE LAWN 
The Lebanon Lions Club is requesting to again sale their Hoagies on the North side of the Courthouse on June 6th.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the request.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERING CONTRACT WITH UNIVERSAL VALUATION
Dan Clark from Universal Valuation notified Mrs. Lasley-Maue that they are due to update their appraised values for another year.  The cost to the County to do this is $515.00.  If the County elects not to do this their Proof-of-Loss Service will expire and there is a substantial increase in cost to update our values next year.  It was discussed that this includes $35 million worth of buildings for just $515 for a year.  Attorney Clutter stated that they still show the Camp Street building and the Camp Street garage on their paperwork which needs to be deleted since the County does not own those any longer.  Commission Applegate made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Commissioner Wolfe also stated that next year will probably be the year that we will go back out and have evaluations done of the buildings and we might want to consider getting bids for this.  Wolfe stated that he had no issues with Mr. Clark or Universal Valuation; he just wanted to be fair to the taxpayers.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MAINTENANCE BONDS ON CLARK MEADOWS SECTION II AND THE RELEASE OF THE PERFORMANCE BONDS
Attorney Clutter stated that this was a Maintenance Bond for Valenti Held for $42,066.80 for Clark Meadows at Anson, Section II for storm sewers and sub-surface drains.  This has been approved by County Surveyor, Ken Hedge and also Attorney Clutter.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to release the Performance Bond and accept the Maintenance Bond.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
Boone County Highway Supervisor, Rick Carney, presented five Utility Agreements.  Two were for Vectren, one was for Citizens Energy, one was for REMC and one was for JBS United Inc.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the five Utility Agreements.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Clerk and Treasurer’s monthly report and the County Home Report.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the reports.  Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1   for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Wolfe seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
