Boone County Board of Commissioners Minutes

February 1, 2016
The Board of County Commissioners met in a regular business session at 9:00 a.m. in the Boone County Office Building, Connie Lamar Meeting Room, #105, Lebanon, Indiana 46052 on February 1, 2016.  Those present were Commissioner Marc Applegate, Commissioner Jeff Wolfe, Commissioner Donnie Lawson, County Attorney Bob Clutter and Karen Lasley-Maue Administrative Assistant.  
The meeting was called to order by Board President Jeff Wolfe at 9:10 a.m. following the Drainage Board Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 19, 2016 Business Meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0
IN THE MATTER OF LEGAL ISSUES
County Attorney, Bob Clutter, was present and noted that he had two Performance Bonds for the Commissioners to consider accepting.  The first one was for Brook Haven Section 8 for Storm Sewer in the amount of $152,406.00.  The second one was for Walker Farms Section 15 for Storm Sewer and Erosion Control in the amount of $216,422.80.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve accepting both of the previous bonds.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  Attorney Clutter then presented a Performance Bond from Harvest Park Section 1 for release.  This was in the amount of $92,597.60 for Seeding and Erosion Control and for Storm Sewer and rear yard Storm Sewer Drains in the amount of $653,230.25 for a total of $745,827.85.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve releasing the previous bond.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
Attorney Clutter also presented documents for the easement to the Lebanon City Utilities for the 100 South property for a water line for part of the Indianapolis Avenue project.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve and to authorize President Wolfe to execute the document.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY DARRELL PHILLIPS AND KATE EMS, DUKE, REFERENCE CURB CUTS AND MEDIAN ON ALBERT S. WHITE
Mr. Darrell Phillips and Ms. Kate Ems, Duke, were present to seek approval from the Commissioners for the All Points curb cuts.  This has been on the PUD master plan and since they recently closed on the Maxson property they need to get approval for these cuts.  Attorney Clutter and Commissioner Applegate both requested that any access points line up with the proposed cuts.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve the curb cuts and the median on Albert S. White.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF DISCUSSION OF 220 WEST WASHINGTON STREET
Boone County Prosecutor, Todd Meyer, was present and informed the Commissioners that since they have gone through the ALICE training, he has realized that they need to have locks on each individual office doors for security reasons.  Meyer stated that he felt there was a need on the outside of the property for directional signage; mainly on the West Washington Street side and the West Street side.  Meyer felt that the signs could be placed in the landscaping and has contacted John Mount with Mount’s Signs to start on some drafts for the County’s approval.  Meyer stated that they get a lot of foot traffic that has to be directed to other offices and other buildings.  Attorney Clutter questioned Meyer if he had checked with the City as far as placing the signs and Meyer stated that he probably needs to speak to the Historical Society also.  Meyer also requested window treatments for the east and south side of the building as the heat from the sun really heats up the rooms.  The Commissioners recommended that Mike Miller get some pricing and bring them back to the Commissioners for approval.  It was also suggested that they come up with a name for the building instead of just calling it the old Elk’s building.  Mrs. Lasley-Maue reminded the Commissioners that some time ago they had requested that she contact the Boone County Historical Society for suggestions to name the building.  Maue will find that list and share it with the Commissioners and with the Prosecutor.   
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC HEARING

Attorney Clutter informed those present that the Public Hearing today was on the possible donation of three parcels of land to a non-profit organization which is permitted under state statute.  The notice of the Public Hearing was noticed in both the Zionsville Times Sentinel and the Lebanon Reporter, pursuant to state statute.  The notice also stated that any non-profit could submit their applications to the Commissioners’ Office by Friday, January 29, 2016.  The only application that was received was from the Lebanon Community Development Corporation, which is a non-profit organization and a community partner for the Blight Elimination program which is set up by the State of Indiana.  This program allocates funds for renovations or demolition of blighted properties.  The Lebanon Plan and Zoning Department is administering those funds in conjunction with the Lebanon CDC.  They have requested that the Commissioners consider donating the following properties to the program.

1407 South Meridian St, Lebanon, IN

1410 South Meridian St, Lebanon, IN

501 South Coombs St, Lebanon, IN

On January 19, 2016 the Commissioners adopted Resolution 2016-01 which states that they will consider the request of the Lebanon CDC to donate these parcels and scheduled the Public Hearing for today’s date.

President Jeff Wolfe opened the Public Hearing at 9:30 am.  Mr. Derek Warren, Lebanon Planning and Zoning Department, was present and stated that the goal of this program is to obtain properties that are blighted and not necessarily on the tax roll so that they can start some rejuvenation in the neighborhoods and get these properties back on the tax roll.  These properties in this program are required to be demolished from the bottom of the foundation up.
President Wolfe opened the floor for public comment; there was no public comment so President Wolfe closed the Public Hearing.  

Attorney Clutter presented Resolution 2016-02 which orders the transfer of the three parcels to the non-profit organization.  If approved, the parcels will be transferred to the Lebanon 
Community Development Corporation.  President Wolfe stated that before there is a motion, he wants to inform those present that he is a member of the Lebanon CDC therefore he is going to abstain from the voting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve Resolution 2016-02.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  Clutter stated there is a Commissioner’s deed which transfers the property to the Lebanon CDC and due to a typographical error he will have that ready later today.  Clutter requested that they authorize one of the Commissioners to execute the document when it is ready.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Commissioners’ deed and to authorize Commissioner Lawson to execute the document when it is ready.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 2-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF STAFF REPORTS
(See Appendix #1) for Staff Reports from today’s meeting.  Mr. Sean Horan, GUTS, was present to inform the Commissioners that Security Pros will be on site this week to install those two additional cameras for the County. 
Sheriff Mike Nielsen was present and stated that they had completed all the ALICE training for all County offices and they are not starting to focus on providing that training to the community, churches and businesses throughout the County.  Last week was the State Jail inspection and it will take about two weeks to receive that report; however, Nielsen stated that he felt they did fairly well.  Nielsen thanked Commander Heck and his staff for their hard work.  Nielsen stated that they are moving forward with the new door control system upgrade and working with Mike Miller and Chuck Hickson to complete the project.  Nielsen reported that there had been an outbreak of flu in other inmate facilities and to help prevent one here, Cindy Murphy and staff at the Boone County Health Department have offered flu shots to all inmates in the Boone County Jail.  Approximately 80 inmates took advantage of the vaccines.  Nielsen thanked Ms. Murphy and staff for their assistance.  Sheriff Nielsen reviewed the staff openings that they currently have in their department.
Mr. Craig Parks, Boone County Highway Engineer, was present and presented three Utility Agreements.  The first one is with Boone REMC.  This is about a 2 ½ mile cut and Mr. Parks requested a $5,000 bond.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve with a $5,000 bond.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The second one is with Zayo Communications.  This is at the entrance to Stonegate and he is requesting a $5,000 bond.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve with a $5,000 bond.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The third one is with TDS Telecom on the west side of CR 275 E.  Mr. Parks is requesting a $5,000 bond on this one also.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to approve with a $5,000 bond.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Parks informed the Commissioners that DLZ performed the biannual bridge inspections for the County and they are requesting the Commissioners’ signatures on the title page in order to finalize the report.  According to Parks, Boone County Bridge #314, on East Main Street down by Oak Hill Cemetery, will be closed starting today for approximately 90 days for a new structure.  County Roads 300S/400S project has been given a green light by INDOT to proceed with land acquisitions.  
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER BUSINESS

There was no Other Business for today’s meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF DOCUMENT SIGNING, CLAIMS
Attorney Clutter presented the Treasurer’s monthly report.  Commissioner Wolfe made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Mrs. Lasley-Maue presented the claims.  See Appendix #1 for a list of claims approved and signed in today’s meeting.  Commissioner Applegate made a motion to approve the Claims submitted. Commissioner Lawson seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.    
IN THE MATTER OF FINANCE COMMITTEE MEETING

President Wolfe opened the Finance Committee Meeting.  Ms. Debbie Ottinger, Boone County Treasurer, was present and requested that they recess the meeting until a later date due to a CD that will be maturing the first of March and she would like to have all the details regarding that CD for the meeting.  Commissioner Lawson made a motion to recess the meeting.  Commissioner Applegate seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.  The Finance Committee Meeting was recessed until Monday, March 21, 2016 at 9:30 am.
